Joe, when it seemed inevitable that the chil-
dren would be trampled, reared and, leaping to
one side, carried the other horses with him.
The engine rolled by, escaping the children by
less than a foot. Joe fell and slipped fifteen
feet or more out on the avenue and on the
downtown tracks of the surface car line. A
southbound car was approaching, and the mo-
torman could not stop it until the horse was
wedged under the first truck.

Joe's leg was broken, and a policeman had to
shoot the horse. The flremen stood with their
caps off. A large crowd saw the shooting.
