REMSEN ITOT THINKING OF CHANGE.

The experiment of bringing the San Carlo
Opera Company to London has been so success-
ful that music lovers arc encouraged to believe
that Covent Garden will be opened for their
benefit nine or ten monthß In the year Instead
of three. For Bix weeks the old opera house
has been always well filled and often crowded;
and the performances have been of high artis-
tic merit. The scenic resources of the opera
house have been placed at the disposal of the
foreign company, and every opera has been
well staged. This has been a great gain; but
itwould have counted for little If the orchestra
under Slgnor Campanint's direction had not
been well balanced and admirably managed,
or if the singers and chorus had not done their
work well. Croaicers predicted at the outset
that Verdi would not draw and that the house
could not be filled after Slgnor Caruso's de-
parture for America; but neither forecast was
fulfilled. The season was devoted almost ex-
clusively to Italian opera and Verdi occupied
the most prominent place In the list; and so
popular have been the programmes that Ithas
not been necessary to Introduce more than one
novelty. This was Cilea's "Adriana Lecou-
vreur," which was well received and repeated
several times. "La Boheme." "La Tosca" and
"Otello" have been favorite productions, the
last deservedly so when the veteran M. Maurel
was repeating his fine work as lago, and M.
Due, a newcomer from Paris, was acting well
as Othello, Ifsinging hoarsely from a cold. Some
of the more familiar works, notably "Aida,"

were produced with exceptional brilliancy and
new beauties in the scores were revealed; and
the singers, especially Mme. Giachetti, Mme.
Buoninsegna, Mme. W'ayda and Mme. de Cls-
neros and M. Samarco. M. Anselml. M. Ancona
and M. Due. became favorites with music lov-
ers. There is reason to believe that the experi-
ment willbe repeated next autumn with a longer
season, and that an interesting- Beries of works,
such ns Giordano's "Andrea Chenler" and "Si-
beria," Mascagni's "L'Amlco Fritz," Oreflce's
"Chopin" and 1.liasi's "Manuel Menendez,'"
may be produced at Covent Garden.

Mr.Otto Stuart has held back "The Taming of
the Shrew" at the Adelphl until it is in time for
a good holiday run, and he has produced itwith
fine scenery, with song and dance and in a spirit
of Christmas revelry. The first night audience
received it with boisterous mirth and genuine
enthusiasm, as though itwere a new play, and It
lias been seen so seldom during recent years
that Ithad the effect of novelty. It is nearly
ten years since Miss Rehan and Mr. Drew pre-
sented this play to London audiences and en-
acted the principal parts with brilliancy of
Ptyle, and during tho Interval Mr. Benson has
occasionally produced it in London and moro
frequently In the provinces. Mr. Stuart was
Mr. Benson's manager for two years, and he
now conducts what may be called post-graduate
Bensonian courses. He has rallied about him
a company of players who learned their lines
and proved their capacity for Shakespearian
parts under Mr. Benson's coaching, and "The
Taming of the Shrew" is converted Into a holi-
day revel of madcap Jollity and animal spirits.
The fun that is in itis brought out of it,and In
that way Shakespeare's memory 1b vindicated.
Ifthe Induction ends in a pillowfight and there
is a lot of horse play and romping In the com-
edy, with bits of dariri,' i>yr>lay and new busi-
ness, nobody- Is the worn for It. The move-
ment of the play Is rapid, and the actors have
genuine comic spirit and good feeling one for
another. The comedy delights stalls and gal-
leries, and playgoers are asking why Mr. Tree
has neglected to produce itat His Majesty's.

Mr. Oecar Asche opens the evening's enter-
tainment with a delightful Impersonation of
Christopher Sly, the Fot in front of the alehouse
and the bewildered understudy for a lord in the
glided chamber. He plays the part broadly yet
artistically, and sets the. key for an evening of
frolic and good nature. As Petruchlo he cracks
the whip,swaggers about the stage, carries off
Katharine on his shoulder, and has a rough and
tumble time wif^h servants and bride.

Vcstcrdat/'s Operas and Concert.
"Aida," at the opera, and a concert of the Boston

Symphony Orchestra, in Carnegie Hall, in the after-
noon, and "Lohengrin" at the opera In the evening,

were yesterday's offering? to the people who love
music in New-York. Their name is surely legion;
both hall and opera house were crowded, afternoon
and evening. Tho performances were all worthy
of the patronage, though marked by a few short-
comings which gave tha Judicious pause. Miss
Fremstad sang the scena "Ecco ilpunto." In the
German version fromMozart's "Clemenza da Tito,"
and two Scotch Hongs, 'Faithfu' Johnnie' 1 and
"Highland. Laddie," in the arrangements made by
Beethoven, with pianoforte, violin and violoncello
accompaniment, at the concert. In neither case
did she distinguish herself. The air is not prop-
erly within her range, and the 6ongs were little
better than travesties in tempo and expres-
sion. The musical readers of The Tribune will
scarcely need to be told that their choice
aa a featuru in a symphony concert was most
singular and unjustifiable; but that fact was
less deplorable than the misconception of their
character by the performers, who, besides Miss
Fremstad. were Messrs. WillyHess. Fritz Kras-
selt and Max Zach. Such lovely folksongs as
these must not be robbed of their folksong spirit,
ev.n if Beethoven did aid and abet in their truns-
mogTlflcation. The orchestra was brilliant in tone
In the performance of Schumann's "Rhenish"
symphony, Bruch's "Sappho" overture, and
Tnchalkowsky's Italian caprlccio; but that is an
old story. Why try now to gild refined gold?

There were mishaps In the performance of
"Aida." In which Mmes. Kames and Walker and
Messrs. Caruso. Bootti, .lotiriict and Mvihlmann
were Implicated, but they were chiefly chargeable
to Slgnor Vigna, who is rapidly developing an in-
difference to the wishes of the singers which is
likely some day to lead to disaster. The evening:
performance of "Lohengrin" was a peculiarly flno
one, with Mme. Nordica as Elsa, Mme. Homer as
Ortrud, Herr Knote as Lohengrin. Mr. Blass «s
the King- (rlgtitemis in Judgment, orotund and tune-
ful of voice) and Herr Goritz af= T^lramund. A
most satisfactory dramatic singer is the last; none
of his associates equal him In distinctness and
ease of enunciation. and none surpass
him in purity of tone. Herr Knote's
Lohengrin was exactly what his representations

of Walther and Tannhauser must have lod the
public to expect—a manly, unaffected and musically
delightful performance. His voice rang true in
every note. Its beauty filled the ears of the listen-
ers, its sensuous charm their hearts anil imagina-

tions. How ravishing thn duet between him and
Mme. Nordicn, who finds her loveliest tones in the
music of Elsa, sounded may be left to the Imagina-
tion of the old and new admirers of the singers.
