Washington. Dee. 14.— The new Library of Con-

gress is to ba used for the Inaugural bail, the entire
main floor of the great building, with its rotunda,
reading room and tract wings, being thrown open

for the purpose. This is the plan of the Inaugural
Committee and the leaders of the House of Repre-

sentatives. It may meet opposition, however. In
the Senate, whn-h has already act^d In favor o?
r>»»rmittinK the use of the Pension Building again.
To this proposition th« House will never consent.
l>ut will insist on enforcing the Uw enacted after

Ist Inauguration prohibiting the use of th«
Pf-nslon Offlce again. At the last ball three smi.l
llros. due to hasty electric wiring, occurred In tha
Pension Bulidlng, Jeopardizing tha records of two
million soldierß. ax:d this caused Congre* to de-
termlna that these records should not be Imperilled
again.

The Hous« Committee on the District of Columbia
will report a resolution to-morrow authorizing tha
use of the Library of Congress or the Capitol build-
ing for tha inaugural ball, thus eliminating tha
Pension Ofilce oropoaltlon. which had already re-
ceived the sanction of the Senate and th« Secretary
of the Interior. It haa been found, qfl Inspection
of the library, that no harm can oc«ur to any of
Its priceless col'eetlona; that no decorations win
bo required, and that the building Is perfectly
adapted for the 6p"ctacle as weil as for the comfort
of the participants, all of theso advantages being
unobtainable at the Pension office. It was also,
found that the regular routine of the library would
not I)* interrupted longer than a day or two. as
against a week In the case of the Pension Building.

milk. This he considered one of its most important
duties. He told of the tight to drive out the milk
sent from some dealers in a New-Jersey town,

which cam© from swill fed cows. Stereoptlcon
pictures were 6huwn of Borne of tlie cow stables at

that place from which milk came to the New-York
market. In contrast Dr. Lederle showed a picture

of a model cow stablo up tha State. Many diseases
were transmitted through milk, especially scarlet
t':'.\u25a0• r and typhoid fever. Some years aeo etgbty-

ises of typhoid fever came from one case in a
milkman's family In Queens Borough. Dr. Lederle
d< clared that because the milk supply nt New-York
came from so wide an area !t v.-.is difiiouit for tha
department to secure the proper sanitary conditions
at the source <>t' supply, and its chi3f protection lay

Inrlf,'id inspection.

To Confer with Odell To-day— Talk
of Legislative Investigation.

Governor-elect Higgms came to the city last
evening. It was his intention to announce the
names of the members of his military staff and
that of his private secretary and to make other
announcements of minor Importance, but he
failed to do so. owing to the fact that he was
unable to see Governor Odell. After he talks
with the Governor this morning he will proba-
bly make public the names of several appointees.
The Governor-elect expected to arrive here early
in the day, but his train was delayed. By that
time Governor Odell had started for Harlem,
where he attended the dinner for Edward H.
Healey. He was unablf, therefore, to see Gov-
ernor Odell.

There was much interesting gossip around Re-
publican headquarters yesterday, and some of
it came from usually trustworthy sources.
One of the bits of Information was that Charles
W. Boyd, present Superintendent of Public
"U orks, would be reappointed. Mr.Boyd la a can-
didate for reappolntment. He is a close personal
friend and was a college classmate of Governor
<><]. 11. it was said some time aeo that N. V. V.
Franchot, one of Governor-elect Higglns's in-
timate friends, would be named for this place,
but last night It was said that Mr. Boyd would
be reappointed. When Governor-elect Hlggins
was asked about it he was non-communicative.

"Can we state." the Governor-elect was asked,
"that you will appoint Mr. Franchot State Su-
perintendent of Public Works?"

"No," replied the Governor-elect. "Ihave not
made up my mind to appoint Mr.Franchot. You
know, Mr. Boyd has remarkably strong Indorse-
ments."

"Will you appoint Mr. Boyd?" was asked.
"Iam not ready yet to announce whomIshall

appoint," ho replied.

It was said that the Governor-elect would
probably name ex-Senator Cuthbert Pound as
his private secretary, but he would not confirm
this. He said that he would not say a word
about appointments for the present.

Mr. Higgins was equally non-communicative
about the Senatorshlp. "No one but myself,"
he said, "knows where Istand on that matter.
Ihave a preference, but Iam not saying any

thing now."
A close friend of the Governor-elect said last

night that Mr. Hlgglns realized fullywhat Sen-
ators Platt and Depew had done to assist him
in the campaign, and that he also felt grateful
to Frank S. Black for assisting to bring about
his nomination and that he preferred to remain
neutral.

Governor Odell was at headquarters the
greater part of the day. Ha parried all ques-
tions. He did not announce the name of tho
Justices that he is to appoint. He will probably
ninke tho names public to-day. Ha said ho
did rot know what the legislature would do
r.bout probing excise and the gas case in this
c'.ty. It may bo stated, however, that it is prac-
tically assured that there will be a legislative
investigation of police, excise and gas after
January 1. Just what form Itwill take remains
to be determined.

The Republican County Committee will meet
to-night and reorganize for the year. Charles
IT. Murray can be re-olected president if bo
cares to take the place. Mr. Murray has not to
date expressed any great desire for re-election,
and the matter was still unsettled last night.
It will probably be decided at a conference of
the local leaders with Governor Odell this morn-
Ing.

CHRISTMAS SHIP SAILS.

Lemuel Clarke Davis was born on a farm
near Sandusky. Ohio, in 1835. Hlb ancestors
were Welsh and Scotch-Irish, and were pioneers
in Ohio. Soon after his birth they removed to
Ilarford County, Md. Mr. Davia entered the
Episcopal Academy, Philadelphia from which
he was graduated in 1805. and was subseqiiently
admitted to the bar. He assisted in editing
"The Legal Intelligencer." and there developed
his talent as a writer.

As a young man Mr. Davia was associated
with some of the brightest newspaper men of
that day. In I*7o he was offered the post of
managing editor of "The Philadelphia Inquirer."

From that time until his death journalism
became his vocation, although he continued his
other literary lahors. For nineteen years he was
the chief editorial writer for "The Inquirer."
In IN>9 George W. Childs persuaded him to be-
come an associate editor of "The TuWV 1.
nnd later he became editor in oh:of. During hisyears of service Mr. Davis contributed numerous
short stories and sketches to "Harper's i'lu-Atlantic," "The Century," "Scrlbner's," "Lippln-
cott's" and 'Putnams." and published one novel
"The Stranded Ship."

His wife. Rebecca H;trdin^ Davis, to whom hewas married in Wheeling, \V. Va.. in March1863, Is the author of many novels, and theirt;'""" Mldn .-ire all writers. The elder son is
Richard Harding Davis. The second Fon.
Charles Belmont, is an author and publisher.
He was formerly T'nltcd States Consul to Flor-
ence. Italy, and the daughter also has been a
contributor to the magazines.
