WOPE POWER TO DR. WOODRURY!

As every intelligent citizen knows by this
time, or ought to know, the business of sprink-
ling and sanding the streets is in a state of con-
fusion owing to miscaleulations and misunder-
standings of one sort and another. The Commis-
sioner of Street Cleaning. a resolute, persistent,
ingenious and indefatigable man, earnestly de-
sires to get control of these two details of mu-
nicipal housekeeping by means of new legisla-
tion, and if his methods of persuasion are as
well adapted to the latitude of Alhany as to the
aldermanie chamber he may reasonably hope to
suceeed. It is desirable that he shouid, for under
his management the monopoly which he wants
to establish would be a public benefit. Dor.
Woodbury sought to accomplish the same ob-
jeet last winter, but the Mayor considered some
provisions of the bill obhjectionable and eaused
the projeet to he dropped, but there will be no
repetition of that mistake this vear, and we can
sep in advance no reason why the legisiature
should not acquiesce.

It is a well attested fact that a preliminary
draft of the eharter, hy the advice of Colonel
Waring. vested control of sprinkling and sand-
ing in the Commissioner, hui that intended pro-
vision was lost in the final shufiie. perhaps not

altogether without design on the part of some-

body. However that may be, the charter is
silent on the subject, and the eonsequence is
that old methods, or no methods at all, are <till
employed. uncertainty respecting legal obliga-
tions and privileges exists, and the people are
the losers, as usual. We have no douht that Dr.
Woodbury would perform both operations effi-
ciently if he had the requisite authority. and we
hope he will get the opportunity that he coveis.
At this time of year the sanding of the streets
which need it is of particular interest and con-
sequence. It is a painful thing to see the horses
trying to keep their footing on the slopes of
Murray Hill, for example, and making =2
wretched failure of it. Still more painful is it
to see one of the poor creatures floundering
about with a broken leg. Yet probably hnunane
persons whom such a sight distresses seldom
stop to think how common it is and how great
a total of misery and loss results. We wish #
complete record of such accidents for the last
few days might be published, It would not Dbe
pleasant reading. but it would be instructive
It is believed that paving contractors are hound
to sand the streets at necessary times and places
where unexpired contracts apply. thongh recent
contracts contain no stipulation to that etfect.
But compulsory measures have not yer heen
taken, and meanwhile an important requirement
is largely neglected. Commissioner Woodbury
has explained that if he had the work to do it
would not eost much, hecause suitable sand is
cheap. and on days when it needed to bhe done
there would usually be plenty of otherwise 1in-
emploved carts and men at his disposal.

The Publie Service Corporation is not a phil-
anthropic institution. It js not in business
merely to guard the public health. Naturally,
and properly, too, the husiness of the managers
of this corporation is to improve the value of its
property and increase its assets, and if they
can get by lawful means for nothing, or next to
nothing. franchises of great value they are not
hlameworthy.  Men elected by the people,
sworn to protect the public interests and spe-
nifieally pledgzed as to a certain line of policy
are in a different position, and when they for-
swear themselves and renounce their solemn
pledges ¢here ought to he some way of bring-
ing them to hook.

The trolley ordinance is expected to come up
for final passage next Monday night, and unless
means be found between now and then to con-
vinee several aldermen who have been suffer-
ing from temporary aherration it seems eertain
to pass.  If it could be held up for the re-
mainder of this month, it would be equivalent
to killing it.

“PHYSICIAN" AND “DOCTOR."

The Society of Medical Jurisprudence on Mon-
day night took action leading toward the stricter
and more exact use of words which onght to he
commended by all people having at heart that
feature of zood English style. Hereafter the
society is 1o designate its medical members as
“physicians™ and not as “doetors.”  One of the
most frequent mistakes made by people who
ise the language loosely is the employment of
Zenerie words where the specific are demanded.

Few persons realize that a physician is a doe-
tor, but that there are plenty of doctors who
are noi physicians.  The elements of etymology
show that doctor means teacher, the idea being,
of course, that a man who has attained a doe-
torate in any subject is so well versed in that
sithjeet that he ecan teach it

The medical practitioner's occupation is that
of a physician. and his title is that of dector
simply heeause after a rigorous course in medi-
cine the academic degree of doctor of medicine
has been conferred on him. If a man has a
doctorate in laws or in divinity he is as much
entitled to be ealled “doctor™ as he who has a
doctorate in medicine.  Yet we constantly hear
1'.--.11»1‘- say. “He's a doetor,” meaning l.l phy-
sician, as if “physician™ and “doctor” were
necessarily synonymous.

COMMERCE OFF POINT JUDITH.

An appeal will he made to Congress this win-
ter for an appropriation to assist in completing
a breakwater to the southwestward of Point
Judith. Nowhere along the Atiantic coast of
the United States, except at Hatteras, is ship-
ping exposed to greater peril in stormy weather
than in the vieinity of the western entrance of
Narrauzansett Bay, and the aggregate value of
the property thus endangered—steamers, coast-
ing schooners and tows of coal barges—probably
exceeds that of the coasting traffic south of th.v
Chesapeake.  With conspicuous wisdom Con-
€ aunthorized the creation of a harbor of
refuge near Point Judith several years ago by
the construction of a  V-shaped );ronk“’ntel:.
