STRINGE TO BIDS.—G. W. Spearin, of New-

time he bld for the construction of the big dry-
dock ‘at the New-York Navy Yard. Mr. Spearin
was unable to flle bonds for the carrying out of
the contract, and In that way he lost: the certified
check. It 1s held in the department that if such
checks are withdrawn or their withdrawal per-

mitted in the case of a delinquent bidder there Is |

no need of imposing any
those who seek contracts from the department.
The careless way in which the checks have been
regarded in former times has led to careless bld-
ding. Firms and individuals have bid, and then
when they found it impossible to carry out the
contract without loss they have obtained thei
checks, and the government has been put to the
trouble and expense of making contracts eise-
where, or—as in the present lns(nnce—h\\'mnﬁ bids
again. It 13 belleved the department- will be
benefited by the second bidding, but the firms sy
this {s unfgir to themselves, inasmuch as It ex-
poses their Wyds and reduces the chances of get-
uUng a contraét on a profitable basis, a condition
which, it is further held, ahould not be lgnored by
the government. There are indications that the de-
partment will be able to make a contract for the
construction of the Brooklyn dock at favorable
rates, on accoéunt of this seceond bidding. It Is
not expected that the government will be obliged
to do the work on the day labor plan.
