MYSTERY IX SHOOTING.

Xo Clothing on Her When She
Iseaps from Wind .

Miss Cecil Hall, twenty-one years old, a seam-
stress according to Information given to the po-
lice, jumped from the third floor window of the
house No. 202 West Forty-sixth-st.. at 12:30
oVlock this morning and was killed. The young
woman wore no clothing when she Jumped. Her
body turned over twice In the air. and aha
struck the stone-paved area in front of the
house on her back.

Joseph Smith, a cabman, saw the woman's
leap and called to Roundsman Brady of the
West Forty-Beventh-Ft. station, who had just
passed the house.

Almost before the woman was laid on a sofa
in the parlor she was dead, but as a precaution
Brady sent to Bellevue Hospital for an am-
bulance.

The bed had been
occupied, and apparel, evidently belonging to
Miss Hall, had been thrown about in disorder.

Other young women in the house were hys-
terical and would not talk to reporters. A
woman, said to be a Mrs. Webb, who conducts
the house, positively refused to tell anything
about Miss Hall, other than that she was a
seamstress and had lived there. Coroner
Scholer telephoned to the police not to allow
any on* to leave the house until he had in-
vestigated the case.

The- cabman who saw the woman jump from
th« window later told the police that she had
shouted to him as if in distress and fear of
something in the room. He says she called:
"Cabby, cabby, cabby!" Thinking that the
house was on fire he started to run toward itand a few seconds later she leaped.

The only statement that could be elicited fromMrs Webb last night was that Miss Hall cameto the house with a man who engaged a roomlast night. Later she asked that this statement
be not used.

Coroner Scholer on reaching the house told thepolice to take charge. So far as he was con-cerned, he gave permission to remove the body
to an undertaker's place.

Detectives assigned to the case could get noresponse to the bell and broke in the door. Soon
afterward Mrs. Webb sent two telegrams the
contents and destination of which are unknown
