BOYS HURT COASTING IN PAEK.

Engineer Badly Hurt in Collision—
Animals Take to Woods.

Springfield, Mass.. Dec. 2C.—The Boston and Al-
bany passenger train known as the "Governor's
train," leaving this city eastbound at 0:10 a. m.,
was wrecked near Smith's crossing, between
Springfield and Westfield, this morn'ng, in a col-
lision with a hog train, which was running ahead
of It and which had stopped to repair a breakdown
to the engine. The engine of the passenger train
went down a steep embankment, overturned and
was demolished, carrying Merritt. the engineer, and
Wheeler, the fireman, with it, the former crawling
from the wrecked cab badly injured. His Irgs were
severely scalded, he received bad scalp wounds and
inttrnal injuries are feared. He was taken to
Mercy Hospital, in this city, where, it is believed,
he will recover. Wheeler was not much hurt, al-
though burled by the coal of the tender, which
he was shovelling nt the time of the collision. None
of the passengers were seriously injured, though
Some were badly *hken up and many receive! bad
bruises.

The caboose and two cars of the hog train were
demolished and many hogs were killed, some being
roasted m the wreckage, which took fire. Many
others were liberated by the crash and took to the
woods. BOOM injured animals dragged themselves
about until killed by neaiby farmers.
