RAPID TRANSIT IN POLITICS.

Non-Partisan Organization Started In a
Stalled Trolley Car.

Believing that the quickest and only syre way
of getting much needed improvements in the trans-
portation facilities in Brooklyn and between that
borough and Manhattan s to make a political
issue of it, a number of persons are engaged in
organizing the Brooklyn Transportation Reform
League.

Although the names and plans of the promoters
are not yet ready for publication, Walter B. Brown,
an advertising man, of No. 128 Cambridge Place,
is one of the prime movers. The idea originated
at an !mpromptu indignation meeting held in a
Putnam-ave. trolley car, jammed to suffocation,
which became stalled on the Brooklyn Bridge one
night.

“It is to be a non-partisan organization,' said
Mr. Brown yesterday. ‘“We are not going to be
obstructionists in politics, but we are going to
get what we demand. We expect that by next
election we will be strong enough to dictate to
the candidates, and that candidate who will not
pledge himself for a betterment of the transpor-

tation facilities between the boroughs might as
well not run.”

The promoters declare that the movement Is
d«st_lnv‘r\ to succeed and will not be ahandoned
until adequate rellef for the congested traffic

conditions is cbtained, The organization will not
foster any pet schemes or hobbies, but will give its
support to any sensible and feasihle plan of re-
lief, whether it involves more tunnels or bridges
or something else. It is expected to get ten thou-
sand voters on the rolls in order to make the
organization a formidable force in politics.

" AUTHORS AS SELF-CRITICS.

When that clever English essayist, Andrew
Lang, recently proposed that authors should be
appointed to revieaw their own books, it was sup-
posed that he was merely fooling. New It appears,
however, that his suggestion is of practical value.

PALMISTRY IN CHINA.

Centuries Ago They Used Finger
Prints to Identify.

“With the Chinese, palmistry is a branch of an
anclent art which includes physiognomy, phrenology
and general inspection of the human body. its
origin has been assigned to prehistoric times—the
third millennium before Christ,”” says Herbert A.
Giles, in “The Nlneteenth Century."”

“The object of this art is twofold: to ascertain
the mental and moral characteristics of persons,
and to foretall happiness or misfortune, success
or fallure, disease and death. An Instance Is
given of a young woman of the tenth century
A. D., who had no brothers and was obliged to
perform some of the mourning ceremonies before
the image of her dead father.
she was observed by a visitor who had come to
condole. ‘I did not see her face,' he sald, ‘but
when she grasped the incense burner I noticed that
her hands gave promise of a high position." Later
on this visitor married the young woman, and rose
to be a Minister of State,

“Restricting the inquiry to palmistry only, an
attempt will be made to show what the Chinese
people have to say on a subject which has been
muech to the front of late years, and especially in
the last few weeks., One writer says:

““The presence of lines In the hand may be
compared with the grain of wood. If tne grain of
woog is beautiful that wood becomes known as ex-
cellent material; and if the lines in the hand are
beautiful that hand is obvicusly well constituted.
Therefore a hana cannot but have lines on It,
those which have lines being of a higher order
than those which have none. Fine and deep lines
mean success; coarse and shallow lines mean fall-
ure. Of the three lines on the palm. the upper-
most answers to heaven; it connotes sovereign or
father, and determines station in life. The middle
line answers to man; it connotes wisdom or folly,
and determines poverty or wealth. The lowest line
answers to earth; it connotes subject or mother,
and determines length of days, If these three lines
are well defined and unbroken they are an augury
of happiness and wealth. Vertical lines in excess
mean a rebellious nature and calamity; horizontal
lines in excess mean a foolish nature and ill suc-
cens,
that all plans will turn out well;
they will fail.
tangled silk mean wit and beauty; coarse lines,
like the grain of the scrub oak, mean stupidity
and a low esiate. Lines like scattered filings mean
a bitter life; lines like sprinkled rice husks mean
a life of joy." i

“*“The hand,’ says the author of ‘The Divine
Art,’ 45 used for taking hold, and this causes lines
to appear on i#t. If these lines are long the nature
will be kindly and genecrous; .f short, mean and
grasping. A man whose hand reaches below his
knees will top his generation; but one whose hand
reaches only to his waist will ever be poor and
lowly. A small body and a large hand pertend
happiness and emolument; a large body and a
small hand. purity and poverty.’

“The Chinese, however, do not confine their In-
vestigations t¢ the palm only; they examine care-
fully the lines on the back of the hand, thus mak-
ing ‘chelromancy’ a better term than palmistry,
Nor do they omit the nails, each variety of which
has its own signification.

“Tapering nalls mean brains;
nails mean old age; coarse, stumpy nails mean
dulness of wit; broken and sloughing nails mean
disease and 11l health: bright yellow nails mean
high rank to come; dark thin nails mean obscurity;
bright greenish nails mean loyalty and goodness
of heart; fresh white nails mean love of ease; nails
like sheet copper mean pomp and glory: nalls of
a halfmoon shape mean health and happiness;
nalls like copvner tiles mean skill in arts and ecrafts;
nails like the end of a plank mean stanch sin-
cerity; nails with sharp pointed tips mean clever-
ness and refinement, and nails which are rough
ke stone mean profound stupidity.

“In conclusion, it may be pointed out, in simple
justice to the Chinese, that the wonderful system
of identification by finger prints, which is forcing
the modern burglar to carry on his trade in gloves,
was in force in China many centuries before it was
heard of in Scotland Yard. Title deeds and other
legal instruments are often found to bear, in
addition to signatures, the finger prints of the
parties concerned; sometimes, indeed, the imprint
of the whole hand.
