FIXING RAILROAD RATES.

Interesting Suggestions by Ex-Speaker
Grow.,

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: In llea of an Interview as desired by your
reporter I send this " atter,

Passenger and freight rates on a rallroad must
be such as will, during each year, realize on its
aggregate business a sum of money sufficlent to
pay operating expensés, maintalfi values and
pay-fixed charges, and, if possible, gomething in
dividénds to stockholders, or it would be only a
question of time whén the company would be
bankrupt.

The management of a railroad, from practical
experience and knowledge, would be the most
competent party to fix rates, for there is no

mess of any kind so difficult, so extensive in
competition and comprehensive in detalls as that
of railroads.

The great -intercst of the public in their man-
agemait is that between two given points the
rate of transportation shall be the same to
everybhody on Jiké articles in like conditions.
The wigest thing to do to take away the Induce-
ment for cut rates and rebates would be to re-
peél the law prohibiting thé railréads from pool-
ing theéir freight tonnage from competing points,
Pooling of toripage has nothing whatever to do
with fixing frelght rates.

has the right, primarily, to say how it shall be
conducted. A law that should take away that
right would cléarly be unjust. If a question of
a public character should’ arise as to the man-
agement, law might establish a tribunal to ex-
amine and revise, if necessary, such manage-
ment. Pending a decisfon, fair dealing would re-
quire that the management ae fixed by the in-
vestor should continue until changed by due
process of law.

If it be admitted that a tribunal could be
estabiished to supervise rates fixed by the man-
agement of a rallroad company, and increase or
decrease them, the rates fixed by the company
should, in all fairness, continue until changed
by the tribunal thus established, the railroad
company filing bonds for refunding any excess of
rates collected over those fixed by the tribunal,
and the bonds being similar to those now re-
quired by law in the condemnation of land for
railroad use.
