POST EXCHANGES NOT EXCIA:SIVE.-iRi«
agitation by 'the Woman's Christian TVmperane*
Union and other enthusiasts. Intended to operate
against the use of the post exchanges at army
posts by the commissioned officers and their fam-
ilies, is not expected to have any perceptible., effeot
on Congress so far as Interfering with tha annual
appropriation of 1500,000 for th» construction of
post exchanges. There has been appropriated ao> tar
for this purpose $1,500,000, and it Is estimated that
another $1,000,000 will furnish all tho army posts In
this country and abroad with the post excha&ses
which are needed. It Is possible there* will b»
some legislation limitingthe use of post exchanges
to enlisted men. but ifsuch a thing is contem-
plated seriously by the military committees th*
War Department will probably Interpose an objeo*

tion. pointing out that it Is desirable that the post
exchanges should be open to officers, on occasion
at least.

Representatives of the W. C. T.U. In Washing*
ton have decided t'-> make use of the reports re*

celved from General Grant, at Governor*a Island,

and will present them to Congress as evidence th.a!
the post exchanges, supposed to be erected for th*
benefit of the enlisted men. ara habitually ocessjsfcdl
by commissioned officers and their families, asjdl

CELIBATES FOR HOSPITAL CORPS.— The ex-
amination of privates of the hospital corps for the
position of sergeants finds Imposed upon the can-
didates the (pualirlcation of bachelorhood. No mar-
ried man who is a private In tha hospital corpa
willbe considered eligible to take the examination.
In the higher positions in th» hospital corps the
rule willobtain less strictly, but the preference will
always be for unmarried men. Tha surgeon gen-

eral of the army has adopted this rule, on account
of the difficulty of making unconditional transfers
from one station la another when the men ara
married. The question always comes up of pro-
viding quarters for the families of married enlisted
men, and throughout the service- ithas been found
that* In the long travels that were involved ia
changing of stations, *pecially when the transfer

Includes travel and »:atlons in Alaska and fh»
Philippines, the wives of the soldiers sometimes ob-
jected to making tha trip. In IBM eass of good men,

where it is desirable to retain them in the service.
Itis found difficult to adjust air the conditions to>
the satisfaction of everybody. For this reason pro-
motion In the hospital corps and other branches-
of tha army among the enlisted force will be con-
fined, as far aa possible, to those unencumbered
with families.

MILITARYOLD CLOTHES MEN.—The military

He "Hopes" She Is Innocent.

Ni> one was at the Pennsylvania station to meet
him. with the exception of Kerruish. his attorney.
Even his stepson Etnil failed to see him until 9
o'clock. Young Hoover hac pianned to board the
train at the Euclid-aye, station, but the train had
come nnd gone before Emil knew of It. Itreached
the Union Station at 7:20 a. m.

Sheriff Barry waa with Dr. Ckadwtek. Both were
quickly driven to the county ji-.il.where Dr. Chad-
wick was registered as a man a^ainat whom the
law has suspicion, but the record was not made at
once. A bond, which had been provi.led oa Satur-
day evening, was ready at tho jailon the arrival of
Dr. Chudwick, and he was soon released.

After the preliminaries in the Sheriff* office Dr.
Chadwick was escorted by Sheriff Barry to the
fourth floor of the women's ward, where his wife
is held a prisoner. The meeting between the two
was p\thetlc in the extreme. Mrs. Chadwick arose
when she heard the steps in the corridor and fell
in her husband's arms when she recognized him.
Both broke down and wept convulsively ior sev-
eral minutes while cilngln? to each other, tho
Sheriff attempting meanwhile to console' them.
There was no artificialityabout the s-ene. Genuine
grief and genuine Joy were intermingled. The Sher-

,Iff also waa deeply affected. Little by little the
first shock grew less severe, and the two sat down
for a talk that continued for an hour and a half.

Dr. Chadwtck has lost his all in the operatlona of
[ his wife, and the large independent fortune of his

only child haa been awept away. Mrs. Chadwick
irled to imbue him with tha thought of her inno-
cence of any wrongdoing. His cnlv response to

these pleas was "I hope so" The troubles Into
which boih have been plunged were thoroughly

discussed. The wife told tho story, interspersed

| by violent fits of w-eping. in which, at times. Dr.

iChadwick Joined. Tiwra were Mapparent evasions.
j but there waa a constant cry of •Trust me! Trust
me!" on the rart of the woman.

"Don't believe theee stories which the news-
papers have been printing about me," she said.
