STPPLIES RUINED IN TROPICS.— A substan-
tial loss to the government has been discovered In
the deterioration of naval supplies in the form of
provisions sent to naval vessels in Southern waters.

The records of the Bureau of Supplies and Ac-
counts show the cost of the annual manoeuvres of
the combined fleet, comprising some sixty vessels
of war. was greatly Increased last winter by the
fact that so much material was spoiled before it
could be consumed by the crews for whom it waa
shipped ln the supply vessels from Ne'jr-York. The
principal K>ds came to the provisions, principally
flour, left ot the naval stations, such as San Juan,
for the ships likely to draw on the stock. Great
difficulty has been experienced in keeping the
weevils from getting into the supplies, even on
shipboard This is to be expected when the ships
are ln Southern waters, on account of the climatic
conditions, and while every effort is made to reduce
the loss in that direction. It will probably bs Im-
possible to keep down the expense very much. The
naval paymasters, who look after tha purchase and
transportation of the supplies, say the loss from
such unavoidable causes mu«t be reckoned In tne
general expense of maintenance.
