POSTPONED UNTIL FALL.

Whit: House Conference Decides
A gainst 8 pecial Session in Spring.

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BURREAU.)
Washington, Jan. 7.--Tariff revision has been
postponed until fall. The proposition to hold a
§pecial session of Congress in the spring for the
purpose of readjus.ing the tarif schedules was
finally disposed of at the conference held at the
White House this afternoon. Instead, arrange-
ments wil] be made in accordance with the plan
outlined in this morning’s Tribune, whereby tha
Republican members of the Ways and Means
Committee of the House and the Finance Com-
mittee of the Senate will carefully examine ex-
isting schedules and investigate alleged changes
in commercial conditions in the summer, with a
view to having a tariff bill in readiness to ba In-
troduced at an of
