PUBLIC THE REAL CEXSOR.

Water, Dock and Rapid Transit
Bonds Xot To Be a Drag.

Bird S. Coler, president of the Municipal Civil
Service Commission, said last night that Mayor

McClellan would s<x>n send to the legislature a
bill, prepared by ex-Judge John F. Dillon, for
the reorganization of the city's finances, divid-
ing the city's obligations Into two classes and
exempting water, dock and rapid transit bonds
from being considered among the city's debts
that shall bear on the constitutional debt in-
curring limitation of the municipality.

"The city's charter compels It to reverse the
rules of common sense finance," said the former
Controller last night, in commenting on the bill.
"Business men capitalize their credit within safe
bounds, and thereby increase their business and
their Incomes. The city does almost exactly op-
posite. If the city should give away ita enor-
mously valuable dock system, worth more than
$80,000,000, it would be in position to borrow$S,UUo,oi><) more money than it would by keeping
the piers. So long as the money laid out for
water, piers and rapid transit yields the city a
large profit, the bonds issued for thuse purposes
should not operate to narrow the city's credit.
The rule ought to work the other way. We have
got to have money for rapid transit, water, docks
and probably for municipal lighting,but we can-
not get the money without an amendment to
the charter which shall exempt Income bearing
securities like those mentioned from being con-
sidered as narrowing the city's debt incurring
capacity."

The Merchants' Association's special commit-
tee on water supply, of which Henry R. Towne
is chairman, yesterday sent to Mayor McClellan
a note callinghis attention to the fact that next
fall there will be up for final approval by the
voters the constitutional amendment providing
that debts incurred by tho city of New-York
after January 1. 1904. to provide for the supply
of water, shall not be Included.

"Gambling Caused ItsDecline" Says
Dr. George Alexander.

In an address entitled "Amusements That Help
and Amusements That Harm" last night before
the People's Institute, Club A, at No. 318 East
Flfteenth-st., the Rev. Dr. George Alexander
strongly denounced games of chance. He pointed
out the decreaso in power and importance of the
South American republics as an example of the
ruin caused by gambling. He said In part:

Amusements may be divided Into two classes,
amusements that are recreative, and those that
tend to dissipation. The recreative kind make
men over again and restore the vitality. Above
all things, avoid amusements that consist of games
of chance. You may say that you indulge only in
fun. There is the point. Its fun at first, but the
habit is bound to grow, and before one realizes it
he finds himself risking the things of another to
continue the practice. The fascination of gambling
lies in its uncertainty, and the desire to get some-
thingaway from some one else.

Transfers Thirty-five Detective Ser-

geants to West and East Sides.
Police Commissioner McAdoo yesterday Trans-

ferred thirty-five detective sergeants to precincts
on the West and East Sides where numerous com-
plaints have recently been mauc. The men were as-
signed to the West Slxty-eighth-st., West One-hun-
dredth-tst. and the eWll One-hundred-dnd-twenty-
flfth-st. stations, on the West Side, and to the. KaM
Sixty-ssventh-st. and the East Eighty-eightb-st.
stations, on the F-ast Side.

The. transfers were made to meet demands of the
residents and various improvement associations,
which have made protests against inadequate po-
lio* protection in thoee district*. The detective
Kergeants transferred were tak*n from various
I'recluctß whrre they were recently assigned to
do roundsman's duty.

Gambler Tells Where Implements
Are Hidden— They Are Seized.

District Attorney Jerome followed up his raid of
"Wednesday on "Honest John" Kelly by summon-

ing "Lou" Ludium, whose gambling house, in

West Forty-fifth-st., is now reported to be closed,

before him. and by also seizing a lot of gam-

bling paraphernalia recently used in Ludlum's
place. One of Captain Cottrfll's detectives
served a subpoena on Ludlum on Wednesday

fnr him to appear before Mr. Jerome yes-
terday. Soon after Ludlum arrived Daniel
O'Reilly, the lawyer, went into Mr. Jerome's o£-
rtce After a conference, In which Ludlum con-
sented to give up his paraphernalia and told
where it was concealed, on the advice of his coun-
sel the District Attorney, his as?i*tant. Mr. Miner:
Detective Reardon and Mr. O Rellly went to Re-
corder Goff.-ln General Sessions, and got a search
warrant for No. 145 West Fortieth-It., a stable.
Mr Miner, Reardon and Mr. O'Reilly went there,
and a double-ended roulette wheel, a faro lay-
nut and nine bags of checks were seized. Mr.
O'Reilly admitted that the implements had re-
i-fiulv'been removed from Wen Forty-flfth-st.,
on Wednesday, he thought. This would indi-
cate that the raid on Kelly's scared the gamblers
thoroughly.

The confiscated paraphernalia, filling two police
patrol wagons, was delivered Rt the Criminal
Courts Building at 3:30 o'clock. A negro express-
man paid he took the implements from th« gam-
Wing house on Wednesday night. Ludlum's place
waa run under the name of the Savoy Club.

Captain t'ottrell and three of his plain clothos
men, specially detailed to operations against gam-
bling houses, were in conference in the afternoon
with Assistant District Attorney Lord.

Allen ajid Peter De Lacy visited Mr. Jerome's office
on several occasions in the day.

It is known that two vanloads of gambling

1 furniture were taken at 4 o'clock from a place

in Thirty-third-st.. near Broadway, said to be
Frank Farrell's. to the West Twenty-thlrd-st.
ferry, and that at about the /ame hour the

; same number of loads were removed in vans
, from a place in Twenty-ninth-st., near Broad-
; way, said to be John Daly's, these also being

taken to the same ferry.

Inaddition to the vans carrying the furniture
from the Thirty-third wid Twenty-ninth-st.

places, there were five other vans aboard the
ferryboat that left the West Twenty-third-st.
ferry about 4:40 o'clock, and each vehicle was
said to be packed full of roulette wheels, faro
tables and layouts, chips, cards, markersvtally-

boards, and other articles that had been iip\ use
In gambling houses.

From the Thlrty-third-st. place, said to b*»

Farrell's, the goods removed were the most
costly ever used in New-York City, excepting

some of th© articles of a corresponding character
that were said to have been used In Canfleld's
gambling house, in Forty-fourth-st.

Poolrooms In the West Thlrtieth-st. precinct

conducted their business very warily yesterday.
\u25a0Tight as a drum" expresses the condition. Reg-

ular customers of long standing and of well
known identity were allowed to enter the rooms
and to rut down their bets. Many regular cus-
tomers who preferred not to take chances of
being found in a poolroom raid telephoned their
bets. It was said the telephone bets were double
and treble the number made on any one day

sir.cc the winter betting season began. The at-
tendance in the rooms was correspondingly de-
creased. It was believed last night that to-day
fully a third of the poolrooms would restrict
their business to telephone customers, or phut

down entirely for at least a day or bo. or until it
wiiß known what effect Mr. Jerome's gambling

crusade would have on the poolroom business.
Last night in the Tenderloin precinct no well

known gambling house was open. Faro bank
was dealt and the wheel was turned in obscuro
places. Poker rooms kept their doors locked,

but did business as usual, though It was re-
ported that the regular patronage was lacking,
and that many a house player who had been
waiting about for many a day for a chance to
"sit in" got that chance last night because of
the absence of regular "producers."

HASTE DISCLOSED THE DETAILS-

Whatever temporary
redactions may have been made for business rea-
sons, a study of railway tariffs in force In Wis-
consin now discloses:

First— Wisconsin rates are still higher than the
rates charged under substantially similar condi-
tions on State traffic in the neighboring States of
Illinois and lowa, where the rates are regulated by
law.

Second— lnterstate rates in Wisconsin are general-
ly higher than rates lv Illinois una lowa

Thlrd-r-Catts charged on traffic in Wisconsin, on
the whoU». yield a gross income to the railroads
consideraj&ly above thu amounts required for alloperating expenses, for maintenance of property
and for a fair Interest or pront in the cost of the
roads.

Fourth— The rallwH.v companie-s are guilty of
gross discriminations In favor of certain shippers
and their discrimination! aa between favored ship^
pers are likewise rasikly unjust, resulting in theupbuilding of monopoly, controlling production and
markets alike. The fact that the railroads have
such complete control over the rates has given
them control over commerce of far-reaching' effect
ItIs easily In their power to destroy cities and vil-lages or build them up in wealth and power. They
have only to raise ratca in one case and lower them
In another, or afford superior facilities in one caseor Inadequate service in another.

The time has come for decisive action. Control
of the price of coal and iron, the food products and
other basic elements of our commercial life by
trust organizations in connection with the great
transportation systems of the country, is absolutely
destructive of industrial and commercial indepen-
dence.

Says Metropolitan Offer Is Not
Made in Good Faith.

In a communication filed yesterday with the
Rapid Transit Commission, William N. Amory,

who nearly two years ago brought suit for libel
against President Vreeland of the Metropolitan
Street Railway Company, opposes the applica-
tion of that company for a subway route, charg-
ing that it made the application in bad faith.
The company, he declares. Is struggling under
a condition which compels it to pay out as fixed
charges annually more than 51 per cent of its
gross income, without counting the charges for
taxes. It has not fulfilled its promises, he as-
serts, in "many cases which he instances, and its
officers have made false statements. His ma-
terial has been taken mostly from official docu-
ments, he says, and he will be prepared to prove
the correctness of his figures. Mr. Amory will
probably speak in protest when subway plans
for Manhattan Borough are taken up by the
commission for discussion on January 28.

Mr. Amory declares that the Metropolitan
plans are not in accord with a comprehensive
scheme of rapid transit, that the company's
'\u25a0persistent violations of the transfer law" make
of little value its offer of transfer privileges be-
tween subway and surface lines. Such transfers
are valuable only in sparsely settled districts,
anyway, he declares. He continues:

The Metropolitan offer is not made la good faith.
For more than eighteen months past (a much longer
time than the public is aware of) Metropolitan In-
terests have been negotiating with this commission
for rapid transit franchises. They began thosenegotiations a little while Before Metropolitan stock
declined in price to iWTs— a stock which Is guaran-
teed 7 per cent dividends, and doesn't earn them.During a large portion of this period, ifrumor can
bo depended upon. Metropolitan interests have beenattempting to make some arrangement with the In-
tsrborouph, which, if successfully negotiated, con-
templated a withdrawal of competitive bidding on
the part of the Metropolitan.

For months past Metropolitan stock has been
held firm around 120 by persistent rumors teat
arrangements were going to be effected with tieInterborough. Itherefore state that Metropolitan
offers to this commission have not been made Ingood faith. They have been using the commission
as a catspaw to pull financial chestnuts out of
the fire. What they are really after is some ar-
rangement which will enable them to issue millionsof dollars of new securities.

These interests are in no condition to undertake
the construction and operation of rapid transitroads, and they oueht not to be trusted with theprivileges. They are depending on the hope which
the rapid transit problem presents to pull them
out of a hole.

The New-York City Railway Company, the leas-
ing company of the system, admits that it lost
through operation of its railway- in the year ended
June 30, 1904, the sum of $1,411,411. and 'odd cents.
This represents an average daily loss of more than
$3,800. During the last six months of the year the
company's losses from operation, as reported, were$1,158,905. or at th« annual rate of over $2,300,000—
say. $6,300 a day. If franchise taxes had been in-
cluded these losses would have been increased by
$1,250,000 additional.

The Metropolitan company, to conceal Its truecondition, has published reports of its financial con-
dition containing material statements which are
false. On May 10. 1904. this company, in an applica-
tion to the Stock Exchange for listing bonds, fur-
nished a balance- sheet, purporting to describe the
company's true financial condition, in which was set
out among assets and surplus profits a valuation of
nearly $3,000,000. which i.; wholly fictitious. Ihave
recently called the attention of the Stock Exchange
to the matter.

The railways of the Third Avenue system have
been operated by the Metropolitan now for nearly
five years, and their losses from operation have ex-
ceeded $1,000 a day for every day of that period.
The Third Avenue company has not earned the
interest on its bonds.

The surface lines are at present losing a fir
greater number of passengers to the Subway than
the elevated previously lost to surface lines. Withina year, when th«» full effect of the Subway compe-
tition will be apparent, and if the Franchise Tax
law be sustained by tho United States Supreme
Court, the Metropolitan system may very likelybeexperiencing h total loss from operation amounting
to over $5,000,000 a year.

The railways of "the Metropolitan system owe tothe city of New-York at th« present time over$10,000,000 for taxes, including interest chnrges
These unpaid taxes are accumulating at the rut.* ofover $1,250,000 a year.

They owe for paving expenses alone between$1,000,000 and $2,000,000. They have no means ofpaying this enormous sum of money. The com-
pany's financial condition i.- such that It to obliged
to sell $3,000,000 worth of Its real estate. (See daily
papers of September 27. ISM.)

Tho needs of ensh have been bo great that theproceeds of $11,000,000 of Metropolitan bonds issued
under the terms of the Interurban lease have beenmisspent. The president and chief engineer of thecompany declared under oath and In a carefully
detailed statement that the proceeds of the bonds
were to be devoted to chanting motive power onexactly seventy-five and nine-tenths miles .if single
track, railway still operated by horse power. (See
their affidavit in an application to the Railroad
Commissioners of March 11, 1902.)
