The legal tangie in which Brodie L. Duke is
| involved was only complicated yesterday, when
he was taken from the Sanford Hall Sanatorium
at Flushing to the Supreme Court in Brooklyn
before Justice Gaynor on the writ of habeas
corpus obtalned by his secretary, W. G. Bram-
ham. Instead of being allowed to speak for
himself on the question of his sanity, Mr. Duke
was examined in private by medical experts and
then was transferred to the Long Island Home,
&t Amityville, Justice Gaynor deciding to walit
auntil next Thursday before hearing any testi-
mony regarding Mr. Duke's mental condition.

When the examination begins on Thursday,
however, three sets of lawyers are expected to
clash on the question as to which of three pro-
ceedings to determine as to Mr. Duke's mental
condition 18 to be followed. Nicoll, Anable &
Lindsay, counsel for the Duke fagnily, want to
heve the inquiry made by a commission in
funacy, for which they applied to Justice Green-
baum in Manhattan. Levy & Unger and John
M. Gorham, counsel for Mrs. Duke, want to
have the investigation made on their appeal
through & commission which Justice Gaynor ap-
pointed on Thursday. Champe S. Andrews,
who as counsel for Mr. Bramham procured the
writ of habeas corpus, announced last night that
he had become Mr. Duke's own counsel and
that Mr. Duke wanted the inquiry conducted
ander the habeas corpus proceedings.

BTATEMENT BY DUKE'S LAWYER.

Mr., Andrews and Mr. Bramham went to
Amityville late in the afternoon and had a long
talk with Mr, Duke, and last night at the Bar
Assoclation rooms Mr. Andrews made the fol-
lowing statement, to which Mr. Bramham as-
senteds

owing to the presence of various peopie. By
ptment, however, Mr. Bramham and mysell
led on Mr. Duke at Amityvilie this afternoon at
4 o'clock, and were with him until 6. The papes
which ., Duke read to-day gave him the first
knowledge of the proceedings in the cases that
have clustered around him. This, then, is the first
opportunity he has had to present his side of the
gquestion, and he has asked me 1o correct some m:s-
epprehensions that evidently exist in scme quarters
&£ 1o his case.

He learned for the first time to-day, through the
press, of an appeal which his wife, or those repre-
senting her, have taken. lHe desires (0 =ay that
the question of his sanity he desires to have de-
termined at the trial on his writ of habeas corpus,
and hopes that those representing his wife will
mot press the appeal. as the same issues exactly
are at stake in the writ of habeas corpus, and he
prefers 1o have the issues tried wherein his liber-
tes are et stake by those whom he has retained
to represent him in &li his actions, namely, Sturcke
& Andrews and L. S. Phillips. He says that he
will not be hable for any attorneys’ fees or ex-

scs of any kind, save expenses and attorneys
soec incurred by his regular counsel.

THE CHARGES AGAINST HIS WIFE.

He glso learned to-day for the first time of the
shocking charges which have been made Ifreely
sgainst his wite. He Las retained me to probe
these charges to the bottom, and if they should

ove false to take immediate steps to redress
he wrong done him and his wife. If they should
prove true he will do the best he can 10 redress
the wrong done him.

He expresses confidence, as do his counsel, in
his ability 1o satisfy eny tribunal competent to
try the issue of his sanity, and that he is fully
@&ble 10 discharge all the duties incumbent upon a
gnan in his station of life, While he regrets to
bring his family's name into so unfortunate an
&ftalr, he deems it only proper to state that many
wears ago he forbade his son, Lawrence, the petl-
tioner in the commitmen: proceedings, any access
to him, and on the occasicn when he forbade his
son further intercourse with him that the son was
guilty of outrageous conduct both toward himself
and toward others dear to him; that he realizes,
however, that in this case his scn is perhaps more
to be pitied than blamed, and is only the tool
of more powerful and unscrupulous interests who
hope by means of his undutiful son to puil chest-

nuts from the fire, that these unscrupulous interests |

would not take of their own accord in the cpen.

He intends If he is discharged as the result of
the action which his counsel have brought, to pur-
sue as relentlessly as the courts will permit those
who have been guilty of depriving him of his ltber-
ties, and =ttempting to deprive him of his honor
&nd his reputation.

Referring once more to the charges brought
egainst his wife., he hopes that those who have
furnished information to the press, to the counsel
for those whe have imprisoned him, and to others,
will come forward and to his own counse] repeat
the sccusations which seem to militate against
the honor of his wife. He has directed me to write
8 letter to Benjamin M. Duke, Messrs, Levy &
Tnger and to Messre. Nicoll, Anable & Lindsay,
which they are at liberty to make public if thes
deeire. He has given 1o me a letter with the req
that I convey it personally to his wife. I do not
know his wife's whereahouts, nor have I heen able
10 Jocate her. If she is either in or out
State and will give me her address I will arrang
see her, or if she will call on me in person I wi
Smpart to her such instructions as Mr. i
thought proper to ask me to impart to her.
Duke desires me to say that he approves o}
everything Mr. Bramham has done up to the pres-
ent time

TALKS OF CRIMINALS AND MURDER.

In the proceedings before Justice Gaynor yes-
terday, L. 8 Phillips argued for the immediate
examination of Mr. Duke, saying that Justice
Gaynor might satisfy himself speedily that Mr.
Duke was sane enough to be paroled in the cus-
tody of his couasel DeLancey Nicoll, arguing
gor delay, said:

No one can Go justice 1o this case without an
extepded investigation into all the facts. The s&on
eand daughters are here for the purpose of rescu-
ing their father from the tolls of one of the worst
combinations of the criminal and depraved that
has ever associated for the purpose of robbing a
m—farhbpl of killing him. They desire a thor-
ough inquiry into his condition. A private secre-
tary who has charge of the affairs of an alleged
Junatic certainly does not deserve the considera-
tion which the son and daughters should have.

Justice Gaynor decided to have the examina-
fion go on &t the opening of court next Thurs-
day. He approved a request to have Mr. Duke
transferred to Amityville pending the inquiry.
Mr. Duke was not in court, but in a room up-
stairs, where he was being examined by the

experts. While the examination of thas
experts was In progrese Mr, Duke's son, B. Law-
vence Duke, entered the room and asked his
father where his trunk was,

“My trunk is where it will stay unti]l I give
orders to have it removed,” said the father,
dcily, and the young man went out of the roon.

steam pumps on board were worked constantly

no headway over the inrushing seas could be |

gained,. When the Fire Island "life savers
reached the shore this afternoon they sald she
had eight inches of water in her bottom.

This evening it was reported that the Indus's
position was becoming critical. - Her bottom
seemed ready to crack. Owing to the heavy
surf this afternoon only one barge could reach
her. Still more sugar was thrown overboard, to
reduce the vessel's weight.

It is realized that the high tide late to-night
may afford a last chance to save her, and a des-
perate effort to pull her off will be made then
by three tugs, which are now fast to her with
heavy hawsers. It is improbable, however, In
view of her condition, that she will be saved.

Captain Kidd and his crew of forty men are
still on board. They have declined invitations
given by the life savers to come on shore. The
sea is smoother to-night, and those on board
are in no immediate danger. Should the wind
increase and veer to the southward peril may
confront them. The Fire Island and Point o’
Woods life savers are watching from the beach
to-night, and will launch their surf boats at the
first signal for assistance from the steamer.
She lies half a mile from the beach. Should ths
surf run too high to permit launching a boat, it
will be impossible to shoot a line to the Indus.
Then her men must depend for rescue on the
tugs.

T0 UNIFY THE SEABOARD.

Formal Plan Made Public—Success
Said To Be Assured.

The formal plan for unifying and consolidating
the Seaboard Air Lire system and for providing
further capital was made public late yesterday
sfternoon. The committee announces that it is
acting at the request of the majority of the stock-
holders, as well as of the board of directors, of
which body 21l those on the committee are mem-
bers. The views of the different interests are salid
to have been harmonized in the making of the plan,
1t is understood that all interests heartily favor
it, and that the co-operation of over 7 per cent
of the stock has been pledged.

The commirtee consists of the following: Thomas
F. Ryan, chairman; James A. Bilair, Ernst Thal-
maunn, James H. Dooley, T. Jefferson Coolidge, jr.,
C. Sidney Bhepard and S. Davies Warfield.

The capital of the company is rearranged. The
authorized stock issues ars to aggregate $72,000,000,
divided as follows: First preferred 5 per cent stock
authorized, $18,000,000, of which only $7,825,000 is to
be issued at present; second preferred non-cumula-
tive 6 per cent stock authorized, $18,000,000; com-
mon stock authorized, $36,00 X

The $7,62500 of new first preferred stock to be
jesued at the present time is to be offered to the
present preferred and common stock holders at par,
with an equal bonus of common stock. To each
preferred and common stock holder will be offered
$12 50 par value of the new first preferred stock
with a bonus of $12 50 of common stock, for §12 a6
in cash on each share of stock owned by him.

A syndicate is to underwrite the entire new pre-
ferred stock, without commission or compensation,
and 1o take such of it as is not subscribed for
by the prasent stockholders on the terms on which
it is offered to the stockholders. The new money
is to be used toward ligquidating the floating debt
and for improvements, bettermeats, extensions, ete.

The plan, when completed, will consolidate the
different properties of the Seaboard company into
a single corporation, and in view of the overwhelm-
ing support already sccured for the plan before its
issue its success seams assured, thoses Interested say,
The- authorized capitalization of the present Sea-
board Alr Line Railroad Company is $50,000,000 com-
mon stock, of which $37.0%.05 {s outstanding, and
$25,000,000 4 per cent non-cumulative preferred stock,
of which $23,8%.00 has been issued.

BIG FRAUDS CHARGED.

New Phase of Miami and Erie Canal
Litigation—Cross-Petition Filed.

Cleveland, Jan. 13—Sensational charges were
made against the promoters of the Miami and Erle
Canal Transportation Company, in a cross-petition
filed In the Common Pleas Court to-day, by T. H.
Johnson, an attorney of this city. It is averred that
the fourteen men who promoted the company de-
liberately enterad into a conspiracy to cheat and
defraud those who later purchased the stocks and
bonds of the concern, that the promoters issued to
themselves stock with a face value of &,990,\0({
and bonds for $115000, and that they cleared fully
$140,000 in cash from deals and transfers early in
the history of the company. Johnson further de-
clares that the fourteen men are solvent and
liable for the full amount of the stock that they
transferred to themselves. He asks the court thata
judgment for §,960.00 be rendered against them, and
that the promoters be required to liquidate the
judgment forthwith, so that the indeuuﬁr{c:s pt
the company can be paid off. Johnson says Lhd’l
he holds filty shares of the stock of the cqmpam‘i

In addition to the cross-petition of Johnson an
the amended petition of the trustees, U\en}) or
more bondholders and creditors filed answers an
cross-petitions to-day, asking for judgments,

The action taken by Johnson will reopen the
entire canal litigation if his prayer is grzmted.

BLOOD ON HIS CLOTHES.

Eaxpert Harvard Analyst Testifies at
T'ucker Trial.

Cambridge, Masg., Jan. 13.—Blood stained exhibits,
{ncluding the clothing worn by the woman and the
defendant on the day that Miss Mabel Page was
murdered and the knife witn which the prosecu-
tion declares the killing was done, flgured to-day
in ¢he trial of Charles L. Tucker, accused of the
crime,

Professor E. 8. Wood, of Harvard University, an
expert hlood analyst, was the principal witness.
He testified that human blood had been found on
Tucker's overcoat and trousers as well as on the
knife, with which the wounds on Miss Page's body
could, he said, have been made. Professor Wood said,
further, that he had received from the State officers
nber cf articles of woman's apparel. In the
fabric of a dress skirt he had found fibres of straw

matting, and near the bottom were blood stains.
These stains showed the imprint of a thumb or
or Wood jdentified the pieces of the knlfe

introduce I'he blade was six and one-
half iaches long and three-sixteenths of an inch
wide, he said. On the narrow edge were scatterad
gpots of blood. Witness could not find any trace
of bloed on the inside of the Knife sheath.

“Could the knife you examined, when it wag
whole and sharp, have made the holes in the cloth-
ing examined by you?’' asked District Attorney
Banderson.

*It could have made them all,” said the witness,

A plaster cast of Tucker's teeth was introduced,
and Dr. John W. Pomfret, the dentist by whom
it was made, testified that the cast fitted indenta-
tions in a knife sheath owned by the defendant.
Dr. Pomfret, on cross-examination, sald that the
impreesions on the knife sheath might have becn
made two years ago. Professor Wood will be re-
called by the defence to-morrow.

ARMY AND NAVY NEWS.

[FROM THS TRIBUNE BURBAU.]
Washington, January 13.

COAST DEFENCES UP TO DATE.—The most
fmportant recommendation made In years by the
chief of artillery is that the old Endicott system of
coast defence be revised to bring the armament
and appliances up to date. Since the original re-
port was adopted, nearly twenty years ago, there
have been many changes in mechanism and meth-
ods. Submarines, torpedo boats, electrical appli-
ances, wireless telegraphy, the rapidity of fire of
-uns of ail callbres and numerous other factors
gave been invented or developed, so that the Endi.
cott system is already antiquated. It is the belief
of General Story, chief of artillery, that the whole
lan can be so revised as to save not less than

1,000,000 to the government.

CAVALRY TO REMAIN INTACT.—The General
Staff of the army has declared itself against
merging any part of the cavalry with the artillery,
as suggested by Secretary Taft in his annual re-
port and as contemplated in a bill introduced in the
Senate by Mr. Scott. A report has been made by
the General Staff to the effect that the artlliery is
large enough now, when the coast artillery is taken
into consideration, but there is no denial of the
fact that both coast and field artillery must be con-
sidered separately, being entirely distinct and in-
dependent in their functions. There is no question
among the military experts that the artillery corps
should be increased to furnish at least one relief
for that part of the corps engazed in coast defence
and to give more officers and men to the more
mobile branch of the corps. The General Staff will
report adversely on Senator Scott's proposition for
transferring filve regiments of cavalry to the coast
artillery. It will be declared impracticable from all
points of view.

TRIAL OF THE MARYLAND.—The armored
cruiger Maryland, built by the Newport News Ship-

building and Drydock Cempany, will have her of-
ficial acceptance trial on the 25th over the old Cape
Ann course, off the coast of Massachusetts, The
vessel s required to maintain an average speed of
twenty-two knots an hour.
