Mr. Hepburn's Bill Soon To Be
Introduced in Congress.

. [FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.)

Washington, Jan. 14.—-A bill supposed to em-
body President Roosevelt's ideas on interstate
commerce legislation will soon be introduced in
the House by Representative Hepburn, of Towa,
chelyman of the Committes on Interstate and
Foreign Commerce. The measure is practically
complete now, and is only weiting for the ap-
proval of a number of authorities whose opin-
jons the author is anxious to secure. Mr. Hep-
burn called at the White House this afternoon
and discussed the features of the bill with Presi-
dent Roosevelit and Secretary Taft. Later In
the day the President, Secretary Morton and
James J. Hill, president of the Great Northern
Raflroad, took up the metter and discussed its
wvarious features.

“J am of the opinion that the present Congress
will pass some interstate commerce legislation
this session,” said Representative Hepburn af-
ter his talk with the President. *1 will present
my biil to the House within a few days, and
is no reason in the world why it should
be disposed of by the Representatives be-
end of January. The Senate can then
time it wishes in which to make
improvements that occur to it. The bill I
preparing will follow the President's sug-

RIPLEY ON REBATES.

President of Santa Fe Explains Op-
eration of That Road.

Chicago, Jan, 14—FE. P. Ripley, president of the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe Railroad, in fur-
ther explanation of his telegram to the Interstate
Commerce Commission regarding his withdrawal
of a reguest for a rehearing of the case in which
it 1s slleged that his company gave rebates to the
Colorado Fuel and Iron Company on coal ship-
ments, said this evening:

The statements that have been made relative to
the recent hLearing of the Interstate Commerce
Commission for the purpose of investigating New-
Mexico coal rates indicate an utter misconception
of the facts disclosed by the testimmony, which are
as follows:

The mining industries in Arizona and old Mexico,
Jlocated upon the El Paso and Southwestern Rall-
road and its connections, have long been important
customers of the Atchison company, by reason of
their large consumption of bituminous coal. . The
! favored coal, by reason of its quality for eteam
'purposes, 15 that mined In Northern New-Mexico
and Southern Colorado.” All the mines situated
on the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe Rallroad
yrouuclng this quality of coal were owned or con-

rolled by the Colorade Fuel and Iron Company.
Some two years ago the Atchison omflny in com-
peting for this business was confronted with the
necessity of making a specific freight rate which
would encourage the Industries mentioned to use
coal, instead of ofl, which was then being censid-
ered and had become a practicable and cheap fuel
in consequence of large discoveries of oil in Texas
and California. As a result of various negotiations,
ar arrangement was arrived at whereby the Atchi-
son company agreed that it would carry coal from
the mines 1o Deming for $2 % a ton, anad would there
deliver the same to the ¥l Paso and Southwestern
Rallroad Company, collecting, in addition to its own
freight rate of §250, the sum of $110 for the Col-
orado Fuel Company, as was the custom of all
roads in that territory.

Through some inexplicable mistake the joint rate
which was put in force to cover this arrangement,
and which srould have shown upon fts face that
the rate included the price of coal, falled to dis-
close such fact, and as a consequence it is possible
there may have been &n unintentional violation of
the law. But it is obvious that no one was in-
?gred thereby, because the Colorado Fuel and Iron

ompany recelved under the arrangement nothing
more than the contract price for its coal, and
there were no other shippers in that fleld,

STRAUS ON THE TREATIES.

Believes They Will Be Ratified in
Their Present Form.

(FROM TRE TRIBUNE BUREAU.]

Washington, Jan, 14.—"I belleve the arbitra-
tion treaties w!ll pass as the President wants
them to bs ratified, in their present shape,”
sald Oscar 8. Straus, former Minister to Tur-
key, at the White House to-day. “I have
talked with & great many Senators about them,
and find the sentiment most faverable as a
whole. There is nothing in the opposition talk.
It is all a bogie. We have treaties with many
powers now that are much broader than those
the President wishes ratified. Look at the

treaty with Mexico. It is much broader; yet
no one ever tried to stir up trouble over that.
I am interesting myself over the treaties, mere-
ly as a private citizen who is anxious for uni-
'venal peace.”

"MORMON OBLIGATIONS.

Not in Conflict with Citizen’s Duties,

Smoot Witnesses Say.

Washington, Jan. 14.—Eleven witnesses testifled
to-day before the Senate Committee on Privileges
and Elections in the investigation of protests
against the seating of Senator Reed Smoot. All
except two told of political conditions in Utah and
of the Mormon endowment house ceremony. Sev-
eral witnesses sald the ceremony included no obli-
gations that were in conflict with the duties of a
citizen to the State or nation. Chalrman Burrows
asked two of the witnesses to give the nature of
the ceremonies, but both refused, on the ground
thdt they had taken oaths not to divulge proceel-
ings within the Tempie. They both said they were

not Mormone now, one having been expelled and
the other voluntarily withdrawing.

James A. Miner, formerly a justice of the Su-
preme Court under Territorial and State govern-
ments, told of the prosecutions for polygamous
cobabitation, expressing the oﬁtmon that polygamy
was now almost a thing of the past and that the
sentiment of the Mormons in the State was against
plural marriages.

BRISTOW SORRY TO GO.

But Looks to His New Duties with

Pleasure—No Successor Chosen.

Washington, Jan. 14.-—Fourth Assistant Post-
master General Bristow, who has been appointed
special commissioner to Investigate trade condl-
tions and other matters effecting the Panama Rall-
road and Steamship Company, said to-day:

I suppose 1 have made some enemies since I un-
dertook the dutles of Fourth Assistant Postmaster
General, but I also believe 1 have made some
friends. At any rate, 1 know that there are many
men who have had business with this office who
have said that, notwithstanding thelr uplposln‘
opinien in some of the acts I have taken, I have
tried to do my duty and have acted as I thought
was for the best interests of the service and ac-
cording to what 1 felt to be the right thing. 1t
has been in many respects & hard office to fill, and
in many other respects a pleasant one. I leave the
effice with regret, but feel that the appointment
which the President has made will be a pleasant
one to 1ill. I am going to try my best to meet tha
expeciations of the President and Secretary Taft.

Mr. Bristow has selected James T. Watson,
formerly of Lake Placid, N. Y., who has been his
private secretary for several years, as his stenog-
rapher.

The successor of Mr. Bristow probably will not
be chosen until after Mr, Cortelyou, who is now In
Eurcpe, becomes Postmaster General, and the
duties of the office in the mean time will be per-
formed by Chief Clerk Conrad as acting fourth
assistant,

Mr. Pristow has not formulated any plans for
his new work as yet, and will devote the remainder
of the time until his resignation becomes effective
to closing up the affairs of the present office.

POWER OF REAPPORTIONMENT.

Mr. Underwood Wants the Supreme Court to
Advise Congress.

Washington, Jan. l4—Representative Underwood,
of Alabama, Introduced a joint resolution to-day
requesting the Supreme Court of the United States
to advise Congress as to whether the power to
appertion Representatives to the several States is
a continuing power or is dependent solely on the
happening of a decennial census. The resolution is
as follows:

Resolved, by the Senate and the House of Rer
sentatives, That the Supreme Court of the United
States is hereby re(?ues\ed to advise the Congress
whether or not under the powers granted to the
Congress by the Constitution of the United States
and thé several am ments thereto to apportion
the representation among the several Statea, the
Congress can exercise that power at any and all
times or is limited in the exercise of that power,
after it has once heen employed, to the taking o
another enumeration of the people of the United
States gs provided for in the tution.

The resolution was referred to the committee on
the census.

HOUSE MAKES A SPEED RECORD.

Passes 459 Pension Bills in 103 Minutes—
Some of Them for Dead People.

Washington, Jan. 14.—When the House met to-day
Mr. Gillett, of Massachusetts, called up a resolu-
tion of inquiry relativsy to political activity on the
part of letter carriers introduced by Mr, Hearst.
He asked that the House agres to the resolution,
explaining that it called on the President and Post-
master General for information. It was agreed to.

On motion of Mr. Sulloway, the House took up
consideration of private pensipn bils, that being
the regular order for the day.

Whereas, We belleve that conditions regard- |
ing the cost of production have so changed |

since the Dingley law was enacted, eight years
ago, that the rates of duty provided for in cer-
tain schedules represent more than the differ-
énce in cost of production between articles
;nnnufnctured in this country and abroad; there-
ore

Résolved, That the Republican members of

the Wisconsin delegation in the House of Rep-

resentatives favor an early revision of those
schedules in the Dingley act which are higher
than is nécessary to afford adequate protection.

Status of American Women Who |

Marry Foreigners Discussed.

Washington, Jan. 14.—At the beginning of to-day’s
sesslon of the Senate Mr. Dubols iIntroduced an

amendment to the Statehood bill prohibiting the |

practice or encouragement of polygamy in the pro-

posed States of Oklahoma and Arizona. The pro-

vision is in the language of the Idaho test oath.
The Semate began consideration of a bill regu-

lating the restoration to citizenship of American

women who have married forelgners,

Mr. Nelson said the bill was intended to apply to
women of this country who married abroad, and
who were divorced, or whose husbands died.

Mr. Bacon gaid that as the bill stood it did not
require the conditions named by Mr. Nelson to
enable the American wifs of a foreignar to secure
restoration to citizenship.

Mr. Depew said it was not the intention of the bill
to confine it to widows and divorced women, but to
all women who have foreign husbands. The woman
suffragists and the women of the American League,
he sald, took exception to the fact that women lost
their citizenship by marrying a foreigner, while
men did not.

Mr, Hale expressed the opinfon that when women
married their citizenship was merged in that of
their husbands,

Mr. Lodge suggested an amendment confining the
operation of the bill to widows and lawfully di-
vorced women.

Mr. Tillman protested against the amendment as
discriminating agalnst ‘‘grass widows."” “We should
not,” he sald, “entirely out off these of our women
whe enter upon forelgn marital relations because
they are so crazy about titles, and who may want
to get back among decent genticmen.”

Mr. Depew defended international marrieges as
natural and due to “the =zood old-fashloned Ameri-
can reason of propinquity. My observation is,”” he
added, ‘“‘that the title menerally chases the girl,
and not the girl the title.”

The amendment was accepted.

Mr. Heyburn suggested, and Mr, McCumber o?-
fered an amendment, réquiring women taking ad-
vantage of the provisions of the proposed law to
renounce all titles of nobllity which they may have
acqulred, and it was agreed to.

At the suggestion of Mr. Spooner the bIll went
over for a day.
