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ATLANTIC CITY AFFAIRS.

To Macadamize Shore Road—Win-

ter Patronage Increased.

Atlantic City, Jan. 14 (Speclal).—Recently the
Supreme Court of this State held that the At-
lantic City and Suburban Raliiroad Company
was responsible for keeping in good eondition
the Shore Road, on the mainiand, between Som-
ers Point and Absecon, and since the Board of
Freeholders has practically given up the idea of
building a new road solely for driving purposes
between those two points, the various boroughs
and townships along the trolley road have start-
ed a movement to compel the trolley company
to macadamize the road over its entire length.
The road was practically spoiled for driving and
automobiling when the tracks of the trolley com-
pany were laid, and since that time there has
been no real good drive along the shore, and
people who have come to Atlantic City and
brought with them their turnouts, have been
obliged to be satisfied with the drive on the isl-
and between the Inlet and Longport. Judge
E. A. Higbee, who represents the Borough of
Pleasantville, is now preparing the papers in
the suit to compel the railroad company to ma-

cadamize the road through that place, and
other townships and boroughs are having
their solicitors perform the same work. The

result will be that by the early part of the sum-
mer there will be a good road along the shore for
those whe desire to take a long drive.

Perhaps by that time, too, the new boulevard
across the meadows will be completed. The con-
tractors are now engaged in levelling the sand
which has been pumped between the sod banks
erected, and in the course of another week will
begin the laying of the top dressing of gravel.
They have informed the Board of Frecholders
that they will be able to complete the road and
open it for use by the first day of April. The new
boulevard will be sixty fee! wide, from Pleas-
antville to Atlantic City, and will enter this re-
sort at Albany-ave., Chelsea. By the time it is
finished it will have cost more than $100,000 to
bulld.

Batisfied of the fact, rallroad officlals are not
even attempting to explain by theory the ap-
preciabie increase in shoreward travel this win-
ter. It is natural, they hold, that the winter
patronage should grow, as the city's attractions
as a winter resort are becoming more widely
known. The most noticealle increase has come
from New-York. 'frains have been heavier and
more liberally patronized this winter than in
the past, and travel fromr the West has corre-
spondingly increased. Many who are spending
the winter here this year have formerly spent
their winters in Florida and other pecints in the
South.

Characteristics of the Great All the
Around Resort.

Atlantic City, Jan. 14 (Special).—When the sur-
veyor for the Camden and Amboy Railroad Com-
pany eame to Atlantic City, away back in the {ifties,
there was nothing on Absecon Island except a
few fishers’ huts and here and there a cabin that
was used by gunners in the hunting season. There
were no streets or avenues, no well deflned road
even, running through the myriad of sand dunes
and groups of stunted pines and cedars which cov-
ered the island from inlet to inlet and from thor-
oughfare to ocean's edge.

But, in spite of these drawbacks, Absecon Island
was even then a rendezvous for a number of Phil-
adelphians. True, they were nearly all sportsmen,
and came here only in the gunning season. They
were obliged to come all the way acros the mead-
ows in sailboats, and after thelr arrival put up with

.what conveniences they could secure in the hut

of some bayman or fisherman.

Yet with it all railroad men realized, Intuitively
perhaps, that the little island was a place with a
future, and they sent their surveyor over the route
between Camden and the Island to see what it
would cost to build a road here. The estimated
cost was so great that the company decided not to
undertake the task, but the surveyor saw a future
here. He spent weeks here, made surveys, laid out
the plan of the city, and on his maps he placed
the name “Atlantie City.”

This part of his work done, he secured capital and
bullt the railroad which brought the first trainload
of passengers here in July, 185. And since that
time people have been coming to Atlantic City.
They come in greater numbers every year, and
there are none who can make a prediction of At-
lantic City in another half century.

Atlantic City's founders prophesied a good future
for the resort, and built well. But how well they
had bullded they little knew. How was it possible
for them to realize that in fifty short years the
then hardly known seaside hamlet would become a
resort famed the wide world over? How could it
be expected that in fifty short years the hamlet
would spring into a city of more than thirty thou-
sand permanent residents? They had faith in their
enterprise and belleved the place would grow and
prosper, but they could not foresee the future,

But among the things with which the new resort
was blessed were exceptionally good air and good
water. Physiciang came down to the new island
watering place. They recognized a pecullarly exhil-
arating effect from breathing the alr, and they
began sending their patients here in preference to
sending them to other places at greater distances
from home,

The result of this increased patronage was the
means of the establishment of “boardine houses.™
Boarding houses, in turn, grew iInto cottages with
fancy or peculiar names, and In course of a short
time cottages grew and were dignified by the name

of hotels. Hotels in those days, though, meant a
house without bathrcom, without hot and ecold
water in the bedrooms, and absence of any of the
comforts and conveniences which are characteristic
of the magnificent hostleries of the present day.
The resort was hardly ever visited excednt in the
middie of the summer, and then mostly by business
prople who wanted to get away c¢n a quiet little
vacation.

But in the course of a quarter of a century the
town had grown to a considerable extent. With ad-
vances and progress along other lines, locomotives
were improved. Improvement in this line meant
better travelling facilities and a cutting down of
running time between various peints. Atlantic City
was Included in this, and with faster trains and
more of them many more persons began journeying
in this direction.

Atlantie City is sometimes called the “playground
of the nation” now, because there are people here
from almost every part of the country. And per-

haps that name applies as well as any other. There
is probably no other place that entertains such a
large and varied assortment of humanity as Atlan-
tic City. They come from every direction.

And what attracts so many people?

There is no other resort on the Atlantic or Pacific
Coast where there is such good bathing, in the first
place, and, in the second, there is mno other resort
which can be reached so quickly, so handily; none
that have such excellent railroad facilities none
that are capable of catering to and caring for such a
large number of persons at one time; none that can
offer the inducements in the way of comfort and
pleasure, and none other so cosmopolitan. In At-
lantiec City one may be absolutely alone as much
so as though buried miles and miles back in the
Maine forests. On the other hand, the pleasure
seeker may find as much life and gayety &s in a
large city. The happy medium is here, too, for
those of that temperament. In fact, Atlantic City
has anything the visitor wants,

For fishing and boating there Is no place that
affords equal opportunities. At the Inlet there is
always a fleet of boats ready to take the visitors
either to the fishing banks or off for a pleasure sail
on the ocean. They can be secured for a nominal
fee, and they are all good, safe and strong boats
and handled by competent men. Small boats can be
secured by those who desire to take a little fishing
or crabbing trip in the inside waters.

There is no better bathing beach anywhere. It is
flat and level, and is regarded as one of the safest
along the New-Jersey coast. There is always a
force of life guards on duty, and they look after
those who may be weak, those unused to ocean
bathing and those who show a disposition to be
reckless In the water. There are many bathing
houses along the beach front, and in the months ot
July and Augusv. there are as many eizhty thousand
to ore hundred thousand bathers a day. It is a
sight that must be seen to be avpreclated, ana
u;lxe that is well worth the expense of a trip to the
shore,

Perhaps the chief attraction to thousands of the
visitors to Atlantlc City is the boardwalk. It is
a promenade forty feet wide, between Massachu-
setts and Texas aves., a distance of about three
miles. From Massachusetts-ave. to the Inlet ana
from Texas-ave. to Jackson-ave., the walk is twenty
feet wide. The promenade over its entire length
is a distance of a little more than five miles. It is
built upon steel piers, and its wooden deck is the
gathering place for persons from every corner of
the earth.

There is no other place in the world that can offer
the same inducement as the boardwaik. There Is
no place that is blessed with better air, and At-
lantie City’s water supply is considered one of the
best and purest in the world. ‘'The latter comes
from the mainland, a distance of more than five
miles away, across the meadows. It {S pumped from
artesian wells there and forced across the meadows
to the standpipe in the city.

There are a number of small places adjacent to
Atlantic City that can be easily reached and which
affiord a change for visitors. The drive to the
Country Club, the home of the Atlantic City golfers
at Northfield, is an enjoyable one, and the course
