At its third concert next Saturday evening
the Russian Symphony BSociety will offer the
third symphony of Tschaikowsky (In five move-
ments—the only symphony In which he discards
the traditional quaternal divieion), the “Danse
de Ja Fée Dragée,” from the same composer's
“Nut Cracker” suite, and Rubinstein’s Russian
Dance and Trepak, besides these novelties: K.
Dasydoff's Romanza and Rimsky-Korsakoff's
suite, “The Fairy Tale of Tsar Saltan,” arranged
by the composer from his opera (prologue, four
acts and saven tableaus), “Fairy Tale of Tsar
Baltan, His Son the Renowned and Mighty
Paladin, the Prince Guidon Saltanovich and the
Beautiful Tsargvna Lebed.” written in 1899
1000 on a libretto, based on the fairy tale in
verse by Pushkin and produced at Moscow In
1900. The fairy tale (1831) was the product of
Pushkin's delving into the rich field of Russian
folk-tales, with which the English scholar
Ralston attempted to familiarize the western
world many decades later.

A PUNJAB “GUNPOWDER PLOT.”

Some rather amusing correspondence—amusing,
at least, on one side—once passed between two
high oficlals, Sir Charles MacGregor,

who com~ ' af the yellow skins by ¢

manded the P. F. F. and Sir Xneas Perkins, who
at that time was chief engineer of the Punjab. The
occasion resulted from an inspection by Sir
Charles of a fort between Kohat and Bannu called
Bahadur Khel. This fort, which was built in the
early days of our frontler occupation, has in the
interlor a double-storied keep, the upper story of

which Is used as an officer’s resthouse and the low-
er story as a store, or go-down. Sir Charles ar-
rived there one evening and slept in the resthouse.
Next morning he made his inspection of the fort,
and among other places he ordered the °'°"3 over
which he had passed the night, to_be opened, Hg
saw Inside a number of barrels. *““What are these?
he sald. “They are gunpower barrels, sir,”" was the
reply. “Good heavens!™ sald the astonished Jen-
eral, “do you mean to say I was sleeping last ht
over gunpowder? Who is responsible for putting
them there?”’ *“The public works department, sir.

There was no great love lost between the general
and the chief engineer, so the former wrote of-
ficially in his severest manner to the latter, int-
ing out the carelessness and laxity which had been
displayed, rubbing it in for all he was worth.

As Told by One of Them—E pisode
of the Picket Line.

Among the many soldlers’ tales received from the
front there is the following parration published in
the “Saratoff Listok,” In the actual worde of a
Cossack, and teemr ‘ng wita naive humor.

“Don’t believe, sir, all that that Nikifor tells you;
you krow he hails from the village of Kebekoffka,
the people of which, all and surdry, are famous as
braggarts, and he tells lies just like all the rest.
But I wil! tell you the truth of the affair. I come
from Kebekoffka. Well, we were with the whole
diyision as it retreated from Saimail-tsl. After we
had gone a day's march we were disbanded and
formed small detachments. Nikifor, Panas and I
were sent off to reconnoitre. The sun was going
down, so we halted and Intrenched ourselves as well
as we could. The scent of flowers was all around
us. Manchuria Is, Indeed, a heathenish land, and
therefore 1 will—still, it is a lovely place. Before

was no help for it; wg must try to get the better
unning. So while the Jap-

pcared among its branches; I crept into a large
thicket and Nikifor ran down to the river and hid
himself so carefully among the bowlders that he
could scarcely be seen.
