LONGER CONGRESS SESSIONS.

An extra session of the H0th Congress seems
pow & certainty, Our Washington dispatches
apnounce that President Roosevelt will call the
two houses together early next fall. It is ap-
parent that an extra session must be resorted
to if the new Congress is to wrestle successfully
with the legi
before it. No-federal legislature in years has

confronted with a more serious and exact-
rmmmp than that which will fall to the
Congress coming into existence on March 4.
That body will need to bring to its task an ex-
ceptional store of intelligence, patience and in-
Austry, and it is from every poiat of view de-
girable that the two houses organize as soon as
practicable and set to work.

It was some years ago the fashion to eneer at
Congress as a body whose activities it was the
part of wisdom to minimize and suppress. Presi-
dent Cleveland once deplored the fact that he
was about “to have Congress on his hands™; but
wwe have happily outgrown the frivolous notion
thet Congress is, and can be, only & disturbing
apd meddlesome factor in national politics. So
long as the party in power Is content to play a
merely negative role, the participation of the
two bouses in government may be looked on as
an inflictlon, unwelcome, but necessary to be
endured. But this narrow and patronizing valu-
ation of the legislative branch can have no
place in the thoughts of an Executive broad
minded enough to appreciate the true functions
of Congress and to wish to make the House and
Benate partners in executing such policies as
the national welfare demands.

it s becoming apparent, in fact, that the ac-
tivities of the two houses, instead of being cur-
tafled in the public Interest, must, In the near
future, be materially enlarged. Congress has
no longer time enough in which to do its legiti-
saate and necessary work. Under our present
arrangement of long and short sessions, three
menths are given one year and about six months
another year to legislative business, The House
of Representatives elected in November, 1904,
could not meet, except through a call from the
President, until December, 1905. Two months
syould have to be taken to complete an organiza-
tion, and then, with their own canvasses for re-
nomiuation and re-election already beginning,
the mewbers would be expected to settle down
to work. In a Presidentizi year everything must
be sacrificed to forcing an adjournment by June,
In 2 mid-term year the struggle for the control
of the mext House has an equally disiracting
‘“ffect.

We must have
that system which observation and experience
indicate to be the best for the attainment of the
end in view. Moreover, since the President is
held by law, and will be held by the nation, re-
sponsible for the work, he should have the au-
thority to exerclse his own discretion to a larger
extent In the organization of the force which
is to be responsible to him, and to which he is
necessarily to delegate his authority in matters
of detall.

There 1s, of course, as we have hitherto In-
gisted, no thought of reflection upon the present
commission. It has done its work, upon the
whole, In a satisfactory manner; but it has done
its work. The new work which is now at hand,
and which will be in band for ten years and
more to come, needs a differently constituted
commission for its performance. This is evi-
dent to those who have most carefully studied
| the situation upon the spot and at first hand.
It can be no more evident to any one than to
| the present commissioners. The more faithfully
they have done their work, the more clearly
they will perceive this, and the more ready they
will be to acquiesce in the President's recom-
mendations.

MORE MODEL TENEMENTS.

The plan of Mr. Henry Phipps to invest a
million dollars in model tenement houses is based
{ upon a clear conception of the essential elements
| of success in any attempt to solve the housing
| problem. 1In this sphere the highest philan-
| thropy is and must be enlightened business abil-
| ity. A tenement house may be the perfection of
| comfort and sagitation, but it 1s not a model
| tenement house unless it pays. When it earns a
| falr interest on the investment it is an example
| to builders and real estate owners whose only
! aim is to make money, and it is an object lesson
| to tenants of what they have a right to expect

of their landlords as rent payers and not as
! beggars. Rooms that are rented below cost are
i pot a home, but a charitable institution. A
| charitable institution is a most excellent thing
| for some persons, but it is not what the great

body of the people who dwell in tenement houses

want. They want light, healthful homes at a
{ falr price, while for the most part they have
| been able to get only dark, unsanitary dwellings
‘ for a rental utterly out of proportion to the real

estate Investment. This Is partly due to the
i rapacity of landlords, partly to the ignorance of
| tenants, and partly to the comparative lack of
| really good workmen’s dwellings at any price.
| The generosity of Mr. Phipps prepares the
| way for supplying this lack on a really liberal
; scale. The original million dollars is merely a
i nucleus, for if it earns 4 per cent, to be Invested
in more houses, it will be possible to build with
| inereasing rapidity, and model houses will grow
| at the rate of compound Interest. But the di-
rect benefit is only the smallest part of the good
to be done. As Mr. Phipps says, any discour-
agement of investors on a purely business basls
would stop building and leave the pecple worse
off than they are now. The framers of the pres-
ent tenement house law, under the able guld-
{ ance of Mr. Robert W, De Forest, kept this
truth in mind and struck the happy mean
which insured sanitary homes without reaching
for impessibilities. New law tenements are
found to be a good investment. If now on a
scale large enough to make an impression houses
better than the speculative builders would erect
are provided and made profitable, a powerful
pressure will be put on the builders to be satis-
fied with moderate returns and do al! that they
can afford to do In the way of improvements.

One or two model tenements will not do this.
They are mere exotics. The importance of Mr.
Phipps's enterprise lles in its scope. It can
have an appreciable effect on the market. Spec-

per cent, and their bouscs may continue to be
inferior to the model, but the standard not only
for apartments but for rents will be set. Other
model tenements will spring up, and the better
class of builders will tend more and more to
copy them. Each year the number of sultable
dwellings will increase, and make it more diffl-
cult for the extortioner to keep tenants in un-
sanitary structures. These, instead of being the
home of vast nuinbers of self-respecting people,
will become the resort only of the shiftless at
decreasing rentals.

The wonld-be model tenement which Is not
conducted as a business enterprise earning a
small but regular profit will only exaggerate
the evils of tenement house life. Buildiogs such
as Mr. Phipps proposes to erect possess a power
of exorcism, making the bud tenement house un-
profitable and forelng owners in general to
make improvements as a measure of business
sagacity.

The great work in hand cannot be | the dalryman, but when the statistics of the

Department of Health show that six thousand
infants under five years of age have died in this
city in one summer from diarrheeal diseases, a
large proportion of these deaths being due, it is
asserted by the department, to an excessive
number of bacteria in the milk, Commissioner
Darlington is right in asking that the producers
shall co-operate with him by remedying these
evils. That milk cap be brought to the door of
the consumer In New-York comparatively free
from bacteria is proved by the fact that it Is
dope by certain dairymen who take great pre-
caiutions. What they have done can be done by
any dairyman.

Milk is an excellent medium for the transpor-
tation of the bacilli of certaln diseases. Owing
to the fact that the names of milkmen serving
those who may be suffering from these diseases
are never taken in this city, it {s not known
whether any epidemics have followed the use
of contaminated milk or pot. As the article
already referred to indicates, many epidemics
have followed the use of milk contaminated at
the point of production. It is hardly too much
to demand, therefore, that no milk shall be
shipped from a dairy infected by typhoid or
diphtheria until it is absolutely certain there is
no possibility of the bacilli reaching the milk.
A glance at the causes of several of the epl-
demics enumerated in The Tribune’s article will
show how imperative it is that the sanitary con-
ditions of the dairy shall be good.

HOW TO DEAL WITH CANCER.

Two announcements about the cause and
curability of cancer have been made in the
last few days., Dr. H. R. Gaylord, of Buffalo,
is the author of one. Fully six or seven years
ago he satisfied himself and a few professional
frlen_ds that he had found the germ of this dfs-
tressing disease. Since then he has been trying
to prcduce a serum which would prove effi-

| cient in fighting the latter. He thinks that he

has succeeded, for he says that he has been
able to cure a number of mice to which cancer
had. been imparted by inoculation. Dr. Roswell
Park, who has given much study to the nature
of the disorder, and who is in charge of the
institution in which Dr. Gaylord has prosecuted
these researches, is credited with cherlshing
much faith in the accuracy of his assistant’s
methods and results; and his indorsement is
certainly to be regarded with profound respect.
As yet the work has not been carried to its
final stage. Perhaps Dr. Gaylord might have
waited a few months longer before reporting
progress. It is not unlikely, though, that he
was impelled to speak just now by the other
declaration to which reference has been made,

Seven physiclans connected with the Harvard
Medical School, after four years of investiga-
tion, bave concluded that the best cure for
cancer is surgery. Treatment with Réntgen
rays is sometimes attended with happy resulis
when the diseased condlitions are on the sur-
face, but it is pronounced Ineffectual when
there is a deep seated malignant tumor. The
verdict on this subject which comes from Bos-
ton is not the less valuable because it lacks
novelty. It emanates from an institution of
high standing and it is based on recent inquiry.
On its own merits alone it is entitled to be re-
garded with some confidence, but the importance
of the declaration is enhanced by the fact that
it is In close accord with the latest report of
lPl‘le :]vorkers under thé British Cancer Research

und.

In announcing the convictions of himself and
his associates, Dr. E. H. Nichols, of Harvard,
refers to the belief that cancer is caused by
a protozoon, or microscopic organism belonging
to the animal kingdom. In the last dozen years
a number of men of repute have Imagined
that they had found such a germ. Diminutive
bodies distributed in cancerous tissue, and not
observed elsewhere, have repeatedly been de-
seribed by experts, and a baleful Influence has
been imputed to them. Dr. Nichols does not
dispute their existence, but he says that they
are merely “excretions,” and that the germ
theory, as applied to cancer, is now “exploded.”
The serums which certaln forelgn speclalists
use in treating human patients, and which Dr.
Gaylord has tried on mice, are prepared from
the supposed parasites; but, if the latter are
not really living organisms, misgivings must
arise concerning the virtues of any remedy de-
rived therefrom.

If drugs and other medicinal agents are use-
less In fighting cancer, a resort to them {s
worse than useless. The practitioner who em-
ploys them wastes precious time. When he
finally realizes that the knife is necessary the
prospect of recovery has been perceptibly, not
to say seriously, impaired. The operator whose
assistance is invoked often finds that the hid-
den tumor ramifies in a surprising manner, thus
compelling him to extend his exploration be-
yond the intended limits and prolonging the
period during which aneesthesia is requisite, 1f
the patient survives the operation jtself, there
is n possibllity that further trouble will ensue
in a year or two. In view of these only too
familiar ecirennstances, the Harvard juvesti-
gators reiterate the advice given by leading
New-York surgeons, to remove a capcer at as
early a stage of its history as possible,

Confronted by such conflicting opinions, what
should a physician do who has a case of cancer
under his supervision? Keep alert to the possi-
bility that Dr. Gaylord or somebody else may
eventually he able to supply a Lelpful remedy.
Then wait until the remedy has been employed
successfully on from twenty to fifty patients
by specialists wha cannot be suspected of bias.
Independent testimony from competent wit-
nesses is a prerequisite to the acceptauce of
every supposed discovery in science, Untll it
18 fortheoming in the present instance, reliance
should be placed only npon theroughly approved
methods of precedure,
