has come to be accepted as a self-evident truth
since then. Thus, then, it is believed that the
German people, through the national repre-
sentatives, will eventually make thi» new and
huge sacrifice for the sake of sea power.

Indeed, outside Germany Itis as »yet little un-
derstood how much the temper of the nation
has changed in this respect. It was only a few
years ago, some six or seven, when the Kaiser
caused the adoption of Captain Mahan's re-
markable book on the Influence of sea power
upon the fate of nations as a schoolbook for the
whole country. In an excellent translation it
Is to be found to-day In nearly every school
library in Germany, and every year, at the
regular school examinations, it Is given to sev-
eral thousand of the brightest pupils as a pre-
mium. The youthful mind of Germany has
been saturated with the idea and tbe ambition
that Germany must become exceptionally strong
at sea in order to preserve or heighten her po-
litical preatlge and Increase her ocean trade.
The naval spirit is Btronger to-day among the
younger generation here than It ever v.as in
France and perhaps even at* strong as in Eng-
land. This is a factor in national psychology
which will tell more and more with every year.
Not many years ago the sons of well to do or
high born Germans never dreamed of chooaing
the navy for a life career; indeed, this was true
as recently as five years ago. To-day, under
the Impetus spoken of above, the pressure to
enter the trnval academy in Kiel Is very strong,
and among the younger German naval officers
are many belonging to th^ nobility. And this
Is only one of several significant indications In
this line that could be mentioned.

Perhaps the rno.-t gtartlfng single item this
prtsent Reichstag has to deal with is the sreat
Increase in the appropriations for colonies.
The largest of these is for German Southwest
Africa, amounting to a matter of over $20,000.-
000, and this for a colony the total Import and
export trade of which figures up only a few
million dollars. Of course, it is the rising of
the warlike natives that is responsible for this.
The rebellion of the Hereros has been prac-
tically auppreased, It is true, but only .-fter
aome G.OOO home troops had been diapatched
from here 'and a matter of f16.000,000 had been
expended. Since then, however, the Namaquaa,
the Damaraa and the Hottentot tribes In both
the northern and southern zones of the coleny
have al»o rlaen, and it looks ds if the subduing
of ail these natives and the thorough restora-
tion of order would require another year or two
and the further expenditure of large ninu.

every respect to the biggest British ones. The
cruisers, too, are far too small. The pr^sr-nt

war between Russia, and Japan has not demon-
strated that cruisers, even when large, swift
and powerfully equipped, are of gr^at use in
modern naval warfare, for tho one exception,
the successful raids made by the Vladivostok
cruiser fleet, was only due to a chain of special
circumstances, that is. the inability of the Jap-
anese fleet to quit their post before Port Arthur
at tho time, and even these raidst- had no vital
Influence on the ultimate outcome and were an-
noying rather than serious in their effects on the
enemy. But, at any rate, it Pe^ms certain that
small cruisers of between 0,000 and ",000 tons
in size would be practically unavailable for ag-
gressive purposes and almost for any other
naval purpose in war time, and Germany will
have to build and acquire much larger and
swifter ones.

Thus far the troubles In German Southwest
Africa have cost severul thousands of lives,
including those of hundreds of murdered set-
tlers, and va*t districts have been entirely laid
waste and impoverished for many years to come.
The cattle industry— the only one which used
to flourish in the dry climate and arid soil of
this big: colony, almost twice the size of Ger-
many —

has received a great setback, and immi-
gration from Germany has dwindled steadily.
The colonial authorities there are now endeav-
oring to Induce Boer immigration, which hns
been going: on. especially since the outbreak of
England's war in South Africa, on a larger
scale. But these efforts have so far not been
very successful. The main reason for this
seems to be that the Boers want to retain their
national customs, language, etc., while thts
Orrran authorities wish to make Germans of
tliem, or at least of their children, and wish also
to enroll them in the colonial militia— to all of
which the Boers object.

However, it is not only for German .Southwest
Africa that the Reichstag is called upon to make
large appropriations. Itwould seem as if$rom
now on the more Important of the German col-
onies are to be pushed and developed at a far
more rapid and liberal rate than has been the
case hitherto. The construction of a number of
railroads In German East Africa, in Southwest
Africa, in Togo and in Kameroons has been
sanctioned in principle, and a number of mill-
ions, as first payments toward that end. have
been promised. Lake Tanganyika— that is, the
German shore of it

—
is to be brought into direct

communication by rail with the ocean outlet
hundreds of miles away. Two additional,
though small, railways are to be. built in Ger-
man Southwest Africa, and both better roada
and railways are to be constructed in Kam-
eroons—an immensely fertile colony by nature,
but Buffering from lack of good communications.
Klao-Chau, Germany's "leased" colony in Shan-
tung. China, is to be further aided and improved
by harbor enlargements in TMngtao, etc. And
though In this way—despite a total ebb in the
national treasury

—
vast sums are to be laid out.

unproductive for years to come, the astonish-
ing feature is that the liberal factions in the
national parliament, after holding aloof from
the empire's colonial policy since its very incep-
tion, twenty-one years ago, are now giving up
Hi"lr systematic opposition. Ifthis means any-
thing, itmeans that at last the German people
as a whole have reached the conclusion that the
colonies must be retained, developed and raised
to a paying basis. This, then, Is an important
change in the internal politics of the empire.

In this connection it may not be uninterest-
ing to note that the experimental stage of cot-
ton culture In the colonies is about done with,
and that hereafter cotton raising on an increas-
ingly large scale will be a regular feature in the
German African possessions, more particularly
in German East Africa and Togo. The cotton
grown there is of the best quality, and every
pound of it finds a good, paying market In
Bremen. At the World's Fair In St. Louis the
cotton exhibited by the colonial authorities of
German East Africa earned a gold medal, and
similar prizes have been won by the cocoa,
hemp, coffee, etc, from Kameroons.

Sensational in a certain sense was the produc-
tion at the Royal Opera House here of Leon-
cavallo's "Roland of Berlin," the romantic opera
which the Kaiser ordered of the Italian com-
poser ten years ago and which now at last has
seen the light. To put it briefly, it was an
immense disappointment to everybody here, tho
Kaiser himself Included, though he. did every-
thing humanly possible to sugarcoat the pillfor
th<» composer, treating him with great affability
and making both him and his wife handsome
presents. It was no wonder, however, that
Leoncavallo did not succeed with this opera.
Its subject is as intensely and exclusively Ger-
man and mediaeval as "Wagner's "Meistersinger,"'

and nobody but a German could have ap-
proached the text Ina sympathetic spirit. Aside
from that consideration— and It alone would
have been fatal

—
Leoncavallo has not done him-

self justice with the music, for that is an inco-
herent Jumble

—
the orchestration very noisy;

Wagnerian motifs mingled with florid passages,
interspersed with a few really pretty arias, espe-
cially the love duet in the first act. As a whole,
even musically, this opera is a distinct failure.
The first performance, however, lookeii upon as
a society event, was fine enough. Never before
hns Berlin had to pay such prices for seats-^
$.~0 and even $75 for orchestra seats

—
and never

before was an opera audience such a galaxy of
elegance, beauty and refinement. Among the
2,500 In the house on the opening night, there
were persons who had come expressly from
Rome, Milan. Paris and London to view the per-
formance. Nevertheless, this opera is doomed.
The Kaiser has no lucky hand with his artistic
ventures. Such id the general verdict here.

Another long looked for event, but strictly In
musical circles, was the first performance of
tlie Symphonia Domestlca by Richard Strauss,

and that, too, was a fiasco. Even the most

ardent admirers and disciples of the composer
agreed In tiie general verdict— this symphony
had been misnamed; for, looked upon as an ln-
itipietation of musical sentiments evoked by
contemplation of the domestic charms, virtues
and amenities, it was Incongruous. The torrents
of robust sound were "military" rather than
domestic, but even viewing the composition from
that angle it was poor in Invention and inade-
quate in conception. And yet Richard Strauss
is looked upon by many as the musical Messiah
of these duys.

Of recent books published here, none compare
in general interest with the volume of Bismarck
correspondence from St. Petersburg. These let-
ters were written by Bismarcfc in the decade
from 1851 to 1861 to his then superior, the
Prussian Foreign Minister, yon Schleinitz, and
ut a time of Bismarck's life when he, both from
choice arid as part of his ambitious schemes,
tcok pains and pleasure in such letters. In
them he describes the St. Petersburg society,
find more particularly the Czar, Prince Gort-
chakoff, then Chancellor, and the diplomats and
statesmen of the Russian capital, together with
all the intriguers, male and female, who re-
volved around those lilgger stars as satellites
and sycophants. The charm of these letters lit3.1;
in several things. They are surprisingly frank;
they contain "inside stories" only a man mov-
ingin the inner circles could obtain, and they are
eminently gossipy and entertaining

—
Bismarck

took good care they should be, for the nom-
inal addressee, yon Schleinitz, always showed
them to the King of Prussia, Frederick William
IV, as the writer perfectly weil knew. Impor-

tant political revolutions th^re are none, of
eoorse, at this late day. But at a time when
Kumla and the Czar's cuurt are once more of
unusual interest to the world it Is Illuminating

to peruse these forty-eight letters, for they

show that in many respects Russia has aj nply
stood still for the last half century. What

Blamarck wrote so many years ago ini^iit. in
most mutters. Just as well have been written
in n.«04.
