He Gives His Second Recital, Accompanied
byNew-York Symphony Orchestra.

M. Ynye attrante-l a large audience to Carnegie
Music Hall yesterday afternoon, whero he gave his
seeend orchestral recital of the season, accom-
panied by the New-Y«rk Symphony Orchestra, Wal-
ter Damrosch, conductor. The first number on the
programme Was Dach's concerto for violin in X Hat
major. No. 2, with accompaniment for orchestra
and crgan. It was Ysaye's Intention to follow
promptly with his second number, but so many peo-
ple who had arrived lato and had been waiting im-
patiently for an opening surged forward for their
seats that the virtuoso had to wait, violin in hand,
until he looked considerably bored. After a long
period of bustle, which several rapplngs of the
leader's baton failed to quell, the concerto for violin
in D minor by Vleuxtemps was started, although
the first few bars could hardly be heard. The third
number aroused great enthusiasm, and the audience
recalled Y?aye five times to the stage to bow his
thanks. This was the Wagner- Wilhelmj "Parsifal"
paraphrase. Mr. Pamroseh's orchestra followed
with the familiar but ever-stirrins "Hide of theValkyries." by Wagner, and Tsaye brought theperformance to a clone with llax Brueh's fantasie
on Scottish airs for violin and orr-hfstra.

There was a distressing amount of coughing In
the audience from nturt to hni.-;h. it is a matter
for speculation whether any New-York music loverever rose to such a height of self-abnegation to stay
away from a first class concert because of having
a cough which he knew could not fail to spoil
many of the softer passages for those sitting near
him.

YSAYE AT CAENEGIE MUSIC HALL.

The Instrumental solo performer was David
Bapirstein, a lai of fifteen years, pupil of Mr.
August Rpanuth. who played Chopin's pianoforte
concerto in E minor with remarkable technical
brilliancy and no inconsiderable beauty of tone
and elegance of taste. He Is a youth of sturdy
build, and nothing about him suggested the
prodigy, all the elements of his performance be-
ing sound and mature. It seems likely that his
is a talent that willhave to be reckoned with.

A Metropolitan Concert.
Last night's popular concert at the Metropol-

itan Opera House differed from its predecessors
in that an important place In the programme
was given up to an Instrumental solo. The
feature was somewhat ln the nature of a gratu-
ity,since the management allotted and the ar-
tists gave the usual more than generous quan-
tity of music, and the audience exacted and got
as much more. Mr. Conried's people were Mme.
Ackte, Miss Fremstad. Miss Alten. Mr. Goritz
and that prime favorite of Sunday night audi-
ences, Mr.Plangon, who, It seemed, might have
tilled the greater part of the evening without
satisfying all his admirers. As it was, he sane
his set piece (the dram major's air from Am-
broise Thomas's "I^e Cid"), supplemented it
with the serenade from Berlioz's "Damnation
of Faust," and to that added the inevitable
"Grenadiers," by Schumann. Mme. Ackte was
called on to repeat a portion of the jewel song
from "Faust." and Miss Fremstad, after Verdi's
splendid air "O don fatale," gave the seguidllla
from "Carmen." Mr. Goritz won hearty favor
with the Toreador song from the same opera,
and a new German drinking song composed by
Paul Miersch, the first violoncello player of the
orchestra.

R. S. Gifford Rallies After Being Thought
Dead, but Finally Succumbs.

Robert Swain Gifford, the landscape painter and
etcher, died yesterday afternoon from angina pec-
toris. at his home, No. IIS West Fifty-aeventh-st.

He was first attacked a week ago, and several at-

tacks followed, one on Saturday being so severe
that for some time the attending physicians be-
lieved that he had expired. He rallied, however,

and appeared to be improving until yesterday after-
noon when he succumbed to a final attack.

Mr. Gifford was born on Naushon Island, Mass.,
on December 23. IS4O.

He studied in New-Bedford under Albert Van
Beest the marine painter, in 1564, and settled m
New-York in 1686. He made sketching toura in
California and Oregon in 18C9 and in Europe and
North Africa In I>T"-'7l. and again in 1874-'TS. He
bngan to paint in water colors In 1565. and soon be-
came a prominent member of the American uater
Color Society. He was elected an associate of the
National Academy of Design in 1870. and an Aca-

ARCHDUKE OTTO MALIGNED.

There is not a word of truth in the story now
being widely circulated in the newspapers on both

sides of the Atlantic, according to which Archduke

Otto has again incurred the displeasure of his uncle.
Emperor Francis Joseph, and been banished from

Austria for the remainder of his life. The arch-
duke, who is still ln a precarious state of health, is
spending the winter in Egypt, and a few hours be-

fore leaving Vienna for the Land of the Nile he en-
tertained the Emperor, his brother-in-law. Prince

John George of Saxony, and a number of the arch-

dukes and archduchesses of the imperial house at
a big dinner at his palace in the Augarten. Otto
took leave of the aged monarch at the close of the
banquet, and thtn proceeded to the Southern Rail-

road terminus, accompanied by hie consort, his

children and many of his relatives. This, It would
seem, ehouJd set at rest rumors that have lately

been current about the archduko. Kor he would
certainly not nave been the object of so many

demonstrations of affection and regard on the part

of the imperial family the other day, from the Em-
peror downward, had he been in disgrace.

A RUSSIAN IMPERIAL ROMANCE.

A romance of the reigning House of Russia is re-
called by the permission recently accorded by the

Czar to Count Belewskoi to add the word "Alexei-

witch" to his name, co as to indicate that he is the
son of Alexis. The count ts the cole offspring of

that ecclesiastical, but otherwise Invalid, union
between the Grand Duke Alexia, undo of the pres-
ent Czar, and Alexandra Jukoffsky. the most fma-
clnating of the maids of honor of his mother, the

late Czarina Marie. The grand duke had run away

with the girl, who was a daughter of the famous
poet and a niece of the then all powerful Minister
of Finance, Baron Reutern, and had found a priest

of the orthodox rite in France who was willingto
perform the ceremony of marriage. The latter was
at onre annulled by Emperor Alexander 11, ln hia

capacity as head of the Orthodox Church of Russia,

as autocrat and supreme chief of the imperial
family of Romanoff. The grand duke, however, de-

clined to leave the lady,and itwas not until Count
Peter Shouvaloff, then chief of the imperial Russian
police, Intervened, that ln a clever and diplomatic

manner he was able to bring about a eeparation be-

tween the couple, the grand duke being sent off to
the United States In the expectation that the pro-
verbial beauty of the daughters of Uncle Bam would
quickly efface from his heart the memory of Mile.
Jukoffsky. These anticipations were Ina measure
realized, for the grand duke never saw the lady

again.
A few month* after his departure Bhe gave birth

to a non. of which he wan the father, and who in
jits childhood was known as Sergiano. When

the boy wu about stSteesj years of age the Grand
Duke commenced to take an Interest in him, and,

having obtilned the consent of tli« boy's mother,

who had meanwhile become the wife of the Saxon

officer and territorial magnate Baron Worhrmann,

undertook to provide for \u25a0exgiaoo'a education and

future. The youngster wa« brought up at the so-
celled lnii» College of rages at St. Petersburg,

received on graduation a commission In the Guards,

and at the age of twenty was created by hla cousin.
the Emperor. Coont Beiewskol. A few years later
he married a Princess TroubeUkol, with whom he

1U triumvirate of stewards. The Jockey Club is
the most Independent organization of the kind inthe world, and so absolutely secure from the in-
fluence either one way or another on the part of
th« reigning monarch that it has time and again
blackballed candidates whom he has proposed for
membership whom he was most anxious to get

elected, and who might possibly have got In had it
not been for the fact that thry wers proposed and
backed by royalty. In racing matters the King
ceases to be a sovereign, and has no more stand-
Ing or pull than any other member of the Jockey
Club, and, as I»rd Durham pointed out in his
speech at the famous Glmcrack Club dinner the
other day at York, Edward VH shows the example
which every sportvman ln England interested in
honorable and straightforward racing should fol-
low, of voluntarily submitting to the Jurisdiction
of the Jockey Club.

Itmust never be forgotten that when KingGeorge
IVwas all powerful as Regent of the British Em-
pire, and his horres were run in a Questionable
manner, the Jockey Club did not hesitate, after due
investigation, to bar them from Newmarket Heath,
and from all racecourses which it controlled, at the
same time depriving both his trainer and his Jockey
of their licenses. Moreover, members of the Jockey
Club now living, such as. for Instance, Lord
Rosebery, Sir Frederick Johnstone, Leopold Roth-
schild, etc., have repeatedly run their horses against
those of KingEdward and defeated ihem. subject-
Ing thereby the monarch to heavy financial loss
and to severe disappointment.
Itis ridiculous therefore to believe that the stew-

ards of the Jockey Club of Great Britain would
have permitted for one moment th© action of Rich-
ard Croker in bidding for yearlings against King

Edward's representative. Lord Marcus Beresford,
et an open sale, to influence their course with re-
gard to the former bosa of Tammany Hail.

RADZIWIL.LS IN DISGRACE.
The funeral of Prince Anthony RadziwlU the

other day at Berlin served to call attention to the
fact that his two sons. George and Stanislas, who
were a source of no end of trouble and sorrow to
him. had been, in a measure, disowned. For, al-
thoug-h Stanislas was present at the obsequies,
from which his eldest brother. George, in spite of
his beimj in Berlin at the time, was conspicuously
absent, yet it was the late prince's cousin, Prince
Ferdinand Radziwill. who officiated as chief
mourner, who received the Kaiser and the other
royal personages at tho church where the services
were held, and who, on the following day, was ac-
corded an audience by the Emperor, in order to
return to the latter the insignia of the Order of
the Black Kagle and of the Hohenzollern Order
worn by Prince Anthony.

The ceremony of returning to the monarch the
decorations of a knight of the great orders of
knighthood immediately after his death la ln-
vuriaiily performed by the eldest son. by the heir,
or neareßt male relative of the deceased, and if
the sons and brothers are passed over and the duty
falls to the sharo of some more distant relative, it
is equivalent to a public declaration to the effect
that they are unworthy of being received at court
and by the monarch. Both Bons of tho late urince
are now subjects of the Czar, having been forced to
withdraw to theh father's estates in Russia after
life In Germany had ceased to remain possible for
th«m.
Imay add that one of the brothers of the late

prince thus ignored by the Kaiser was Prince Will-
lam Radziwill, husband of that extraordinary worn-
published memoirs, readable and entertaining
though they are, would inspire more confidence in
the readers were the latter able to efface from
thrfir mind th» knowledge that the too gifted au-
thoress servtd a term in prison in South Africa,
after conviction of forgery, fraud and perjury. I
notice, by the bye, that the new Almanach de Gotha
no longer designates the princess as being a mem-
ber of the Order of Therose of Bavaria, to which
she formerly belonged. Her conviction of felony In
South Africa naturally rendered her continuance
as a dame of this exclusive feminine order impos-
sible, and that she should have been recorded In
the Gothas published after the scandal as still
possessing the order excited boundless amatement.
