THE DEATHS 10,000 MORE.

Dr. Darlington’s Figures for 1904 as
Against 1903, in This City.

An especially well attended meeting of the New-
York State Medical Association was that held at
the New-York Academy of Medicine last night. Dr.
Darlington, Health Commissioner in this city, read
a paper on “The Health of the City.” He declared
that there was an increase of more than ten thou-
sand deaths in 194 in this city over those in 1913. He
said also that more deaths were due to pneumonia
than to any other disease. The death rate from
pneumonia was increasing steadily, he said. Cancer
and pneumonia were causing much havoe through-
out the city.

A paper on ““The Health of the Port” was read |

by Dr. Doty, Health Officer of the Port. A paper
on “The Health of the Nation” was read by Dr.
Walter Wyman, surgeon general of the Public
Health and United States Marine Hospital Service.
Dr. Wyman spoke of the work the mations do te
ward off epidemics. He added:

We hear much of international peace conferences
and arbitration treaties. s it too much to expect,
és a coroliary or parailel movement, the co-opera-
tion of nations to prevent and suppress communi-
cable disease? There is at present pending before
the United States Senate a measure, ically a
treaty, subscribing to findings of the international
conference of Paris in 1M!, embodying the princi-
ples and practice necessary on the part of ali
nations for successful warfare against plague and
cholera.

Dr. Danlel Lewis, Health Commissioner of the
State, read a paper on “The Health of the State.”
Dr. Lewis had much to say about impure water.
He declared the principal duty of his health offi-
cers was to examine illuminating oil, because there
was an average of one death a day throughout the
State from the explosions from such oil. He went
on to say:

In 1802 a law was passed making it illegal to
throw refuse into the waters of the State. 1t was
hard at fireét to enforce it, but we succeeded in
doing so gradually. This law applies to New-York.
It hasn't been enforced as it should be. We don’t
dare to enforce it too ouickly, because we are
afraid the people would object and cause the law
to be repealed in three weeks. We are going 1o

SANITATION IN CUBA.

Havana's Face Clean, but Not Her

Linen.

{From The Tribune Correspondent.)

Havana, Jan. 17.—One of the most remarkable ad-
dresses delivered at the meeting of the American
Public Health Association in this eclty, which has
just closed, was that of Dr. Erastus Wilson, sani-
tary expert of Havana, Between 1888 and 1902, he
sald, numerous reforms had been adopted. Puddles
and irregularities in the sireets had been filled, the
ejection of domestic wastes in the byways had
been prohibited, and a rigid system of inspection
begun. In consequence, the death rate, formerly
forty per thousand, had been diminished
about one-half. Much more, however, is yet need.
Dr. Wilson said:

We have, indeed, washed our municipal face and
present a smiling and ailtractive exterior to our
visitors, but our underwear is badly soiled, and is
far less presentable. We have as yet no sewers
1o carry off our excreiions out of the city. The
few and ill conditioned permeable gutters that are
beneath some of our streets, without system, form
or gradation, can by no stretch of imagination be
called sewers, hey are practically elongated ex-
cavations to receive the aqueous overflow from
the subterranean receptacles and domestic waste
waters which exist beneath the flagstones of most
of -the interior yards of our houses.

To meet our requirements is needed a modern
system of sewers, of proper section, regularly
graduated in size and declivity from their inciplence
to outfall, impermeable throughout and connected
witn the closets of every house by lead jointed,
cast {ron Plpea. uniting them to the sewer outside
the domicile. Here 1 would accentuate the phrass
' because, however impermeable a

The automobile show at Madison Square Garden
had its first full day yesterday, and from 10 o'clock
in the morning, when the doors were thrown open,
until it closed late in the night, there were crowds
in each alsle that made the visitors elbow their
way to the various booths. Many of the booths
were not in readiness on Saturday evening, and the
lettering clectric display, calling attention to the
names of the various manufacturers, was not all in,
but evervthing was complete yesterday. Many
new accessories and articles of automoblle clothing
that could not be got to the Garden for Saturday
were on view yesterday.

The sight this year within the amphitheatre, con-
cert hall and restaurant, where every inch of space
is occupied, is more brilliant and attractive than
in &ny of the five former shows. The decorations
are more elaborate and expensive. The first ques-
tion that many ask when they enter the garden is:
“How can &0 many different manufacturers make
out?” The cars, ranging from the smallest run-
about to the largest truck motor machines, seem in-
numerable. A good business was done yesterday,
and some of the manufacturers said that they had
such heavy calls for this year's models that they
would have all they could do to make deliveries in
the time called for. In several of the exhibitors’
spaces spiendidly furnished and highly polished
chassls are shown, similar to those which last year
were to be found only in the foreign booths. These
give better evidence than anything else of the great
strides of improvement made since the last show. in
home manufacturing.

There are many closed cars on exhibition that
naturally call for a good deal of close inspection at
this time of the year. The inclosures of the vehi-
cles as & rule are gorgeous and the trappings are
most elaborate. The painting, enameiling, nickel
and brass work seem better than ever. Some of
these machines give all the conveniences of a
Pullman car. «One little girl stood for several min-
utes giving one of these closed machines a close
inspection last evening, and then exclaimed loudly:
