DOUGLAS THE MEDIATOR.

Both Sides Claim Victory—Struggle
Cost $5,000,000.

Boston, Jan. 18—The strike of the cotton mill
‘operatives at Fall River, which affected about
twenty-five thousznd persons, and which has been
in progress for six months, 0 tne great hardship
and suffering of Fail River's people, wWas seitled
to-day through the mediation of Governor William

L. Douglas. Under the terms of an agreement ac-
cepted by both manufacturers and operatives, at

& conference held at the State House to-day, the
strikers will return to work at once under the 12§
per cent reducticn, against which they struck last
July, and with no discrimination because
sirike. No of wages was eslablished, but it
was agreed that Governor Douglas should investi-
gate the matter of margins between the cost of
cotton to the mill and the selling price
of the cloth, and su s conclusions as to an
a&verage margin on which the manufacturers are to
pay a dividend of 5 per cenit on wages earned from
the present Ume to April 1.
