The chief item, however, in public school ex-
tension, to my mind, lies in the appreciation on
the part of the public of what a teacher should
be. The most important functionary in the proper
state of civilization is the teacher. He or she it
48 who takes the child in his formative period
#nd shapes him and moulds him for the future.
For good or 1ll, the teacher is the most effective
social worker. How do we in this country, in
our rich age and in the time of our greatest

rosperity, regard the teacher? 1 take the fol-
owing statistics from the latest annual report
©of the United States Commissioner of Educa-
tion: “There are 16,000,000 children attending

ublic schools of this country. Thirty years ago
@9 per cent of the teachers were men; at present
26 per cent.” 1Is it desirable that the teaching
Yorce of the country should be so largely femi-
mine? Is not teaching a virile occupation? Is
Mot the training of the child’s mind as worthy 0:
%the fine intellect as the care of the child’s body”

Perhaps the compensation given teachers may
gell the story. From the same report the aver-
&ge monthly compensation for men teachers in
vhe United States is $49 88 a month, and the av-
erage monthly compensation for women tt—a(‘l:\erﬂ
$4050. It is true that in the city of New-York
mnd other cities a higher rate of compensation
prevails, and it is to the credit of New-York that
the salaries of the teachers do fairly attract
frained men and women so that they can l-xa\'e
gthe opportunities of culture and travel, but New-
iYork is an honorable exception.

We may boast of our organized school system
and of our great school buildings, but in the
analysis the foundation of the educational arch
ds the teacher. In the good old New-England
days, in the Hopkins Grammar School, in New-
Haven, there was a rule that all girls should be
excluded. When in 1766 the town of Medford
4id grant the privilege, how did it do 1t? It
woted that the committees have power o agree
swith the schoolmaster to instruct girls two hours
& day after the boys were dismissed. In 1790
#his resolution was passed in Gloucester, Mass.:
=That the school shall be open eight hours daily,
end that two hours dally be devoted to the in-
struction of females, as they are a tender and
dinteresting branch of the community, but have
been much neglected in the public school in this
town.”

The errors of the past are rapidly being atoned
for by the granting of the most liberal opportu-
fities for the education and training of women.

MRS. STRANAHAN DIES.

Widow of “Brooklyn’s First Citizen®
Succumbs to Apoplexy.

Mrs. Clara C. Harrison Stranahan, the widow
of J. 8 T. Stranahan, who was known as
“Brooklyn’s first citizen,”/ died from apoplexy
st the old Stranahan home, No. 269 Union-st.,
Brooklyn, last night. The funeral will be held
st the house at 2 o'clock on Wednesday after-
The services will be conducted by the
Rev. Dr. H. P. Dewey, pastor of the Church of
the Pligrims. The burial will be in Greenwood.

Mrs. Stranahan, who was an ardent advocate
of higher education for women,
called at one time “the most finely educated
woman in America”™ She was one of the found-
ers and a trustee of Barnard College and the
ruthor of a well known work, frequently used as
& text book, and entitled “A History of French
Painting, from Its Earliest to Its Latest Prac-
tice.” Mrs. Btranahan was born in Westfield,
Mass., in 1831. Her father was Seth Harrison,
Some years ago she gave $25.000 to the Unlver-
sity of Michigan as & memorial to him and as a
scholarship fund for the education of his de-
ecendants. Receiving her early education in
Ohijo, Mre. Btranahan Jater attended Mount
Holyoke College under Mary Lyon and the Troy
Female Eeminary under Emma Willard. For
some time after being graduated from the latter
institution she taught there, and then came to
Brooklyn and taught in the Brooklyn Heights
Beminary and Packer Institute. Then she con-
ducted a privats school ofher own, which ob-
teined more than a local reputation, at Remsen
and Clinton sts., where the Hamilton Club is
now. Bhe did not give this school up until she
was married, in 1870, to Mr. Stranahan, whose
first wife had died four years before.

Mr. Stranahan bullt the Atlantic Docks, was
a member of the first Brookiyn Bridge Commis-
sion, and was known as the father of Prospect
Park. having been for twenty years president
of the commission which laid it out. A statue
of him stands near the main entrance to the
park. Mr, Stranahan dled at his summer home
in Seratoga in 1808

In addition to her work on French painting,
Mrs. Stranehan had written much for maga-
gines. She took a&n active part in the great SBani-

tary falr in Brooklyn at the time of the Civil
Wer. She had been one of the vice-presidents-
general of the Daughters of the American Revo-
jution, for twenty-five years was president of
the Kiogs County Visitation Committee of the
State Charities Aid Association, and for the
same time was corresponding secretary of the
Bociety for the Aid of Friendless Women and
Children. She was a member of the Women's

Board appointed by New-York Btate to carry |

out the work of the Columbian Exposition, and
was president of the Women's Board of Mana-
gers for the State of New-York. At the time
of her death she was vice-president of the Emma
Willard Assoclation of this city.

Myrs. Stranahan had been an invalid for nine
years, but was able to go about. She was in
Manhattan on Friday, and on Saturday walked
out on the porch. At 6 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing one of her attendants noticed that she was
breathing hard. Dr. Clark Burnham was called
and found that she was suffering from a stroke
of apoplexy. Fhe did not regain consciousness,
and died early in the evening. She had no chil-

BELMONT MAKING PEACE.

FIERCE RIOT ON STEAMER.

CHINESE SAILORS FIGHT.

One May Die—Nineteen Locked Up
—Reserves Use Night Sticks.

There was a flerce riot among Chinese sailors
on the steamer Hindustan, lying at the Atlantic
Stores, Brooklyn, vesterday. Before it was over
the deck was covered with blood. The reserves
of the Hamilton-ave. station, after half an
hour’'s work, arrested and locked up nineteen of
the men. Five were removed to the Long Island
College Hospital. One may die from a fractured
skull.

The officers of the ship have had a great deal
of trouble with the men since they were shipped
at Singapore. It was due to the fact that the
men came from different provinces in China.
The firemen came from Canton, and were con-
stantly quarrelling with the seamen from Amoy.

Last Thursday, while the Hindustan was tak-
ing on a cargo of grain for Japanese and Chinese
ports, one of the cooks accused a fireman of
stealing some meat from the sallors’ mess.- A
free fight followed, but the officers managed to
separate the combatants. Yesterday, when the
officers were all ashore, except the purser, the
trouble broke out again. From what could be
learned after it was all over and from the con-
dition of the combatants, it must have been a
hot battle. Belaying pins, clubs, buckets and all
sorts of weapons were used. One witness says
that a cutlass was used. The purser was help-
less to stop the fight, but dispatched a boy to
the Hamilton-ave. station. From what he said
Captain Gallagher got the impression that mur-
der was being committed by the wholesale, and
he sent fifteen patrolmen and several detectives
to the pier,

They found John Ennis and the purser making
a strenuous attempt to pacify the angry China-
men, but with little success. Ennis, who is the
proprietor of a sailors’ hoarding house at No. 121
Conover-st., had Ah Sing, who seemed to be one
of the ringleaders of the Cantonese, pinned
against a galley door, and he was the ohject of
attack of some of the fellow's companions. The
purser was waving a revolver and trying to in-
timidate the fighters, but they pald no attentior
to him. The night sticks of the police finally
persuaded the Chinamen to stop fighting.

Everybody who looked as if he had been in
the fight was placed under arrest. The pris-
oners were taken to the station in relays. Fiva
men were taken to the Long TIsland College
Hospital, but only one of them remained. He
{s Dum Ina, the cook, and it is thought that
he will not live.

CAUSE, NO FREE SOUP.

“Black Hand” Letters Threaten
Saloon Man—He Leaves Town.

Because a score or more of Italian laborers who
worked In the Park-ave. tunnel of the New-York
Central Railroad ate freely of his soup and re-
sented his pian to make them pay for the soup, as
weall as for the beer they had, the Italians sent
two “Hlack Hand" letters to Thomas O'Brien, pro-
prieter of the saloon at Third-ave. and 52d-st. The
letters worried O'Brien, and he told the police. De-
tectives now are working on the case.

O'Brlen was to marry, on February 1, Miss
Mamie Tully, of No. 166 East %th-st., the cashler
of Groit's market, opposite O’Brien’'s saloon, but
he became so worried over the threats he had re-
ceived that he and MIiss Tully were married on the
night of January 16 and left the city. They are to
return soon {f the case is cleared up, but other-
wise will remain some weeks.

Since last summer soup of rich quality had been
served in O’'Brien’s saloon to dozens of Italian
laborers who worked in the tunnel. The Italian
patrons finally became so fond of the soup that
they neglected to buy more than one glass of beer
apiece, and some of them even did not buy the
one glass. This led O'Brien to charge 5 cents for
the soup, as well as for the beer. Several of the
Italian customers tried vainly to get O'Brien to
remove the 5-cent soup fee. Then ali withdrew
their patronage.

On January 13 O'Brien received the following let-
ter:

Tomasso O Brien:

You take bread out of the poor man's mouth

You must die. You give them no soup. You will
get a stiletto. Give us back our soup. Last warn-
ing. No more chance. We are not fools. We are
the “Black Hand.”

A black hand appeared as the signature to the
letter.

O’'Brien was nervous aboutit, but he was made
doubly so on January 16, when he found on his

ar a second letter affixed to the woodwork by a
crudely made dagger, and over the whole an Ital-
fan newspaper. This letter was, in substance, the
same as the first, but demanded that, on any night
at § p. m. before January 2 O'Brien take $300 in a
package and drop it in front of St. Patrick's
Church, in Mott-st., when he saw a man with a
red flower in his coat approach.
