The Interest aroused in the fiscal controversy

In England has led to the publication of a
new edition of Frederick List's work on "Polit-
ical Economy," \u25a0which was originally printed In
Philadelphia In 1827. Longmans, Green & Co.

have undertaken the republication of this well
nigh forgotten but once standard book, and are
bringing Itout, both in America and England.

List was bom in 1789 in Wurtemberg, and
while Etlll a young man was made professor of
political economy in Tubingen, where were for-
mulated the plans for commercial union which
led to his expulsion from the kingdom. After
various wanderings In exile •he was urged by
Lafayette to visit America, where he Boon be-
came the friend of James Madison, Andrew
Jackson, Henry Clay and others. Later he re-
turned to Europe as American Consul to Lelp-
elc, where he remained for some years. The
principal objection raised against the system he
propounded was that it did not aim to ben-
efit the whole world, but Germany alone. This
List frankly acknowledged. "I would Indicate,*'

DRAWTENDER'S SIDE OF THE STORY.
To the Editor of The Tribune.

It is impossible to say at the present time that
the city officially has adopted consciously the pol-
icy of beautifying the city Ingeneral, because no
such definite announcement of policy has been
made, but It la likewise impossible to say that it
has not adopted Biich a policy. Action speaks

somewhat louder than words, and within the last
year or two there have been four specific instances
of considerable magnitudo looking toward the
beautlflcaUon of the city by means of parks and
parkways. These four are as follows:

First—The placing of tho Falrmount Paik Park-
way on tho city plan and the voting of$2,000,000 tow-
ard its construction. Thia parkway will connect
Fairmount Park, our largest park, in a diagonal di-
rection with tho City Hall, the centre of the city.
Mayor Weaver on December 16. 1901, declared that
half of thia parkway, namely, the portion between
Fairmount Park and the City Hall, would be in use
within a year. This portion of the parkway re-
ferred to by the Mayor is to bo 250 feet In width.
The remaining portion, which is tho shorter In
length, is to ba 160 feet in width. This is an lm-
provement mat has been sought for ten years and
now Kleins la a fair way of early realization. It
la an Instance of central Improvement.

Second
—

A park approach to League Island Park.
Philadelphia's second largest park, has Just been
placed upon tha city plan. Thla is on the line of
Uroad-st. from a point about a mile north of the
park, and which is Immediately north of the League
Island Navy Yard. This approach consists of a
plaza at the end furthest away from, the park,
which plaza will cover four squares, or, roughly,
about eighteen acres; and leading from It to th*>
park is to bo a mall 800 feet In width. This is the
Improvement so far adopted for South Philadefphla.

Third—For West Philadelphia, the proposed Cobb's
Creek lark, which will run along the western
boundary of the city for about two miles, has been
placed upon the city plan by ordinance of Councils
approved by the Mayor last summer.

Fourth— For Xorth and Northeast Philadelphia,
an addition to Hunting Park, which Is ninety acres
In cxtr-nt nv.d the third in size of Philadelphia's
existing parka, was secured a year ago. From
Broad-nt. Just east of this park a parkway ten
miles in leiiKth and 3O> feet In. width has beon
placed upon tho city plan and the first mile of it id
now under construction, a small portion of the
beginning having been completed. It Is to run
northeastwardly to Torresdale.

It will thus be Been that all quarters of th© city
are feeling the agitation for improvement in con-
crete results. To further this movement for the de-
velopment of the city by means of parks, park-
ways and a rational system, of streets an alliance
of forty-flve organizations has been formed. Not
only trade associations, but educational Institutions,
philanthropic societies, neighborhood Improvement
associations, crt associations and betterment or-
ganizations of various kinds, are included. Under
the auspices of this alliance some fifteen or twenty
addresses have been given In the last year urging

the acquisition of a comprehensive park system for
Philadelphia. The alliance will Issue a report giv-
ing nineteen or perhaps twenty maps of existing
and proposed park systems of American cities. It
will follow this with a report on the possibilities
of Philadelphia, and this again with a report oh
particular features.

The principal objects of tho alliance may bo stated
to be the preservation of the three stream valleys
of the Pennypack, Tacony and Cobb's creeks; the
construction in South Philadelphia of a series of
diagonal streets leading from the plaza of which
Ihave spoken, malting that a focus somewhat like
the Place de l'Etolle, In the centre of which Is the
Aro do Trlomphe. In Paris, the preservation of
some natural woodlands, such as in the proposed
Sherwood Forest Park. W*lster*3 "Woods and Champ-
lost Park; the acquisition of two large commons,
near the manufacturing centres, one in the centre
of Frankford and tho other not far from the heart
of Richmond; all of these to be connected by park-
ways into a co-ordinated system. The localities of
which Ihave so far spoken In this paragraph all
concern open ground.

Th» two objects which, when realized, will per-
haps be the most famous, because most central,
are tho Falrmount Parkway, already mentioned,
and the Improvement of both banks of the Schuyl-
kill River, following the method that more than
seventy-five cities of Europe have already adopted,
the great majority of these, cities being smaller
than Philadelphia.

This city has not adopted the plan of condemn-
ing more land than the Improvement requires, with
the idea of recouping the expense through the re-
selling of tho surplus land at an advanced pric«
after the Improvement has been made. It was
done to a small extent In one case. When Fair-
mount Park was secured, the commissioners there-
of were given authority to take the whole of aparcel of ground where a portion of it lay withinthe boundaries of the park as proposed and a por-
tion outside. This power was given thorn because
to the owners Is frequently given the value of the
entire tract by a Jury. The Park Commissioners
have the authority to exchange this land for otherland, but it is a moot question whether they haveany other authority. Itcan scarcely be said, how-
ever, that this authority was given them in order
to recoup the expense by reselling- the surplus
land at advanced prices. The idea of giving the
city such authority has been advanced by men
prominent In the park movement In Philadelphia.
It may require a constitutional change. Appar-
ently the reason why tho authority was not given
to the city in the first place was because such au-thority offers an opportunity for "graft." It Is acurious case of cutting one's nos3 to spite one's
face. Itis probably true that such authority couldba used to «ecure "graft," but thr* advantage to
the city's taxpayers Is greater. For instance, in
the case of the Falrmount Parkway, it is believed
thut the entire cost, could be recouped and a more
uniform Fystom of building along the parkway
obtained Ifthe city could condemn th* ground for
a distance of one hundred to one hundred andfifty feet on each side of the parkway, selling theground at an advanced price to purchasers thedeeds contninlng building restrictions. This Is the
method adopted In all European cities, an. for in-
stnnc<\ the Kingsway, now being constructed bo-
twenn tho Strand and High HolVirn. i^ondon. Thisauthority not being given to Philadelphia, the citi-zens willhave to pay Bom« $8,000,000 for the con-
struction of the parkway. If the city had thn Au-thority to condemn the land on both sldca of theparkway for the purpose of rebelling, whilo there
would be a possibility of "graft." the taxpayers
would save that JS.OOO.OW. ,
It 13 unfortunate that no statistics have beenkept of th« Increase in real estate values due toImprovements. Ther* can be no doubt, however

that the existence of A park does improve the bunrounding rral estate, frequently to the point where
the increased assessment nr.d the Increased taxesresulting from the assessment are sufficient to pay
the interest on the sum expanded on the park

Turkey, on the results of a tour of investißa-
tioa made by him, under Instructions from the
department, through the vilayets of Hitlis and
Van, which were the scenes in several months last
Bummer of repeated attacks on end massacres of
Armenian Christiana by the Kurd* and other ele-
ments of the Moslem population. These disturb-
ances, attended by frightful atrocities and savage
cruelty, resulted In death, suffering and destitu-
tion.

Tho principal object of the visit was for the bet-
ter protection of American interests there, and the
timely arrival of Dr. Norton, it Is stated, contrib-
uted to a peaceful termination of the troubles.
