MADE MISTAKE—THOMAS.

Error to Let Cohn Silk Case Go to
Jury, Said Judge.

“In permitting the case of Martin L. Cohn to go
to the jury I made one of the mistakes of my
Judicial career,” said Judge Thomas, In the United
States Circuit Court, yesterday. *“I hope I shall
never make another such error, and I propose to
right that wrong pretty soon.”

This statement was made by Judge Thomas
when counsel for Cohn formally asked that the
Indictment against thelr client charging him with
conspiracy in connection with the so-called silk
fraud triald oe dismissed. Cohn, with Charles C.
Browne, a former examiner of silks in the Custom
House, was tried in February last before Judge
Thomas. The latter .declined to grant a motion
made at the trial, to dismiss the Indictment. A
verdict of guilty returned against Cohn was set
aside by Judge Thomas, as against the weight of
evigence,

NEGROES BUYING LAND.

I
Swuccess of Experiment in Connection
with the Calhoun School.”

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: The friends of the Calhoun Colored School,
‘Which is a Neighborhood Centre in Lowndes County,
Mlh-gwlllbetlutohso'm;uwn.p
forward has been taken in the securing of small
farms and homes. Elght years ago the land move-
ment began, in September, 18%. Short crops and
low prices for six years made hard times. The
bumper crop of 1538 brought only four and one-half
and five cents. The people sang, “I never did know
the battle was so hard,” but they kept at it. By
January 1, 1801, ten warranty deeds had been given
and §12,000 had been paid in. On January 1, 1902,
twenty deeds had been won and $18,000 been paid
In. Last year was a short crop, but with nine
cents for the cotton twenty more deeds were se-
cured, making forty deeds in all, and $24,000 pald
in. This year cighteen aditional deeds have been
won, making fifty-eight in all on January 1, 1905,
with $28,000 and over pald In on the land.

Meanwhile Calhoun's seventy-five familles have
paid over $20,000 for advances. So the community
has earned and paid out in eight years over $50,000
in all. The advancing has been done by E, B.
Chestnut, a Southern white man, who sold us his
own plantation at the beginning of the movement
and has been in close co-operation with it ever
since.

The average rent in Lowndes County is two bales
for a one horse farm of about twenty acres. The
‘men have bought their land with their rent and
they have something to show for it, namely, war-
ranty deeds to farms and homes.

Meanwhile better farming has been getting under
way. Several of Calhoun's farmers bhave recently
reached the point where they know how to carry
themselves. Men who used to ask for $75 advance
for the year now ask for $30 or $40. This means
“living at home,” ralsing “corn and meat to do
me.” It means the beginning of diversified farm-
ing.

House building has had to wait on land buying,
but something has been done. Boyd Rhetta, a
Calhoun graduate, built a three room cottage with
glass windows in it for his mother last year. Benja-
min Wylie put about $200 into improvements %n his
house last year. The cost of building materials 1is
almost prohibitive, for $100 to the room s too
much for the man who wants a four room cabin
with a brick chimney.

Twelve of Calhoun's graduates are in the land
buying group, eight of whom have finished their
payments. Two of our graduates have bullt and
pald for good cottages. Another graduate is plan-
ning to bulld on his land next year. So a beginning
has been made, and it I8 not true that we find the
farm-owning negro content simply to “‘wear out his
land"” and live on in the old “dirty cabin.”

Best of all and the heart of the whole matter, the
standards of family life are going up. Calhoun
has two contracts—a lease and,a bonus, enabling
a man to secure his farm by paying rent, pro-
vided he pays for it with his own earnings, and a
neighborhood covenant, which pledges all, with
God's help, to live lla?‘!‘h:o:hndren. This takes in
