Ex-Judge Parker Against Eleven

Judges in Court of Appeals.
Accumulation of great wealth by Individuals and

th-s rise of corporate powers were both assailed
as perils to tha future of the- nation at the an-
nual dinner of the Brooklyn Bar Association, held
In the Pouch Mansion last night. Assistant Cor-
poration Counsel James D. Bell, president of tha
association, acttd as toastmaster. Th« speakers
and their toasts were Justice Joseph A. Burr, "The
Brooklyn Bar": the Rev. Edward MoCarty, of St.
Augustine's Catholic Church. "The Future of the
Bar";County Judge Frederick B. Crane, "The Pre-
sumptions of the Law," and ex-Judge Alton P..
Parker, "Suggestions for the Bar." Seated at the
speakers' table as special guests were bJm Chief
Judge Edgar M. Cullen. of the Court of Appeals,

and ex-Justice George G. Reynolds.

In his opening remarks, Mr. Bell predicted that
In the future the Individual "would take a. back
seat that the good of all should rule." After Judge

Cullen had responded to a greeting. Juiit;e Bun-
spoke, saying in part:

If there I*any danger that th* legal profession
willloose the supremacy it has had, it willarise
from the fact of the growth of plutocracy. Ifthe
nation is to fall, it will be because of aristocracy;

it will not be an aristocracy of breeding nor of
culture, but the danger will come from the ac-
cumulation in the hands of the few of enormous
wealth. Ihave no great fear of the growth of cor-,
porate power; it is. after all. only the aggregate*

of individuals. An experience in the last few

months has taught us, in the case of one corpora-

tion brought into being by a. legislature, that by
the act of a faithful Executive and a competent
prosecuting officer, we may be afforded relief. But
what do you say of the accumulation of enormous
wealth in the hands of an individual, who is not
a creature of the legislature? How are you to

reach him? Ifthere is a remedy, it is in the hands
of the members of the bar. because, after all. tha
active practitioners control the whole situation. The
Judiciary is what the bar makes it It is impos-

Amended Convention To Be Hur-
ried Before the Senate.

Santo Domingo, Feb. B.—The task of revising !

and amending the convention of January 20 ne-
tween the United States and Santo Domingo has
been completed. The section concerning the ad-
ministration of the customs is only sligiuly
altered, while the second section is greatly mod-
ified, the American government simply agreeing
compVtely to respect the territorial integrity of
Santo Domingo. The convention specifically af-
firms the Monroe Doctrine.

The customs officials are to be subject to the
civil and penal jurisdiction of the Dominican
Republic without being considered subjects of
that government. There is to be paid to the
Dominican government 45^ per cent of the total
gToss amount collected in all the custom houses
of the republic, that proportion of the revenues
being for the necessities of the administrative
budget. The estimate in the protocol of Jan-
uary 20, that this 45 per cent shall be $900,000
for the first year. Is eliminated, as is also the
agreement "that the extraordinary expenses
which may be occasioned in the collection of the
customs duties shall be made for the account of
the creditors of the republic (of Santo Domingo),

without assigning to the latter any part
thereof." Any reform of the Dominican tariff is
to be subject to approval by the President of the
United States. There shall be no Increase ofex-
port duties or of the public debt of Santo Do-
mingo, but export duties may be reduced or
abolished by the authority of the American gov-

ernment on the request of the Dominican gov-
ernment.

The Dominican government pledges itself to
give all necessary aid to the American govern-
ment in carrying out the purposes of the con-
vention as the latter may deem convenient.

The convention will not take effect until it
shall have been ratified by the American Sen-
ate and the Dominican Congress, and willre-
main in force for such time as may be neces-
sary for the amortization of the Dominican Re-
public's debt.

PREPARING FOR THE PRESIDENT.

A feature of the protocol is the omission
of the provision in the original memorandum
of January 21 guaranteeing the integrity of
Santo Domingo. The new document simply
binds the United States to respect the Integrity
of Dominican territory. The Monroe Doctrine
is regarded as sufficient to convey the broader
guarantee.

As the protocol is regarded as executl\*e busi-
ness, the State Department does rjft feel at lib-
erty to make public the text pending its dis-
posal by the Senate.

TELLS OF HUBBARD'S LAST TRIP.

WILLCOX ASKS FOR MORE HELP.

NORWAYNEARA RUPTURE

Trouble with Sweden Threatened
Over Consular Question.

Chrtotlanla, Feb. B.—ln the Storthing to-day Dr»
Hagerup, the Norwegian Premier, made a signifi-
cant speech announcing the failure of negotiations

between Sweden and Norway on the question of
separate consular representation. He said a most

serious situation was thua created. The people of
Norway were animated by a desire to continue the
good understanding with neighboring nations, but
the nresent conditions of Uie union were indefensi-
ble and could nut continue without endangering
these relations.
It was the duty, therefore, of the Btorthing to

make an unrestricted provision for the assumption
by Norway of the national and International posi-
tion to which she was entitled as a sovereign state,
and more flexible forms of co-operation must be
considered if the existing bt^ifla of union between
Sweden and Norway were to continue. Premier
Hfferup asked for the full co-operation of the
Storthing with the Cabinet, which, he said, was
prepared to resign if retention of office -was cal-
culated to place difficulties in the way of co-opara-
tton of the various parties.

SHANGHAI FILLED WITH REFUGEES.
Shanghai, Feb. B.—This osty is crowded with

Public Prosecutor Examines Author
—Life in Fortress.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 9.—The examination of Maxim
Gorky by the public prosecutor began yesterday

in the Court of Justloe, to which he was driven In
a carriage from the fortress of St. Peter and St.
Paul. Gorky is well, and is subjected to only the
ordinary regulations of prisoners in the fortress,

which require the wearing of a Bpocial garb to

prevent possibility of escape. It is said that the
fare and accommodations at the fortress are better
tlian at any other prison In St. Petersburg, several
of which are models of their kind. Prl3oners in
the fortress are confined In roomy, well heated case-
mates and exercised daily. The etories of terrible
hardships and privations are said to be baseless
The chief reason for the dread of being confined
In the fortress is due to the fact that an Inmate Is
unable In any way to communicate -with his fellow
prUoners. the casemates toeing soundproof.

Mme. Gorky, apparently, is not deeply worried.
After her interview with her husband on Tuesday
phe asked the commandant of the fortress that M.
Gorky be allowed to wear ordinary clothes and use
writing materials, but she said that her husband
was not anxious to write. "What Is the use of
writing."he said, "when, according to the fortress
regulations, what I-write must be burned whea I
leave here?"

GORKY TAKEN TO COURT.

TRANSATLANTIC TRAVELLERS

Climax of Charges He Made

Against IllinoisLegislature.
Springfield. 111., Feb. Frank D. Comerford, a

Representative from the 3d Senate District of Cook
County to the 44th General Assembly, was to-day
expelled as a member of that body by a vote of

121 to 13, and his name stricken from the rolls of

the House of Assembly. Ills expulsion was the

climax of sensational charges of corruption and
attempted bribery made In a lecture on January 31
before the Illinois College of Law by Mr. Comer-

ford against members of the Illinois Legislature.

These were investigated by a special committee of
the House, which found that the charges brought
by Mr. Comerford were unfounded.

To-day this committee reported its findings to th©
House. Itmade no recommendation, either for or'
against punishment to be inflicted on Mr. Comer-
ford. but the reading of the report was followed
Instantly by a resolution providing for his expul-
sion. The resolution cited him to appear before the
bar of the House to-morrow and show cause why

he should not be expelled. He emphatically declined
to "take up the time of the House" by further delay,

waived his right to prepare his defence and stated
he was ready right then to defend himself. He was
taken at his word, and in a speech of more than
an hour's duration reviewed the testimony taken
before the inveHtHratiriK committee, fiercely scored
the committee for so limiting the scope of the in-
vestigation that "God Almighty Himself, if He
came here, would have been prevented from getting
evidence against a self-confessed thief."

"This committee stands convicted before the
country of resorting to subterfuges to prevent any
raa! investigation," he said. Mr. Comerford had
his speech in typewritten form, but frequently he
departed from its text to denounce certain members
of the House for the nature of their testimony be-
fore the committee, which he claimed was so far
different from what they had told him that they
stood convicted as liars."

COMERFORD EXPELLED.

ALLONTHEDAMARASAFE

Constantinople, Feb. 8.
—

Germany's contract
for the rearmament of the Turkish, artillery

threatens to result in a serious disturbance of
Franco-Turkish political relations. The French
Ambassador here, M. Constans, expects to leave
Constantinople soon for Paris, In order to con-
sult with the Foreign Minister, M. Delcasse.

In the mean while the Ambassador has Informed
the Turkish government that the French market

is closed to any fresh Turkish loan.

Te%vflk Pacha, the Foreign Minister, tried to
compromise the matter, offering to settle the
Syrian railways question In a manner satis-
factory to the French claimants and to pur-
chase military equipment to the amount of
$2,300,000 In France. The Ambassador, how-
ever, demanded the expenditure of $6,000,000,

one-third of the value of the new armament,

with French gun factories, and complete satis-

faction of the French demands regarding th«
railroads. These terms the Ambassador declared
to be final, and, rot having received a reply on
February tf, the Ambassador informed the Turk-
ish government that he refus*l^ to continue

the negotiations, adding that the French mar-
ket was closed to further Turkish loans.

As a result of this notification the* Ottoman
Bank -withdrew its proposals for the projected

loan, and notified to th* Minister of Finance,

Reshad Pacha, that it would not entertain any

request of the government for advances. The
Deutsche Bank then came to the Porte's aid

with an offer to assist the Treasury- The Ger-
mans are thus for the moment Incomplete pos-
session of the financial field, and an irade haa
already been promulgated ordering the pur-

chase of all the new guns in German factories*
It has been decided, however, to rearm only
sixty batteries at present. Instead of 142, as
originally proposed.

Turkey, desiring a new loan, offered to give a
contract for a hundred heavy guns as an In-
ducement to secure the loan. Afterward a syn-
dicate of German banks undertook to float a
loan and arrange with tha Krupps to furnish a
hundred guns. It recently developed that the
Krupps were not likely to be able to deliver the
guns within the time Turkey desired, owing to
the present demand for artillery. Thereupon
Turkey again turned to French banking and
commercial quarters, which were unwillingto
furnish the loan without also furnishing guns.

The matter Is now pending, with the expecta-
tion that the Porte at a meeting to-day or to-
morrow may decide to reopen the question, with
the view of placing both the loan and guns with
French firms. In the mean time wide range of
action was given to Ambassador Constans, the
steps he has taken being in tha main toward
hastening a favorable decision.

The officials continue to regard the question
as largely .commercial, although they are seek-
lnp to assist French Interests- They state posi-
tively that the question does not involve polit-
ical complications.

France Likely to Refuse Further
Loans —An OfficialStatement.

xnors yesterday of a general resumption of the
strife* here, but the movement has not extended
to ether establishments, and the success of the
manager of the Patlloff works Inpreventing the
great body of -workmen from following: the ex-
ample of their comrades in two of the shops
gives basis for hope of an amicable settlement.

The present trouble Involves the questions of
pay for the time the men were out on strike
&nd the eight hour day. which were discussed at
a. meeting of employers last night. The em-
ployers came to no decision, but determined to
adept a conciliatory attitude. They probably
willconcede a nine hour day, which win satisfy

the employes pending1general legislation on the
matter of an eight hour day, to be binding upon
all employers in Russia.
