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NEW PLUNGE RECORD.

Cooke Makes Mark: of 68 Feet—Y ale
Beaten at Water Polo.

George P. Cooke, of Yale, made a new American
record in the plunge for distance, at the swimming
races in the tank at the New-York Athletic Club
last night. The new mark was 68 feet, supplanting
the old record of 66 feet 9 inches, made on January
14 by E. HA Adams, of the New-York Athletic
Club. It was a pretty effort, and was generously
applauded. In spite of his racord performance,
Cooke had to be content with second place, as
George Wiltshire, of Yale, by the aid of a handicap
of 10 feet, earned first prize, with an actual plunge
of 60 feet. E. H. Adams, the former record holder,
was third, with a plunge of 65 feet 9 inches. George
P. Cooke's record plunge was on his first of three
tries. He hit the water clean, and at an almost
perfect angle for greatest distance. He had previ-
ously waived his handicap of 2 feet 6 inches, and
started from scratch, with Adams. But for this, he
would have won the prize, as well as the honor of
the contest.

The three galleries surrounding the tank were
crowded with some 600 members and their friends
to see the water meet, which included a 100-yard
handicap, a 50-yard novice race, the plunge for
distance and a water polo match between the crack
team of the New-York Athletic Club and Yale, the
intercollegiate title holder. The sport was inter-
esting from end to end. T. E. Ketching, jr., beat
J. W. Lawrence by inches only in the final heat
of the 100-yard handicap; A. C. Bull won the 50-
vard novice race in fast time, and the New-York
Athletic Club won a rather easy victory over the
Yaleoslx in the water polo match by a score of
4 to 0. -

Twelve men started In the loo-ly_"ard handicap and
it was run off in three heats. . B. Goodwin, on
scratch, did not start, so that J. W. Spencer, the
indoor champion, was really on scratch, with a
handicap of one second . He failed to qualify for
the final, however, being third in the slowest heat
of the race. Those who qualified for the final heat
were T, E. Ketching, jr., J. W. Lawrence, of the
New-York Athletic Club, with a handicap of three
seconds each; C. D. Trubenbach, of Columbia, with
four seconds, and W. Putnam, also of Columbia,
with ten seconds. The two last named did not
start in the final tossing for third prize, which
Putnam won. This left the final heat a match
between Ketching and Lawrence.

RULES FOR AMATEUR BILLIARDS.

Adequate rules to govern the amateur competi-
tions for the national champlonship, which has just
been won by Conklin, in Chicago, have been the
subject of discussion by several of the leading ama-
teurs of the sport for the last two weeks. On his
return from Chicago, J. Ferdinand Poggenburg, of
the Liederkranz Club, and president of the Na-
tion Association of Amateur Billlard Players, said:

As had been ,the case in all of the recent tourna-
ments for the championship, no rules wers found
that covered all tha points, and in consequence the
recognized standard rules were taken as a basis,
and many changes made to conform to amateur
usage. These rules were copied, and then each
competitor for the emblem signed them and re-
ceived an additional copy for his use and to famil-
farize him with the various points decided upon.
Of course, there should be some authoritative set

| of rules, and it now seems probable that the na-

tional association will take some action in this re-
spect at its next meeting.

This
is obviously wrong, so the rule was changed for
Chicago, so that it allowed the referee to decide
whether or not in his ophxlqn the major portion of
the bail rested within or without the square.
