This dog
was disqualified after winning in Boston last fall
en this ground, but his owner took the case before
the American Kennel Club, which decided against
the Boston Terrier Club, on evidence submitted.

Now the case is llkely to be reopened, as an
appeal will be taken to the American Kennel Club,
ne matter which way the Wastminster Kennel Club
may rule. Judging from what could be learned yes-
terday, the Westminster Kennel Club is likely to
dismiss the protest and upheold the American Ken-
nel Club.

TAYLOR MAKES DENIAL.

National League Directors Decide
His Case To-day.

After four hours' deliberation in the Victoria
Hotel yesterday afterncon, the board of directors
of the National League adjourned, and as individ-
uals made the announcement that they had heard
the charges against John Taylor, the St. Louis
pitcher; that Taylor had made his defence, and
that the beard would meet early this morning to
formulate its decisions. Harry E. Pulliam, presi-
dent of the league, and a member of the board of
directors, presided. The other members present
were A. H. Soden, of Boston, and Garry Herrmann,
of Cirncinnati, who appeared as a proxy for “Bar-
ney” Dreyfuss, of Pittsburg. Dreyfuss is {ll in that
city,

Two formal charges were presented against Tay-
lor on behalf of the Pittsburg Club. One was that
on July 20, 1904, he had permitted Pittsburg to win
from St. Louls in 2 game played in the former city.
The second was that Taylor had conducted him-
self in violation of the constitution of the Natfonal
League, and also in violation of his contract with
8t. Louis. Mr, Herrmann, after the meeting, said
that the second charge meant that the piteher had
been under the Influence of intoxicants on the night
preceding the St. Louis-Pittsburg game.

Taylor sald the first he knew of accusationsagainst
him was from a Cincinnati player in August, when
the St. Louis club was playing in Brooklyn. Taylor
told the board that if Pittsburg gamblers bet on
Plllsburi‘ d won monef‘ on the game It was
because he had been disslpating the night befere
the game, and that the bettors profit by their
knowledge of his condition. He could net reeall
having made the remark imputed to him, he sald,
that he ‘‘could only get $100 for winning a game,
but could earn $00 by losing.”
