Ing; the present State law with reference to child
labor, and so drawn that by dropping a single
•word It would materially, ifnot completely, de-
\u25a0troy the provisions now existing, has been re-
cently introduced by Assemblyman Thompson,
of Niagara. The general interest excited by tho
controvery over the enforcement of these laws
by Commissioner Mcilackin has so far failed to
call, attention to this measure.

The Thompson Milamends that section of the
State law which provides for the compulsory at-
tendance of school children between fourteen
and sixteen years -of- age on instruction. The
section amended Is that prescribing the attend-
ance of children between fourteen and sixteen
bevreen October 1and the following June. The
present law compels the universal attendance of
all such children, and makes only the following
exception: "Every child between fourteen and
tlxteen years of age. not regularly and lawfully
engaged in any useful employment or service."'

Assemblyman Thompson's amendment quietly
drops the word "lawfully,"thus making it pos-
sible for all children, whether working in viola-
tion of th<? child labor law or not, to Stay away
from school, bo long as they are regularly em-
ploy* This would eliminate any assistance
the educational authorities might furnish to the
enforcement of the law and also one purpose of
the law

—
namely, the securing of a proper edu-

cation for all children.. The hill has been undercover from the start, and it* provisions have
Just been learned.

AGAIN AFTER SPITTERS.

Father Belford Wants One Like It
On Every Block.

The- Rev. Father John I*.Belford, pastor of S3.
Peter and Paul Roman Catholic Church, In
Wythe-ave., Brooklyn, one of the largest in this
city, has come out in favor of the model
saloon, as advocated by Bishop Potter, and says

he wishes one such saloon could be established
on every block in his parish. The membership
of the church Is about ten thousand. The views
of Father Belford on the saloon problem were
first expressed in the February Issue of "The
S3. Peter and haul's Monthly," which has Just
been Issued. The article said, in part:

7ne papers are sneering at the saloon in which
Bishop Potter is interested. Temperance cranks
and ministerial bodies are denouncing the project.
Let us be honest. We have two or three such
saloons in our parish— places where pure liquor is
sold reasonably, decently and lawfully. A good
saloon is a possibility. Liquor is not an Invention
of the devil. Every drinking man is not on the
high road to hell. What is the use of exaggerat-
ing?

Father Belford said yesterday:

Iam not opposed to liquor drinking, but Iam
opposed to drunkenness. Without doubt most
crimes, sickness and poverty are caused by Intem-
perance. Iknow that the saloon cannot be abol-
ished, butIdo know that it should be regulated.
in the llrst place, Iam opposed to the privacy

which surrounds saloons. Privacy 13 one of its
greatest curses. There is more crime committed
under the shadows of the soft moon than in the
glare of the sunlight. An electric light on a corner
does more good than a policeman. If the saloon
were open and were conducted an any other store
or restaurant, a big step forward would be taken.
It is when men nad women congregate in the little
hidden rooms in the saloons that the evil begins.

When Iwrote that editorial first 1 said that I
wished we could have a model saloon on every
block. If we could have Just the one saloon and
have it run accordlni to law we would be doing
a great thing. Ihonestly think that the Subway
Tavern has done more toward solving the liquor
problem than anything else that has been done in
recent years.

PRAISES SUBWAY TAVERN.

What principles gained ground in the campaign
of 1904? Those of radicalism.

The Bronx in the recent boom.

A member of the well known real estate firm
of GutwilligBrothers also said he knew of a
syndicate composed of several small real es-
tate specula! ors who had up to a few months
ago about $2,000. and who contracted to buy
with the money a plot in The Bronx offered to
them at $100,000. They put up the $2,000 to

bind the contract, and, as they could not live
up to their agreement, lost control of the plot

and the $2,000, too.

Lawrence VeHler, secretary of the City Club,

"who was Deputy Tenement House Commissioner
In the Low administration, made the following

comment on the Perry billrecently:

"The Tenement House Commission of 1594 at-
tempted to deal with the question at tenement
bakeries, and as a result of its work a law was
passed In 1803 which was intended to provide
fire protection in tenements. The trouble was
that the law was too vaguely drawn, and vari-
ous administrations in succeeding years were
able to interpret itInmicii fashion as to enforce
It only In the case of places where fat boiling

was done. But the commission of 1900, of
•which Fire Chief Bonner was a member, drew a
measure which is now the law, and required

that bakeries could be located only In tene-
ments which were fireproof, unless all the open-
ings into the tenement houses were sealed up.
This bill of Assemblyman Perry is Intended to

return to the old condition. Itwould make the
danger of fires greater, and is a thoroughly bad
and vicious sure, carrying great danger to

life in the crowded tenements."

The Perry bill wipes out this whole law. so

far as it affects bakeries, and makes it appli-

cable only to tenement house rooms used for

fat boiling, that is. for the manufacture of
crullers. Even here !t modifies the stringent

regulation by permitting openings connecting

with the building, when they are protected by
fireproof, "fe-lf-closing doors." the inadequacy

of which is obvious. The whole effect of this
amendment would be to cause a return to the
old dangerous condition existing before the
present law was enacted.

Albany, Feb. I.".—While legislative observers

have reason for expecting a number of bad tene-

ment house bills next wsek, there Is now before
the legislature a measure of this character
which, ifpassed, would undo all the work of the

recent Tenement House <Wimtwrtoin in protect-

ing the Inhabitants of tenement houses from dis-
astrous and, fatal fires. This measure, intro-
duced by Assemblyman Perry, would wipe out

the present provision forbidding bakeries in

tenement houses that are not fireproof through-

out.
