SKYLIGHTS HELD FAST.

Jerome Also Says Better Theatre
Inspections Are Needed.

Talking vesterday about the difficulty of making
even the best of the city theatres safe for an
mudience in case of a fire starting on the stage.
District Attorney Jerome declared that daily in-
spections and better inspections by members of the
Fire Department were necded. ) :

<My information on the subject,”” he said. *is
that .lho inspections before the performances be-
gin are farcical The law requires that there shall
be over cvery stage sliding skylights, so arranged
to open automatically in case of fire, being held
in place by tarred ropes attached to weights. The
theory is that when the skylights are open and
the asbestos curtain is down the flames and smoke
go straight up, as in a « himney, and cannot get to
the audience. In the vase of the Iroguois Theatre
fire in Chicago. the skylights were nailed down. 1
understand that on a good many nights this win-
ter. while fashionable audiences filled the audi-
toriums in this city the sk,\'l»zhls were held as
fast by sleet and ice as if they had been nailed
down.

“It should be the duty of the firemen detailed at
the theatres 10 see that all the skylights are tested
before every performance, and if the skylights do
not start to slide as soon as the ropes are loosened
the manazement should be obliged to go up and
thaw them out before the audience is admitted.

“] have information thai there is practically no
fireproof scenery in any city theatre, and there are

“In my talks with Professor Freeman on the sub-

ect I h.:u'e come to believe that none of the so-
tcalled asbestos curtains in the theatres are fireproof.
Asbestos is of such peculiar texture that if you put
-enough of it into a curtain to make it fireproof n?e
scurtain will not hang together, and if you put in
enough cotton to make the curtain strong the cur-
main will burn through in a few minutes. I think
Mr. Freeman's plan 1o have steel curtains for the
Wheatres, so hung as to run down of their own
~weight in case of fire, is the best plan.

“There is one provision of the law which, I un-
gderstand, is being violated in some of the best
#heatres in the city. That is the provision that
there shall he no more than six seats between any
geat in a row and the nearest aisle. That allows
thirteen seats in a row, but T am informed that
there are many rows in city theatres containing
sixteen seats.'”

|  EXPLOSION HURTS 12

Brooklyn Sulphur Works Wrecked
—Six Men May Die.

An explosion in the Brooklyn Sulphur Works, at
Kent-ave. and Ross-st, Williamsburg, yesterday,
shook the entire neighborhood and blew out the
rear wall of the big sulphur works. Twelve men
were burned, six probably mortally, and a number
of firemen overcome by the fumes of the burn-
ing sulphur. The plant is on the north side of the
Wallabout Creek, and when the explosion occurred
masses of bricks and masonry were hurled on
canal boars that were tied up on the creck, burn-
ing some of those aboard. The fire was fought
with much difficulty, as the water mains were
frozen and the creek was covered with ice, pre-
venting a fireboat from getting near enough to
render any assistance. The persons most seriously
injured by the explosion were removed to the East-
ern District and the Williamsburg hospitals. They
were:

The above six men were shockingly burned about

the head., hands and face by the scalding sulphur.
The others, who were less seriously injured, were:

SMITH, Lawrence, of No. 743 Bedford-ave.
WHALEN, Michael, of No. 89 Sanford-st,

Lloyd was overcome by the sulphur fumes while
on a ladder, and fell ten feet. The fire was the
worst of ite kind that the firemen have fought in
vears, owing to the nauseating sulphur

The building is a three story brick one,
and the explosion occurred on the ground floor,
and was probably caused by the friction of a
grinding machine, used in connection with the pul-
verizing of the sulphur, coming in contact with a
nail or some hard substance, causing a spark.
There were forty men working in the building at

the time. The damage was to the extent of $10,000,
Only a few weeks ago a fire happened in the same
pla(:o. and several workmen were injured. It was
caused also by an explosion.

Police Enter Especially Well Equip-
ped “Nest”—Plan a Novel One.

What the poiice deseribe as the best equipped
“nest” of a gang of wire-tapping swindlers
vet found, and in which they believe many vic-

tims of the Felix type were robbed of large sums,
was entered by Detective Sergeants Fogarty and
Munday in a house in 5th-ave., near 22d-st., yes-
terday. The plant was in the rear room of the
top floor. In it were found nine new telegraph in-
struments, as many telephone instruments, racing
sheets and other paraphernalia. The wires disap-
peared under the floor moulding, and went no fur-
ther. The instruments were operated by dry bat-
teries. i

The discovery was made because a pretty young
woman recently called at an office of the Western
Union Telegraph Company and asked to see *“‘Su-
perintendent Miller,” who was ‘‘such a nice man.”
She added, I want to bet this money on a horse
which Superintendent Miller says he is sure will
win at 50 to 1. I've got 330 here, and if I can win
1 shall have $25,000." She was told what would have
become of her $# if she had met the man.

The police were informed at once. Fogarty and
Munday were instructed to watch the place. They
watched. it for ten days. Yesterday they decided
to enter the room themselves.

On several typewritten sheets with the printed
Jetterhead of “The Western Union Racing Depart-
ment, No. 19 Broadway,” were found copies of the
“‘official cipher.”

Inspector O'Brien declares he knows
who were operating the plant, and he says that
they are not the same who swindled Felix. He has
reason to believe that a rich man from Washington,
N. J.. was robbed in the place. The exposure of
the Felix swindle, he thinks, made the 5th-ave.
gang cautious, and they disappeared.

The police say the plan was to take the victim
from a real Western Union office to the main
Western Union office and introduce him or her to
a man who would pose as “the manager.” This
“manager’ would plead precs of business, and
make an engag=ment for later in the day in some
nearby pestaurant. The rest was easy. The swin-
dler depended on the boldness of the plan to make
it go.
