Murh hr.s been '.'•-\u25a0; lifetime and since
fcis denth conccrr.irg fcis bad points, and he has
been Eair.ted in the blackest colors as the evil
centos cf the Czar. Most of the stories originated In

th« St. Petersburg grand mor.de. which he disliked
as much as it feared and detested him. He aboml-
rated what he considered Its frivolity and its world-

liness. Unlike his brothers. Vladimir, Alexis and
Paul, all of whom delisht in society. -he was dis-
jose<3 to austerity, .was <~,{ a retiring disposition ar.d
very careful in the observance of the practices of
tla reMeior!. His favorite pursuits were archaeology

ar.fJ soldiering. In 1W he presided over the Archoe-
cJogi^l '"origrers held at Moscow, and astonished
the 2".f"—frs by his profound knowledge of Russian
axtic-.ties, and the deep interest he took In the
trcrk cf the congress.
Itis only natural that a. man so deeply Imbued

with the Jove of antiquities should wish to rule
rrer the oldest province of the Russian Empire, and
ever a city so rich in historical associations as
Moscow, and it was for this reason that he urged
his eldest brother. Alexander 111. to appoint him
as its Governor General.

Of course, he was Intolerant In matters of faith
ar.d of i-olicy. He believed, like aU Russians of the
c!d school, who are imbued with Pan-Slav doc-
trines, that Russia is unfitted for Western institu-
tions, and that the autocracy of the Czar is the
best form of government. And in his family he
»as a. kind hearted man. For. after the death of
h'.s Fis;er-in-law. Grand Dncbess Paul, he adopted
her children, and brought them up as his own.
At Paris he was almost unknown. Its gayeties did
not appeal to him, and the French felt for this
tall, remarkably ihin man, with the severe face,

furrowed with many heavy lines, lighted up by
eyes ssiall, though full of fire, none at that sym-

pathy which they entertain for the other princes
of the rrigr.ing House of Russia.

Sergics devoted himself heart and soul, in fact,
to his duties as Governor General of Moscow,
which h» fulfilled most conscientiously according
to his own lights, and certainly did his utmost to

\u25a0check end punish the dishonesty and the mai-
ff-esauce of the officialdom by which he was Bur-

rounded.

A? HAROUX-AL-RASCHID.
IssSS too. the grand duke used to play the part

of Haroun-al-Raschld. Disg-jised as a peasant or a
beggar, he would go about the streets, get himself
locked up by the police, and then have them pun-
fshed if they treated him unjustly or cruelly. Hr-
would £lso go into the bakers' shops in this Ais-
giilse. and woe betide the tradesman who save
Irr. short measure or bad bread. He was equally
severe on chemists and doctors who refused to
provide medicine or to attend dying people when
rung up at night, and in the famine la the winter
of U3l-"S2 he, with the he3j> of his wife, saved
rosr.y thousands rf lives by the measures which he
organized for the relief of distress.

To say that he was dishonest, or that he ever
becefitted In the slightest degree by the corruption
that undoubtedly existed among the officials under
his orders at Moscow, is ridiculous. For he was
one of the wealthiest members of the imperial
family, and as ... son of the late em-
press, whose pronounced rr-liglous views he shared,
and whom he accompanied on her pilgrimage to
Jerusalem, inherited at her death nearly the whole
of the colossal fortune which she had amassed
since the day -when she 02 me to St. Petersburg as
a penniless princess. This being the case, it will
be se^n that the tales printed since his death to
the effect that he misappropriated the Red Cross
funds are preposterous.

It.c«-(S. the last token thereof w^i*plv*-nonly the
other day, when on the recorrjrr.erjdation of Sergius

c appointed the lattor's nos:ir.f-<>, Boulaguln, to
the port of XinlFXtT of the InU-rier. and Trepoff,
who had been Chief of Police at Moscow, to the
Governor Generalship of St. Petersburg, with th<J
powers of a dictator.

There is no doubt that Serglus wlJl be profoundly
raooraed by the Emperor and Empress, who kn>:w
V.'.m so well; by his brothers-in-law. Prince Henry
of Prussia, and the Grand Duke of Hesse, with
•whom he fat on splendidly, and by his adopted chil-
dren—thry incluae, besides the offspring of his
brother Paul, the lM«-;ru!rr.at<i son of hia other
brother. The Grand Duke Aiexls, a young fellow who
j?*r> the name of Princw Beiowski. and the half
Irother cf h!s wife, born of her father's brief mor-
(UStie union to Mme. de KaJomlne— all of whom
found in him a tender and indulgent father. There
are likewise rasny poor people at Moscow whose
Wants he has relieved and whose prongs he had
redressed who will grieve at his death. But el«

f-ooi. But e\-erywhere the most profound sympathy
willbe felt for the widowed grand duchess.

THE EARL OF SOUTHESK.
London. Feb. 21.—The Earl of Southeak (James

Carnegie) died this afternoon.

James Carnegie, ninth Earl of Southesk. who
pat la Parliament as Baron Balinhard, was born
In Edinburgh. November IS, 1827. He was the son
of Sir James Carnegie, whom he succeeded in the
baronetcy in 18«. The peerage, which had been
under attainder from 1716, was restored to him In
IKS, and he was created Baron Ballnhard of Fas-
nell County, Forfar, In IS6B. After being educated
at Sandhurst he entered the army. He was Lord
Lieutenant of Klncardineshlre from IS*) to 18K. In
politics he was a Conservative. After he retired
from the army he travelled and devoted himself to
literary pursuits and art collections. He shot big
game In this country when bison were plentiful.
His home was Klnnaird Castle, where he had
22.700 acres, and within the grounds of the castle
kept £00 red. Japanese and fallow deer and a herd
of Highland cattle. He had a large collection of
Italian. Dutch, Flemish, • French and German
paintings, with family portraits by Raebum and
others, and a cabinet of choice antique gems,
chiefly intaglios. In his library of 10.000 volumes
are "The Missal of Sarum," 1437, and tine copies
of the 1632 and 1685 Shakespeare folios. He wrote
and published "Hermlnius, a Romance," "Britain's
Art Paradise." "Saskatchewan and the Rocky
Mountains," "Jonas Fisher, a Poem In Brown and
White." "The Burial of Isis. and Other Poems."
"The Origins of Pictish Symbolism." and "Suo-
miria. a Fantasy. " His first wife, who died In
1855, was a daughter of the Earl of Gainsborough,
and his second wife a daughter of th? Earl of
Dunmore. His heir is his son by his first mar-
riage, Lord Carnegie.

The duke is the fourth of his line, and a grand-
son of the marshal, who, Itmay be remembered,

wr.s killed in 1835 while riding by the side of the
carriage of Kins' Louis Philippe by the bomb of
the would-be regicide Fieschl. Curiously enough,
the Trevlse family has on at least two subsequent
occasions been subjected to Injury by bombs, th©
last time being when the Marquise de Trevise's
town mansion in the Rue de Berri was badly
darr.ag-ed by a bomb, the perpetrators of the out-
rage remaining undiscovered to this day. The,
duke Is the youngest of three brothers, the eldest
of whom. Napoleon by name, died as third duke,
while the other. Hippolyte. succumbed Just a
month earlier as Marquis de Trevise.
It Is the widowed marchioness who owns the

magnificent country seat of the family, the his-
toric chateau of Sceaux, the gardens of which
were laid out by Le Notre, who likewise designed
those of the Palace of Versailles. It has belonged
in turn to the Duke of TTesmes, then to the famous
statesman Colbert, who. with his three daughters,
each of them duchesses, entertained there King
Louis XIV;to the dukes of Maine, to the Duke of
Penthievre, to the revolutionist Lecomte, and,
finally, to his son-in-law, the second Duke of Tre-
vlsp.
