Mr.McCarthy quotes a pathetic fragment from
a letter written by Gissing shortly before his
death.

GitFicg had been lately making a tour in Greece,
end by some happy chance we got into talk about
Greece. Isocn found that he had b»come quite
rapturous over the ineffable beauty of the Acrop-
olis and the Parthenon, and tie glimpses of sea
as<S islands which one can look upon from that
culminating point of Athenian beauty. . . . Giss-
ing was a devoted lover cf the classic literature of
Greece and Rome, and his heart was filled with
something like worship for the scenery and the
monuments of the classic region. He was a Greek
and Latin scholar in the best sense of the words—
hi* h»-art 'was with the poetry, the drama, and
the historical treasures of these countries, and he
had studied Greek and Latin with the ambition to
learn all they could teach him, and not the desire
to become a schoolmaster. It was always a de-
light to him to hurry back, whenever he could get•
.a* chance, to some much loved Italian region, and
there to steep his soul In the fascination of the
place itself, and In the memories that it carried
with It. All this was naturally a magnificent
counteracting quality to his tendency toward real-
ism, and Inspired him to infuse the soul of feeling,
and ©f poetic feeling, even into his descriptions of
mean and commonplace London streets and London

Mr. Justin McCarthy, in the course of a brief
paper contributed to "The King." on his old
friend, the late George Glssing, alludes to that
passion of the novelist for the classic past which
we dealt with in reviewing his •'Veranllda" the
other day. The two men met at a public din-
ner.

Th» war over, young O'Ferrall. who had risen
to the rank of lieutenant colonel, entered Wash-
ington and Lee University, from which he was
graduated in law tn ISO, and at once entered
public life with the same dash and spirit that
had characterized him as a cavalry officer. He
gives an intimate Insight into political condi-
tions in reconstruction days, with no glossing
of the wrongs h- felt the South suffered from
maladministration at the hands of carpetbag-
gers, but without bitterness toward the North.
He pays a fine tribute to Lincoln and recog-
nises in him a true friend of his section, believ-
ias that but for his untimely death the South
would have been saved from many of the evils
which he trenchantly portrays.

Under the title of "Forty Years of Active Ser-
vice," ex-Governor Charles T. O'Ferrall writes a
volume of reminiscences. Issued by the Neale
Publishing Company. Inithe gives incidentally a
eurvey of the Civil "War from the Confederate
point of view, as well as of much of the subse-
quent history of Virginia and the nation at
large, hi which he participated, and In part
helped to shape, in political conventions, on the
hustings, as & lawyer, as a member of the Vir-
gteia Legislature, as a member of Congress and
a* Governor of Virginia. Written in a breezy,
unconventional, anecdotal style, with a due ap-
preciation of the author's own personal share in
the moulding of events, and with decided opin-
Ism fearlessly expressed, on every subject that
he treats, the book has a certain interest that it
Is impossible to deny. Referring to the devotion
t» their masters of the negro body servants of
Confederate oflJcers. Colonel O'Ferrall tells, the
following anecdote:

IN HONOR OF SIR PTTRDON

Made Houses on Pennsylvania Rail-
road Station Site Settle.

The few remaining occupants of the condemned
bouses in nst-st., between ?th and 9th ayes., are
preparing to seek other abodes, having been practi-
cally forced to move, they say, by the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad Company and the officials of the
Buildings Department- The railroad company has
purchased nearly all the houses within the territory
wanted for the- new station. The block between
7th and &th aveß. in 31st-st. la practically un-
tenanted.

Notice has been posted on the houses, stating
that they are unsafe. A number of the houses are
cracked, with a brick out here and there.

According Jo the Buildings Department, as the
houses on the south side of 3lst-st. gave indica-
tions of becoming unsafe, the tenants in them were
ordered to move. It was explained that the front
walls of the houses were in danger of collapse,
though the side and rear walla remained safe. The
Pennsylvania contractors. itwaa said, in making the
excavation, found a subterranean stream of water.
The quickened flow of the water, after being un-
covered, washed sand from under the street, and
eventually from under the- front walls of the houses
on the opposite side of the street. This gave the
heavy front walls an opportunity to settle.

HIDDEX STREAM FOIXD.

Greatest Xeed ofPolice a Live Man
at the Head. He Says.

The real, pressing necessity of the I'olice De-
partment, acoording to the Rev. Dr Charles H.
Parkhurst, who grave his opinion of the police sit-
uation to the Committee of Nine yesterday, and
afterward to newspaper men, ia a live, energetic
man at its head. With no reflection on the man
at present at the head, who was probably doing
his best, went on Dr. Parkhurst. the Police I*r-
I>artment_ according to the reports he had received
each week for thirteen years, except when he was
out of the country, had never before been so utter-
ly,absolutely demoralized as now. To be sure, there
were some honest men—many honest men. in far; -
on the force, but they could not color the <j<.-nse

mass of evil -which wore the uniform.
"Iadvised them to go to Europe, as the Metro-

politan Museum had done, to get the right man— to
Scotland Yard, ifnecessary," said Dr. Parkhurst,
"but to be aure to get somebody who could run
the force on common sense business principles. If
you had a business of your own, you would know
th*.t its success depended on the way in which it
was managed. Just the same, with the police force
of this city. When you gpi your man. let him
take the department, precinct by precinct, man by
man. ifnecessary, and weed out the dishonest peo-

T>r. Parkhurst protested to the committee about
the evils of the present system of reinstatement l>y
the courts of men dismissed from the ck;;)artment
for cause. This must bo changed entirely, he said.
Some of the committeemen thought he was pm-
pos'ng too drastic measures, he said, but he an-
swered that they might Just as well stop their, de-
liberations now unless they were prepared to take
drastic measures

—any measures necessary to get
the police force out of politics.

"Itlooks as ifthe leading Republicans and Demo-
crats do not wish to make any change which would
shake oft their grip on the department. 1 Dr. pMrk-

hurst said to the committee. "If the people aiv
rot willingto make some sacrifices we'll drift nr
;r.to worse conditions than those under which we're
livingnow. The further from politics we move
the police force the more chance for having
men in it and decent service from 1;
we'll get deeper and deeper into the bole, although
the bottom must h* pretty near now."

That the Commissioner of :h"department should
hold his term for life, or until removed for mal-
feasance, was another idea over which *h<r- com-
mittee was left tr> reflect. Unless he had tim- tostudy his force and to get it into shape no man
could get good service from it.

ORDERS ISSUED— The following army orders
have been issued:

ARMY ATHLETIC PLAN.—Military athletics
have taken a new lease of life on account of the
personal Interest which President Roosevelt has
evinced in that sort of training for the soldiers.
Each department commander has issued instruc-
tions to the effect that greater attention shall be
paid to the drillingof the men in calisthenics and
exercises in the gymnasium and on the field,
wherever one exists and the weather permits Its
use. It is proposed also to have more complete
records kept of the performances of' the men. to
the end that there may be final competitions, in
which the moat capable of the athletes will bepitted against one another. It was proposed to ex-tena this work to the cavalrymen and equip them
with fencing outfits, so each member of every cav-alry troop in the army should have every oppor-
tunity to practise at mounted swordsmanship. This
has not been found possible, owing to the lack of
\\ ar Department funds for the purchase of the ap-

pliances. There is a fund, however, from whichregular gymnasium material can be bought, and
this will be acquired, to the end that the army
post exchanges shall be fitted out in the most ap-
proved fashion with athletic apparatus.

A proposition has also been mad* to have theathletic work In the army conducted with moreattention to system, by having the instruction given
by professional physical directors and the men
who take part furnished with the proper clothing.
It is impossible to get the best results from sol-
diers who are obliged to run and jump and do theregulation "stunts" on the horizontal bar in theirheavy service uniform. There Is no immediate
prospect of the employment of any such personhowever, but an effort will be made to have ath-
letics in the army conducted on a more busines«lik9
basis.

WEST rOIXT-ANN'APOLIS ATHLETICS. -The
joint board convened by the President to look Into
the subject of athletic Instruction at the Naval
and Military academies met for the first time in
this city to-day, with Genera! A. I. Mills as pre-
siding officer. The board has considerable work
ahead, and will go fully into the subject. There is
a possibility that the question of the value of the
sword as a military weapon will be taken up. al-
tbT'jgh the board was at first proposed merely to
consider the methods of swordsmanship as .iphysi-
cal exercise. In the general and wider discussion
of the subject the board will have the advice of
Captain Peyton C. March, of the artillery corps,
who was one of the officers on duty in Manchuria.
He found that little was accomplished with the
sword or bayonet, although the tatter still retains
its value bj a moral Influence among troops either
In the attack or as a means of defence against a
charging foe. The army and navy are taking a
great Interest In the deliberations of the Mills
board, because it may not only give some sugges-
tion about tlir sword, but it will decide whether
Japanese wrestling is worth while as a means of
training the cadets at West Point and the mid-
shipmen at Annapolis.
