The general

market for printing cloth continued without

«=P«clal feature other than the attitude of both
f-.idf-s of the business. The buyers continued te look
for lower prices, but the manufacturers refused to

meet all of their urgent demands, believing that the

•ncrease ln the price of the raw material warranted
their position ln holding off. Inconsequence of the
attitude of both tMes, prices remained uncharged

on a basis of 2*fc cents for regulars. Manufacturers
believe there is some light ahead tn the mill situa-

tion. The trading ln the week took care of two-

thirds cf the production, and the demand In many

Instances was urgent. Manufacturers feel that the
low prices have served to discourage the reckless
cutting which has been going on for months for
Southern mills, and that the latter find prices low
enough to suit them.

Few manufacturers here, however, anticipate any-
thing iike a boom. They expect to be able to mctt
competition ln the next ft-w months better than
they were meeting it at this time last year, and
with the Increased Inquiry noticed they feel mare
confident about the prospects lor the summer. The
demand for wide gwods In the last two weeks ha?
been b«tter than for a long time. The prices ar*

low. and admit of only a small margin of profit.

Dealers expected this rltuation. because the South-
ern mills have made a special drive at wide loam
products for the last year.
