traffic facilities It is possible that there will be
a more liberal movement at primary markets.
In which case quotations may fall to a more
rational position. The winter wheat outlook is
reported favorable, and It is certain that cur-
rent prices willencourage Northwestern farmers
to plant a large crop of spring wheat. The
most satisfactory feature In the corn market is
the liberal export movement. After opening
somewhat stronger becauso of a vigorous de-
mand from Manchester, cotton declined rather
sharply, as the Southern movement Indicated
that planters pre leas Inclined to hold back
their crop. Liverpool has been the' chief sup-
port of the cash position, hut speculators find It
more difficult to maintain option prices. Im-
proved conditions at New-England mills would
tend to strengthen the raw material If it were
not for the fact that It is difficult to reconcile a
quotation of eight cents for srot middling up-
lands with a crop of over 13.000.000 bales.

Manufacturing returns are still decidedly en-
couraging, the best news coming from the Iron
and steel Industry. "which has made gool proa>
re?s during the last week Rla=t furnaces are
receiving very large orders for pig Iron, and al-though It is probable that production may be
slightly larger than consumption at the pres-
ent time, yet the numerous eel mills thai are
about to resume work will soon dispose of any
exceaatve quantity of raw material. A little
hesitation In the woollen goods market Is caused
by some indication of weakness In raw mate-
rial, but all the heavyweight lines hr.-c now-
been opened and most of them withdrawn be-
muse the em .'re production was so.d. Cotton
eplnners would fare badly If they der end
entirely upon domestic business, but fortunately
sotr;e of the mills have sold their entire produc-
tion up to October 1 to China. Footwear s-:ops
ere actually shipping more boots and shoes
through Boston than they were lit th:-> time
last year. notwithstanding- the fact that after
this spring business i.« disposed of there will
be very few orders on hand, owing to thf
tardiness with which fall contracts are placed.

SCHOOL AND FACTORY.
A correspondent takes us to task for suggest-

Ing In the course of an article advocating stricter
child labor laws that in some places a matter of
capital Importance was "the Improvement of
•'schools to give such training to the children
"that they will really benefit rather than suffer
-by exclusion from the factories." Our corre-
spondent asks "why tho exclusion from fac-
"tories now without waiting for the training'
"would cause the children to suffer, and also
"what would be the character of training neees-
"sary to make this exclusion beneficial."

The Tribnne did not say that the children
needed to be trained precedent to exclusion from
factories, as our correspondent evidently thinks,
and, in fact, misquotes us as laying In another
part of his letter. We merely called attention to
the fact that in some parts of the country schools
were so poor that a child might actually be bet-
ter off ina factory. There are undoubtedly some
factories that are better than some schools, so
far as educate a and morals go, and our object

was not to defend factory work for children,

but to urge the necessity of providing every-

where for the children to be excluded from the
factory something better than the surroundings

which Invite to the truancy and vice which are
worse than wage earning for the rising genera-
tion.

Every child should have school opportunities,
but he should also learn to work. Under old
conditions of industry, the farm, the kitchen and
the small shop furnished children with some
practical training along with their school work.
Our life has been transformed by city condi-
tions and factory development and the use of
machinery, yet to a great extent our schools are
conducted on the theory that every child willat
home be fitted for Industry. The result Is that
our country is filled with young men and women
who hnve learned to despise band work, but who
have neither the natural capacity nor the ac-
quired knowledge for anything else. We have
altogether too many loafers conscious of their
eligibility to the- Presidency. We need schools i
whose training Is adjusted to the fact that nine- ;
tenths of the pupils who attend them willpome

day be under the inevitable necessity < f earning

their bread by the sweat of their brow. If they i

are not to recruit the ranks of the vicious and |
criminal

In "The Atlantic Monthly" for February

Mr. Edward Stailwiod discusses" what be calls
•the Democratic predicament." The Demo-
cratic party, he l.i>'<is. if it wants to live a,s a
party, must find ftst It It must abandon Its
fulilo efforts to be all nines to all men. It
must quit trying to! pose one year as "safe and
f-rti'o" and another year as blindly and fiercely

radical. A choice must be made between radi-
calism and 'conservatism; and last November*!
verdict i.as made Bart choice an easy and
a natural one. Says Mr.

*tan wood:

That cannot be a Strong party- In which both
Mr. Cleveland and Mr Bryan are leaders of fic-
tions, nor can it be strong Ifeither of them la
titular leader and the other nominally a fol-
lower. It Is merely the expression of an opin-
ion, which can be neither verified nor refuted,
that at present Mr. Bryan reflects the political
sentiment of by far t.fcc more numerous v.ing of
the j>««rty. Asuumlnir that to be (he fart, the
logical consequence of the existing situation i*
that those who form *hat wing should and will
take permanent control of the organization. In-
asmuch as they would be hampered in the
future, as they have been in the past, by men
who call themselves Democrats, but who have
no sympathy with the forward policy, they
should enter upon their new course with such
rlear and unmistakable statements of their pur-
poses as to compel the withdrawal from the
party of tho?e who are with it, but not of it.

These are in no sense novel ideas. Tho Trib-
une hus commented time and again on the folly
of the Democratic "reorganization" programme
of 1904. We have held that the Democratic
"return to sanity"— preached so vigorously by
Mr. Cleveland and other Eastern leaders— was
a political and logical impossibility. We have
insisted that in spirit and tendency the Demo-
cratic party is now unalterably radical, and
that the "safety and sanity" crusade of 1909
and 1904 was bottomed on gross misconceptions
of political conditions and popular sentiment.
Long before Judge Parker was nominated we
declared that his candidacy was based on false
pretences and false premises, and that it was
foredoomed to failure.
It Is easier to see now that Mr. Cleveland.

Mr. Hilland the Southern managers who made
Judge Parker's nomination possible were abso-
lutely self-deluded when they assumed that the
Democratic party could be recalled to "con-
servative" Ideal?. We scarcely think Mr. Stan-
wood goes far enough when he says that "it is
"merely an expression of opinion, which can
"be neither verified nor refuted, that at pres-
ent Mr. Bryan reflects the political sentiment
"of by far the more numerous wing of the
"party." Mr. Bryan has already taken up the
party reins, and the attitude of the Democrats
in Congress shows he is again the undisputed
Democratic leader. All signs point, indeed, to
an Increase of radicalism in the Democratic
programmes of the near future. Only the South
holds back, and for reasons of its own pleads
loyalty to certain conservative Ideals which it
still finds useful. But If the party is to be a
force again In politics, it must

—
as Mr. Stan-

wood Justly says—be purged of the Influences
which thwart its natural development. Itmust

cast out the so-called "conservatives" who are
"init but not of It," and who invoke Its tradi-
tions and use Its name for wholly ulterior pur-
poses. And this purgation promises to be one
of the political processes meet worth noting In
the next four years.
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
