€ervice men gathered about the corridors, and a
small detall was in the room with the President.
Senator Fairbanks abandoned tie party as it
passed the door of the Vice-President’s room
and entered his new office,

Little business awaited the President. The
bills which were passed vesterday and at the
evening session were presented to him by the
House officers and he signed them quickly. He
had considerable time to devote to Senators and
Representatives who called to pay their respects,

The family of the President and his relatives
and a few intimate personal friends appeared at
the Capitol soon after 11 o'clock, to witness
the ceremonies. Mrs. Roosevelt and the others
of the party left the White House about 11
o'clock, after word was received that the Presi-
dential escort had reached the Capitol, and were
driven in carriages as quietly and unostenta-
tiously as possible to the Capitol, where they
were escorted to seats reserved for them in the
Senate chamber.

FAIRBANKS SWORN ‘IN.

No Flowers in Senate Chamber—
Vice-President’s Brief Address.

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.)

Washington, March 4.—The scene in the Sen-
ate Chamber when the hour of noon approached
was brillilant in the extreme, but somewhat less
80 than usual, because of the entire absence of
flowers, which were forbidden by a resolution
recently adopted. The galleries, however, were
filled with brightly gowned women and many
strikingly uniformed men, and the gay attire of
the diplomatic corps furnished a wealth of color
on the floor of the chamber. Baron von Busche,
military attaché of the Austrian Embassy, clad
in the scarlet and gold uniform of a knight of
Malta, was noticeable in the diplomatic gallery,
as he sat beside the bride of the corps, Mme.
van Swinderen. Count Cassini also presented a
striking appearance in a dark blue uniform, with
a great cloak lined with scarlet silk, and the
German Ambassador was resplendent in a cos-
tume of light blue, with riding boots and sword.
The most gorgeous of them all was the Chinese
Minister, whose costume was of blue, elaborately
embroidered with what appeared to be symbol-
ical designs.

The Presidential row, in the executive gallery
was occupied by Mrs. Roosevelt and Miss Alice
Roosevelt, All of the President's children were
present, as was his sister, Mrs. Cowles. Disre-
garding time-honored precedent, the family of
the Vice-President occupied the front row on the
opposite side of the executive gallery, instead of
that back of the Presidential reservation. Among
the Vice-President's guests were Mrs, Fair-
banks, Mrs. Warren Falrbanks, Mrs. Timmons,
daughter of the Vice-President, and his two
sons and a2 number of other relatives.

The great clock over the door had just indl-
cated the hour of 12, when the sergeant-at-arms
announced “The House of Representatives,” and
that body, headed by Speaker Cannon, entered
the chamber and took seats on the left. Two
members of the House came to the Senate, to
return no more to the lower chamber. They
were Representatives Hemenway and Burkett.
As soon as the members of the House were
seated “the Ambassadors and Ministers of for-
eign countries” were announced, and, headed by
Count Cassini, dean of the corps, they eame for-
ward and took places at the right of the Presi-
dent’s deek, in great chairs so large and high
that the feet of the German Ambassador and of
the Japanecse Minister swung clear of the floor,
as if they had been children.

Members of the Supreme Court followed the
diplomats and took places on the President’s left,
and then came the Vice-President-elect, escorted
by Senator Bacon and Representatives Williams
and Crumpacker. As the Vice-President-elect
entered the chamber Mrs. Falrbanks waved her
hand to him and he returned the salutation with
a profound bow. He took his place at the right
of the President pro tem.

Finally came the President, attended by Sen-
ator Spooner, followed by others of the commit-
tee and the members of the Cabinet. They took

{ seats immediately in front of the rostrum, the

ROOSEVELT TAKES OATH.

Cheered by the Vast Throng —In-
augural Address Delivered.

[(FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.}

Washington. March 4. - A scene of singular
beauty presenteq itself when the President and
his escort issued from the great hrounze doors of
the Capitol and strode down the carpeted alsle
to the stand on which he was to take the oath
of office. The black storm clouds which a few
moments earlier had hung ominously in the west
had given place to a flood of sunshine, and in-
cidentally the April zephyrs of the early morn-
ing had been converted into a brisk, bracing
breeze.

With guidons fiying, sabres and bayonets flash-
Ing and horses ¢champing their bits, the flower
of the military establishmert of the nation, so
placed as to.constitute three sides of a hollow
square of which the Presidential stand made the
fourth, presented arms, and a cheer went up
from the 15,000 spectators who surrounded the
military orzanizations. The President walked |
rapidly down the aisle on the arm of Chief
Justice Fuller, and it required unusual effort on
the part of his escort and the Congress com-
mittee to keep pace with him. Pausing at the
edge of the stand, he surveyed the brilliant
scene and bowed his acknowledgments as the
troops presented arms. Immediately to his left
were drawn in flles of sixteen the West Point
cadets. On his right were the midshipmen from
Annapolis, in the same formation, while directly
opposite the stand was the staff of Lieutenant
General Chaffee, and back of them Squadron A
of New-York, their bright blue uniforms and
gold presenting a striking contrast to the khaki
of the Rough Riders on their left. To the ex-
treme left were the staffs of the Governors of
the States.

Following the President, who was attended
by three members of the Congress committee
which earllier in the day had escorted him to
the Capitol, came the Vice-President, with a
similar esccrt. Then followed the members of
the diplomatic corps, the justices of the Su-
preme Court, the Senate and the House, and
finally the Cabinet. Not, however, until Mrs.
Roosevelt and the other members of his family
were geated, close to the platform on which he
stood, did the President cease to search the
crowds that surrounded him. When they were
seated he bowed to Mrs. Roosevelt and took his
seat.

When the entire assemblage had issued from
the Capitol, Chief Justice Fuller, whose white
locks were covered with a black velvet skull
cap, stepped forward, and, the President having
divested himself of hat and overcoat, stood and
placed his hand on the Bible. In a volce not
only audible, but marked with distinct em-
phasis, he repeated after the Chief Justice the
words of the oath, while all about him stood
with bared heads. It was precisely 1 o'clock
when the President laid his hand on the Script-
ures and only a moment later when he con-
cluded. As he was about to begin his inaugural
address, the ushers and Capitol police endeav-
ored to induce the audience to resume their
seats, and, they proving momentarily unsuc-
cessful, the President added his voice to thelr
requests with a “Please, be seated,” spoken
with an emphasis which caused several elderly
women to gasp as they fell into thelr places,
while men stood not on the order of their sitting,
but =at.

For fifteen minutes the President addressed
the assembled multitude in a voice which carried
well considering tire intensity of the wind, and
his periods were punctuated with enthusiastic
applause. At the close of his remarks four
lvely sailors appeared from beneath the stand
and drew with them a convenient staircase,
which they termed the gangplank. Long before
the cheering had dled away they had the steps
in place, and the President’s carriage was wait-
ing at their foot. The President entered his
carrlage, drawn by four handsome bays, accom-
panied by Senators Spooner and Lodge and Rep-
resentative Dalzell. Next came the carriage of
the Vice-President, which was occupled by Mr.
Fairbanks, Senator Bacon and Representatives
Crumpacker and Willlams.

Squadron A once more assumed its proud posl-
tion at the head of the line, while the Rough
Riders, who rode without sidearms, were drawn
up in line alongside the Presidential carriages,
As they passed the Rough Riders fell into ln#,
followed by the West Point cadets and the An-
napolis midshipmen and the long line of military
and clvic organizations constituting the inaug-
ural procession started down the steep hill and
along the avenue toward the White House.

On the third finger of President Roosevelt's
left hand during the inaugural ceremonies was
a heavily embossed goid seal ring. The ring
was presented to Mr. Roosevelt this morning by
Secretary Hay. Instead of a seal, on the oval
surface of the ring is a receptacle with a glass
face. Under the glass is a lock of hair cut from
the head of Abraham Lincoln, just after his as-
sassination and before his death. While in his
room and waiting for the ceremonies in the Sen-
ate chamber to begin, President Roosevelt called
attention to the ring. Secretary Hay, he said,
had given it to him with the expressed wish
that it should be worn at his inauguration.

“1 am happy to wear it,” added
President, shall always value it
highly."”

without ceasing. The buildings facing the (apl-
tol grounds through which the procession
passed were occupied to their full capacity with
cheering spectators, who waved flags and hand-
kerchiefs. No incident marrad in the slightest
degree the inaugural procession as it left the
scenn of the inaugural address and proceeded
down past the Peace Monument and took its
way toward the White House on the broad
avenue,

The procession formed immediately behind the
carriages of the Presidential party and marched
from the Capitol,

The splendid triumphal pageant, preceded by
a platoon of mounted police, moved up the ave-
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nue, amid the applause of the thousands who
packed the line ¢f march on either side to view
the spectacular and public feature of the day.
The platoon of mounted police who led the way
put their horzes ahead in a rapid gallop in order
to clear the avenue of thousands who with dif-
ficulty were kept on the curbing behind the
ropes. The 5Hth Artillery band foliowed the
platoon of'police, and in stirring time led the
marching men. The more military character of
the return from the Capitol, as contrasted with
the march to the C‘apitol, was due In part to the
fact that the old veterans whe followed the Presi-
dent on foot in the morning bade him farewell
at the Capitol, and their places were taken by
the mounted officers on the staff of the grand
marshal and their special aids.

WHITE HOUSE LUNCHEON.

About 250 Guests Present—A Flag's
Masbehavior.

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAT.]

Washington, March 4.—Just at 2 o'clock the
light blue and gold uniforms of Squadron A
appeared at the east gate of the White House
grounds, after making the return journey from
the Capitol, and the big policeman guarding the
fron portals admitted the new President of the
United States. On the trip fro~ the Capitol
to the White House the President was accom-
Panied by the same party that went with him
to the ceremony of oath taking. On his arrival
at the mansion the President found his lunch-
eon guests awaiting him, to the number of 250.
He shook hands with all of them and then
Joined them at the informal repast in the state
dining room.

During the absence of the President at the
Capltol the White House was nearly deserted.
Only a few messengers and clerks, who, ap-
parently, had no place to go, lingered about
the building and speculated on the length of
time it would require for the notables to re-
turn. At 1 o'clock a flurry of excitement was
caused by the blowing down of the flag which
always floats over the mansion while the Presi-
dent is within the limits of the city. On windy
days the employe who attends to the flag usual-
Iy runs up the smallest of the three sizes pro-
vided, but, as the breeze did not seem to be
strong this morning, the largest of the collec-
tion was floated to the sunlight. No one noticed
the Increasing strength of the gale, and before
any one could haul it down the haliards snapped
and the flag went soaring over the roof and
landed out In the shrubbery two hundred feet
tﬂn the house.

Eddle Norris, tbe White House fireman, made
a plucky effort to replace the flag by shinning
up the pole with the rope in his teeth. He
made the ascent successfully, but just as he
got to the top of the slippery iron pole he lost
his grip on the rope and was compelled to de-
scend. After that Norrls was so tired that he
could not climb the pole again, and, after two
or three attempts, abandoned the task. The
flag was finally replaced by an ex-sailor, Clar-

ence Mills, the rigger of the War, State and
Navy buildings.

ON THE REVIEWING STAND

President Apparently Not Tired by
Three Hour Ordeal.

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.]

Washington, March 4.—President Roosevelt
was on the reviewing stand in front of the White
House for three hours and a half. From 2:43
until 6:15 o’clock he listened to the strains of
national and popular airs rendered by dozens of
bands; saw hundreas of military, pelitical and
soclal organizations pass by; bowed to the Gov-
erners of many States and their gold laced offi-
cers; heard hundreds of thousands of cheers
from loyal throats, and realized that millions
had been spent to make this day the greatest in
the history of national feasts—to do him honor.
Alive to the tremendous import of the occasion,
and filled to the brim with happiness, he showed
no weariness throughout the trying ordeal, al-
though many about him slipped away before it
was half done. Others shivered with the cold
and chaffed at the restraint that official etiquette
placed upon them. He enjoved every minute of
the whole affair, and was as fresh, apparently,
when the last tired marcher reached his stand
and the crowd began to scatter for home as
when he came out on the platform and bowed to
General Chaffee at the start.

The President was in an epigrammatic mood,
and punctuated every step of the proceedings
with remarks, showing his sympathy with every
eiement of the cosmopolitan throng which
stepped before him. The fun began when the
Philippine scouts marched bravely past to the
music of their guardian country, with the Stars
and Stripes waving over them and the drill tac-
tics of the United States army showing in every
movement of their lithe little frames.

“They do pretty well for an oppressed people,™
the President exclaimed. “The wretched serfs
seem to disguise their feelings very carefully.
How I shuddered (o-day when I swore to protect
the Constitution.”

Every one in the President's box turned to
laugh at Senator Bacon and Representative John
Sharp William:s at this sally, and they Joined in
the merriment right heartily.

Just the parade had got well to goinz
past the reviewing stand, a carriage started
westward through the Court of Honor and had
almost reached a point opposite the President
when he noticed its intrusion.
