Next year Mr. Conried says he
does not expect to go on teaur much further than
Baltimore and Washington, and he threatens to
cut out Boston altegether. He hag iittle use for
Boston. There will be no further performances
here this spring.

The season in New-York has been extraordinarily
successful. Seldom have there been bad houses,
and night after night the seating and standing
room has been entirely scld out. It has been much
more profitable than last year, the first of Mr.

Conried’s management, ani probably more success-
ful than Zor several years. f coulse, until the two
months’ road tour is over, the season’s totals will
not be known, Lut Mr. Conried says the road pros-
pects are very ?ood this year, and it would be a
great surprise if the season’s totals did not reach
a high figure. /

THE WEATHER REPORT.

—The disturbance that was over Lake Michigan Friday
night reached the District of Columbia Saturday morning,
and hes now passed into the Middle Atlantic. It caused
general snows ‘n the lower lake region, the Middle States
and New-England, and light rains early Saturday morn-
ing in Maryland, the District of Columbia and Northern
Virginia.

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NO STRYCHNINE FOUND.
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INQUEST TO-MORROW.

Chemists Find No Trace of Drug
Said to Have Killed Mrs. Stanford.

Honolulu, March 4.—High Sheriff Henry de-
clared positively to-night that so far there had
not been discovered any trace of strychnine
either in the stomach or medicines of Mrs. Jane
L. Stanford. Sheriff Henry further said that
he had questioned Drs, Shorey and Duncan re-
garding the progress of their experiments, and
had been informed by them thkat they had found
no trace of strychnine.

It is probable that the inquest will be begun
next Monday. A large number of witnesses
bave been summoned, inciuding a number of
physiclans, some of whom have privately ex-
pressed the opinion that poison caused the death
of Mrs. Stanford.

Bertha Berner and Mary Hunt, secretary and
maid, respectively, to the iate Mrs. Jane. Lathrop
Stanford, intended to ac her body to San
Francisco on the Pacific Mall Steamship Company’s
steamer China, but, in view of the fact that Pro-
fessor David Starr Jordan, president of the uni-
versity, and others associated with the Stanford
interests are coming to Honolulu, it is now be-
lieved that they will remain here.

The sailing for Honolulu on the Alameda to-day
of Captain Jules Callundan, representing a private
detective agency at San Francisco, and Harry C.
Reynolds, of the San Francisco Police Department,
is regarded here as evidence that the authorities of
the latter city, as well as the representatives of the
Stanford estate, believe that Mrs. Stanford was
polsoned, which is against the theory held by some
persons that death was due to natural causes. It is
possible that this conclusion is based on cable mes-
sages sent by High Sheriff Henry to the San Fran-
clsco police asking Information which has not been
given out here. The High Sheriff admits, however,
that the sailing of the detectives from San Fran-
clsco indicates that in their belief a crime has been

committed, and that a thorough investigation will
be held.

San Francisco, March 4—The steamer Alameda,
which sailed for Honolulu to-day, carried as pas-
sengers Dr. David 8. Jordan, president of the Le-
land Stanford, jr., University; Timothy Hopkins,
a trystee of that Institute; Detective Reynolds, of
the local police force, and Captain Callundan, of a
detective agency, the man who had in charge the
investigation of the case surrounding the first at-
tempt to poison Mrs. Stanford in this city. The lat-
ter officer denied the report that he was going to
Honolulu for the express purpose of making an
arrest of a suspect. He refused to state what, if
any, special mission had been undertaken. Mrs.
Stanford's former butler, E. Beverly, refused to
make any statement, simply saying that he was not
on trial by the newspapers.

The story first published in a morning paper here
to the effect that a bottle of strychnine had been
found in the Sen Francisco residence has not been
corroborated.

Stanford University, California, March 4.—Since
Druggist W. E. Jackson made his statement in re-
gard to selling Mrs. Stanford bicarbonate of soda
there have been no developments in Palo Alto or
at the university. It is reported by those familiar
with the Stanford stock farm that strychnine for-
merly was Kept there in large quantities for killing
squirrels, which overran the estate. This strych-
nine would have been open to any one employed at
the stock farm or any one who might see it there,
but as far as can be learned now there has been no
strychnine kept on the farm for several months.

The funeral of Mrs. Stanford will be held at
Palo Alto on Wednesday, March 15. This informa-
tion came late yesterday afternoon to Mrs. Lawton,
a niece of Mrs, Stanford, and wife of Colonel
George Perkins Lawton, at their home, No. 65 West
45th-st. Mrs. Lawton received a telegram from
Charies G, Lathrop, her uncle, the brother of Mrs.

Stanford, at San Francisco, indicating simply the
date of the funeral at Palo Alto. Colonel and Mrs,
Lawton will start for California on Tuesday.

MRS. STANFORD'S WILL.

No Motive for Poisoning Revealed
—Many Gifts to Charity.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

San Francisco, March 4.—Mrs. Stanford's will,
upon which the mystery of a motive for her poison-
ing was thought to rest, proves disappointing. It
was made public this afternoon by executors, and
shows that Mizs Berner, the secretary who had
been with Mrs. Stanford more than twenty years,
receives a bequest of $15,000.

One million dollars, or about one-half of her per-
soral estate, is left to Ariel Lathrop, of Albany,
N. Y., her brother. At his death, without children,
one-half of this sum shall go to his brother, Charles
Gardner Lathrop, and the other half to descend-
ants of his deceased brother, Daniel S. Lathrop, in
the following proportions: One-third to her daugh-
ter, Jennie L. Lawton; one-third to a daughter,
Amy Gardner Hansen, and one-third in equal
shares to Daniel S. Gunning and Amy L.. Gunning,
children of Christina L. Gunning, deceased daugh-
ter of Daniel Shields Lathrop.

To several old servants of her household she gives
§1,000 each; to the Oid Ladies' Home in Albany,
$10.000; to the Protestant Orphan Asyldm, of Al-
bany, $10,000; to the Order of Elks, San Francisco,
“of which my deceased brother, Henry C. Lathrop,
was a member,” §10,000; children’'s hospitals, San
Francisco, $10,000, Californla Woman's Hospital,
San Francisco, $10,000, Sisters of the Holy Family,
for the benefit of their cdonvent. San Francisco,
$10,000; Hebrew Home of Benevolence, San Fran-
cisco, $5,000; Sheltering Arms, San Francisco, $5.000;
College of Notre Dame, San Jose, $5,000; various
loecal charities, $5,000 each; all her wardrobe, wear-
ing apparel and household linen, to be divided be-
tween Charles Gardner Lathrop and his daughter,
Jennie Stanford Lathrop. To Charles Gardner
Lathrop is also given all the silver plate not al-
ready given to the university,

All the remainder of her property is given to
Stanford University. <Charles Gardner Lathrop,
Russell J. Wilson, Timothy Hopkins, Joseph D.
Grant, Whitelaw Reid and T. G. Crothers are
named as executors, without bonds.

The will provides that Charles G, Lathrop shall
be retained in the board of directors of the Pacific
Improvement Company, and as business manager
of the Stanford University beoard of trustees, at
a salary of $12,000 a vear, as long as he desires to
retain this place. The will also provided that
if any legatee attempts to disturb it, he or she
chall be given only $00, and closes with these
words:

I wish thus publicly to acknowledge my great
gratitude to an all wise, loving Heavenly Father
for His sustaining grace through the Iast ten years
of bereavement, triai and disappointments. In al]
I have leaned hard on this great Comforter, and
found rest and peace. have no doubt about a
future life beyond this, a fuir land where no more
tears will be shed, and no more partings had.”

The will was signed on Jul k . A codicil
added on August 10, 1904, provides that ‘‘a necklace
of Oriental pearls, three chains of Zed pearls for
the neck, and my private car Stanford be sold, and
also allow my other jewels which are not in the
box of jewels heretofore given by me to the trus-
tees of the university, to be sold by them, and the
proceeds of all these sales to be turned over to the
trustees of the university.”

CHANCELLOR H. L. MULDROW.

Starkville, Miss.,, March 4.—Chancelior H. L. Mul-
drow, who served as First Assistant Secretary of
the Interfor in President Cleveland's first term, is
dead at his home here at the age of sixty-eight
years. Judge Muldrow was well known through-
out the South.

Henry Lowndes Muldrow was born in Lowndes
County, Miss., in 1837, and was graduated from the
University of Mississippl and admitted to the bar
in 1859. He entered the Confederate army in 1861,
and held varfous positions in the line, and at the
close of the war surrendered at Forsyth, Ga., as
colonel of cavalry. He held the position of Dis-
trict Attorney for the 6th Judicial District of
Mississippi from 1869 to 1871, was elected to the
State legislature in 1875, and in 1876 was elected a
member of Congress.

In the 48th Congress he was chairman of the Com-
mittee on Private Land Claims and a member of
the Committee on the District of Columbia. In 155
L. Q. C. Lamar, Secretary of the Interior under
President Cleveland, made him his first assistant.
He had voted for Secretary Lamar for Senator
when a member of the Misslesippi Legislature, and
succeeded him as member of Congress.

F. A. La Roche, the automobilist, died in the
Presbyterian Hospital early yesterday morning
from a complication of diseases. He had been Il
for about six weeks. He had intended going to the
Ormond races in Florida this year, and resuming
his racing, which he quit about a year ago, but a
day before the Importers’ Automobile Show opened
in this city, just prior to the races, he was
taken ill.

Mr. La Roche was well known in automobile
circles and was treasurer and a dlrector of the
American Darracq Automobile Company. He was
also a director of the Empire Electrical Instrument
Company and president of the F. A. La Roche
Company.

Probably his best known performance as an
automobilist was his record-breaking trip last fail
from this city to St. Louis and return without once
stopping the motor of his car. He covered the dis-
tance of thirty-four hundred miles in fifteen days
and two hours. There was scme talk after La
Roche made the record that the run was not sanc-
tioned by the American Auntomobile Association,
but it was later announced that the touring com-

mittee of that body granted the sanction.
In July he establizshed a record from this city to
Boston, going over the distance twice, a total of

1,058 miles, in 6 hours and 5 minutes. Mr. La
Roche was one of the principals in many im-

rtant automobile tournaments and did much
oward perfecting automobiles in this countrv. He

was a man of vigorous constitution and led an
active life

Mr. La Roche was horn in France about fortv-
thres vears ago, and was one of the first of his
coun to take up the development of the
rac antomobile in this country. He was a char-
ter member of the Automobile Club of America.

$100,000,000 BOND [SSUE.

Pennsylvania Railroad Stockholders
To Be Asked to Authorize It.

Philadelphia, March 5.—“The North Ameri-
can' this morning says: *“The Pennsylvania
Railroad Company, at its annual meeting, to be
held on March 14, will ask the stockholders to
authorize an issue of $100,000,000 of new bonds.

As in the case of the People's Symphony concerts,
the performers were not exactly equal to the thing
performed, less nearly equal in this case, indeed,
than in the case of the concerts. Miss Ethel Brown-
ing, Ashlev Miller and Ben S. Mears, as Juliet,
Romeo and Mercutio, alone were able to approx-
imate their parts, but they succeeded at times
remarkably well, especially Miss Browning. The
performance was directed by Dr. Sargent, and as
time goes on and the performances move—as is the
intention—to a larger theatre, the company will be
strengthened and improved. What Mr. Smith would
most welcome just now, in all probability, is
money. Good actors are not so numerous yet that
their services can b’e secured for a song.
