DR. DAVID MURRAY.

Dr. David Murray. a well known educator., died
at his home at New-Brunswick yesterday, after a
protracted illness. Dr. Murray was born in Bovina,
Delaware County, N. Y., in 1820. He was grad-
uated from Union Coliege in 1852, received the hon
orary degree of Ph. D. #rom the University of the
State of New-York in 1863, and that of L1. D. from
Rutgers College in 1873, und from Union College
in 1874. He was principal of the Albany Academy
from 1857 until 1863, and in the latter vear was
elected professor of mathematics and astronomy in
Rutgers College, in which position he served until
1873

The embassy fre= Japan which visited America
and Europe in 1872 invited him to become the ad-
viser to the imperial Minister of Educatlon. This
position he held from 1873 until 1879. On leaving
that country in 1879 the Emperor bestowed on him
the Decoration of the Rising Sun in appreciation
of his services. He was then made secretary of
the Board of Regents of the University of the State
of New-York. II1 health obliged hlm to resign this

SAVES 2,500,000 ACRES.

Change in Lieu Land Law Approved by the
President.

Washington, March 6 -Two and =2 half million
pcres of timper land will be saved tn the govern-
ment by the operation of a short act to which
President Rooseveit affixed his signature in the last
moments of the 38th Congress. The act prohibits
the seiection of timber lands in exchange for lands
which have been included within forest reserves.

The Lieu Land law was enacted in 1897. It had
no reatrictions, simply entitling persons holding
lands in forest reserves to make selections oise-
where in exchange for their forest reserve lands.
In 1900 these lieu sections were limited to surveyed

million acres of forest reserve lands have been ex-
changed for other lands. and almost universally the
exchange has been made for timbtered land= out-
pide of forest reserves. Nearly half of this land so
exchanged is owned by the land grant rallroads.
A report to Congress from the Commissioner of
the General Land Office places the amount of lands

and a half milllon acres, and the provision in the
act in question that hereafter lieu sejactions must
be made from untimbered lands Is calculated to
save just that much timbered land which is out-
gide nf forest reserves.

EJECTS EX-SENATOR CANNON.

The charges were based on editorial utterances of
“The Tribune,” including “an address to the earth-
iy king of the Kingdom of God.”" Mr. Cannon ad-
mitted the authorship.

NEW GRADE IN SCHOOLS.

Consolidates Seventh and FEighth
Elementary Y ears.

The first real intermediate school lias been estab-
lished In this city, in accordance with the plan of
City Superintendent Maxwell, to separate the sev-
enth and eighth years of the elementary schoeol
course and flnally to add to these the first high
school year. The first school of this type is now
regularly organized in Public Scheol No. 111, Ves-
try-st., near Greenwich-st. It is made up of six-
teen classes of boys and girls who formerly oc-
cupied the grades of the last two years at No. 111
and at No. 3, which was burned down a few days
ago.

t time classes. Excellent results have already
een obtained in The Bronx by Thomas S. O'Brien,
Assoclate City Superintendent. He @id not estab-
lish a regular intermediate school, but consolidated
#mall upper classes in centrally located bulldings,
where they continued, as before, simuply portions of
the elementary schools in which they were located.
