A SOCIAL EVIL BUREAU.

Nine Would Take Important Duty
from the Police.

At the close of & long session held yesterday
by the Committee of Nine at No. 21 Broad-st,,
at the office of Isaac N. Seligman, it was stated
that the committee favored the establishment
of a bureau for the regulation of the social
evil. This would take away from the police the
supervizsion of disreputable and disorderly
houses. It does not mean the segregation plan,
however. The committee is opposed to taking
out of police jurisdiction the enforcement of
the excise law.

It is sald that the draft of the committee's
preliminary report and the proposed amend-

ments relating to the Police Department have
been prepared. The committee will continue
its sessions to-day, The preliminary report may
be made public on Thursday.

TRYING “WHITECAPPERS.”

Alabama Court Will Pass Sentence
on White Brutes.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Montgomery, Ala., March 10.—James M. Sand-
ers, Buford McCall, John Green and Richard
Mann, white men, of Barbour County, pleaded
gullty in the United States Court to *“white-
capping.” They were charged in indictments
with having badly persecuted three negroes,
Marion Shipman, Munch Barfield and Allen
Curry. At a former preliminary trial some
startling facts were revealed. Shipman testified
that he had been taken from his home in
the night, beaten badly, maimed and struck
with brass knuckles by the defendants,
and managed finally to escape with his life.
The specific charge is a violation of Section 5,508
of the Revised Statutes, or forming a con-
spiracy to persecute or oppress the negroes. The
men will be sentenced in a few days by Judge
Thomas G. Jones. These cases were prosecuted
at the instigation of Julius Sternfeld, special
United States Attorney in the peonage and
“whitecapping” cases.
