RIGHTS OF THE PUBLIC.

Views of Frederick W. Seward on
the Disregard of Them.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Bir: When workingmen began to combine into
societles to help each other in cases of sickness,
death or lack of employment, the American peo-
ple approved and applauded.

When they extended the scope of their or-
gunizations in order to improve their condition
and to obtain better hours and wages from
grasping employers, the public was disposed to
give them warm sympathy and aid.

‘When, more recently, they hit upon the policy
of attacking the public itself and inflicting the
greatest discomfort on the greatest possible
number, the public began to inquire whether It
had any rights in the matter. Promptly came
the answer that it had none but to submit.

So, under the lead of idle demagogues who
fill their pockets out of the workman's scanty
wages, we have had the most extraordinary
eeries of threats end demands that any frae
people ever put up with. One winter we were
tojd that we could have no fuel to warm our
homes. The next summer we were not to be al-
lowed to build our own houses or construct our
own roads, the penalty being assault and bat-
tery. Then we were forbidden to bear arms in
defence of our country. Then, later, we were
informed that our supply of meat and vegetables
should be cut off. Then we were not to be al-
lowed to ship any freight. Finally the delib-
erate attempt was made to prevent the people

of our greatest city from going up and down to
their homes or places of business.

Could any policy be more silly, absurd and
suicidal than this of assailing and persecuting
the very people from whom they derive their
support, their rights, and even the right to or-
ganic existence?

It is the simplest of rules in mathematics that
“a part cannot be greater than the whole”; yet
one part after another of our body politic imag-

ines it can dictate and control all the
rest. Of course, the attempt, sooner or later,
fails. This American nation of ours does not

intend to be at the mercy of any class or frac-
tion of itself. Any church that would try to
dominate the whole community would speedily
come to grief. Any political party that would
wreck the State or Union for its own ends in-
variably does come to grief. Any corporation or
combination that puts itself in opposition to the
whole people meets the same fate. Any monop-
oly, whether of capital or labor, however im-
posing in numbers and resources, that antago-
nizes the interests of the general public, wiil
inevitably end in disaster. One would imagine
that so plain a lesson would not need to be
learned over and over again. But, as Carlyle
remarked, “the crop of fools is perennial,” and
they can always find knaves to lead them.

WARNS OFFICESEEKERS.
!

President Will Consider No More
Applications at Present.

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.)

Washington, March 11.—President Roosevelt
nounced to-day that he would not consider any
more applications for daip tie and 1
places until after he returns from Texas and Colo-
rado. Within the last few days the pressure has
been so great that a large proportion of the Presi-
dent’s time has been consumed in listening to the
pleas of officereekers. Postmaster General Cortel-
you's announcement yesterday “that for the pres-
ent, at least, the policy of the administration will
be to retain departmental incumbents in their
places, irrespective of their length of service,” did
not seem to have any deterrent effect on those who
are looking for places, for they flocked to the White
House in great numbers to-day.

Among thoseé who called at the White House to-
day In quest of places in the foreign service was
Senator Heyburn, of Idaho. He wanted the con-
sulship at Chatham, Canada, for George N. Ift,
Editor of “The Pocatello Tribune,’ and Repre-
sentative Southard, of Ohio, asked for two places
in the consular list for constitusn but_did not
receive much encouragement. The esident ad-
vised him t¢ pay a visit to Assistant Secretary
Loomis, at 9um State Department, and talk the
matter over with him. Representative Bartholdt,
of Missourl, was the third Congressman who came
consul hunf:nx. présenting tne names of four men
who have been sclected by the ?epl:ibucan or-

abroad.

‘“I'hese are ail excellent men,” said Dr. Bartholdt,
‘“and they hail from St. Louis, Sedalia, Moberly
and Franklin County, k0 you see they are pretty
well scattered over the State. Unfortunately, [
learn that Missouri's gnota of appointments is more
than full, and there is no immediate prospect of
any of the men securing places. When the time
comes, or, rather, when the vacancies come, they
will be given consulates, if the efforts of the Mis-
souri Republican organization can help them.

AGAINST ART TARIFF.

W. M. Chase Speaks Before League
for Political Education.

Before William M. Chase began his talk en
‘Whistler yesterday morning, before the League for
Political Education, In West 44th-st., he had some-
thing to say regarding the tariff on art. Robert
Erskine Ely said the league had taken up the aboli-
tion of the tariff on art, and asked Mr. Chase to
express his views on the subject.

Mr. Chase declared that, so far as he knew, there
was no sectlon or department In which an opinion
was to be found in favoer of the tariff on art. It
was a detriment to the American artist, and did
not favor the American people. Americans did not
realize to what extent art was not a luxury. Art
Was a necessity. The wealth of France depended
on the arts of the nation.

Mr. Chase sald that from every possible point of
view he was in favor of an absolute removal of
tariff from works of art. The artists, as a body,
were in favor of its abolition, They considered
the tariff a gross injustice to them because a
fictitious value was placed on foreign products.
The schools of France and Germany were open
to studgma of any nation free, and It wculd seem
a gross’injustice for this reason alone that a tariff
be placed on foreign art productions.

Mr. Chase asserted that America stood In need
of the cheap kind of art that the tariff would
keep out of this country, for the reason that it
supplies the people with as much as they can
afford and understand asz a beginning in the a
preciation of art. He hoped the league wouﬁ;
succeed in abolishing the tariff on art, and then
talked of ‘“Whistler; the Man and His Art” He
touched on the witty side of the man, relating
many anecdotes, and passed to the serious side of
his art. He maintained that Whistler's pictures
would Mast for all time as the great works of art
of a great man and a great artist.

FIND SUBTERRANEAN SHIP

Workmen in East River Tunnel

Strike Sunken Bark.

Workmen engaged in sinking a shaft to the |
south tube of the Rapid Transit tunnel at Fur-
man and Joralemon sts., Brooklym, have dis-

covered the hull of a vessel nearly eighteen feet
below ground. Those who have considered the :
matter have come to the conclusion that the I
ship must have blown ashore nearly 100 years '
ago. The black oaken timbers are in an ex- |
cellent state of preservation-and are giving the |
workmen much trouble. They are not at all |
Interested in the historical side of the discovery, |
and will not disturh any part of the old vessel !
except that which lies in the way of their work.

The ship lies half under Furman-st. and half ‘
under the buildings on the south side of Jorale- |
mon-st.,, some distance from the bulkhead line, |
which was established fifty years ago. Persons
about the docks say that at least fifty years must
have been passed while the hulk was sinking
entirely out of sight.

From the size of the ribs it is estimated the
ship was a bark of about three hundred tons
turden. The contractors say no old resident has
come forward with the recollection of any wreck
bhaving lain at that point. What is thought to
be the skull of a dog was found on the ship, but
no human bones or anything that would give a
clew to the identity of the vessel have been
seen,

The two tubes of the tunnel, which were
started out under the water from the shaft at
Garden Place, met with no obstruction, as they
passed under the hull. The old shaft at Garden
Place is now being closed, and that part of
Joralemon-st. will, within a few months, assume
its former aspect,
