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A DOXN OF IRISH DESCENT.

§t. Patrick the Patron of King Al-
fonso’s New Envoy to America.

King Alfonso selected St. Patrick's Day for ap-
pointing a# his new envoy to the United States a
diplomat of Irish descent, bearing an Irish name,
and chief of a family which is so proud of its
Irish origin that it celebrates St. Patrick’s Day
each year in the chapel bearing its name that
forms part of the anclent parish church of Ortova.

The envoy’'s name is Don Bernardo de Cologan,
Marquis de Ja Candia. and he is descended from the
Irish family of McColgans, of County Meath. After
the battie of the Boyne the McColgans, in common
with many of the old Cathoiic famiiies of Ireland
who had remained fafthful to the Stuart dynasty,
were exiled. Known as the “Wild Geese,” they mi-
grated to Spain, scme of them settling at Teneriffe.
Baron Humbolt, the famous scientist, spent a con-
siderable time under the McColgan roof at Teneriffe,
uxd in recognition of the hospitality which he re-
ceived there gave the name of Cologania to a new
gcenus of plant which he had discovered.

Subsequently, by intermarriage with the noble
Spanish family of Faraqui, the land on which stood
one of the most famous trees in the world—namely,
the Dragon Tree of Ortova—passed into the posses-
slon of the McColgans, who by this time had trans-
formed their name into De Cologan.

The new envoy is a very tall, handsome and ac-
complished man, married, with a family of chil-
dren, and was dean of ghe diplomatic corps at
Peking at the time of tim siege of the legations,
where he greatly distinguished himself, not only
by his bravery and resourcefulness, but also by the
unfalling good humor which went far to keep up
the spirits of those associated with him in the de-
renge of the legations. Since his departure from
Peking he has been Minister at Tangier, which,
from a Spanish point of view, is a most important
post. I may add that he speaks English perfectly,
with just a suspicion of a brogue to recail his Irish
origin, ;

SUNDAY REST IN SPAIN.

King Alfonso's new “Sunday Rest Law” is
thgrough!y and charzacteristically Spanish, and
will not, I fear, meet with the approval of the
leaders of the Sunday Rest Movement in this
country. Thus bullfights are to be allowed on
the Sabbath, the Council of State and the Cortes
having decided that the prohibition of bullfights
on Sunday would be conirary lo the spirit of the
Sunday rest law, since as the torreros and bull-
fighters, having no work to do duringz the week,
do not mneed rest on Sunday; secondly, if
bullfights were to be held on any other day of
the week, they would have the effect of ta'klnx
people away from their work, and also because
the work of the torreros cannot be considered as
labor, but rather as an art, on a line with that
of the actors of. those semi-sacred plays ‘a,nd
éramas the performance of which is expressly
permitted by the new law on Sunday. So that
the Sabbath will continue, as heretofore, to be the
one day of the week devoted throughout the length
and breadth of Spein to the national sport of bull-
Sghting.

CURZON TO YIELD THE *“PAS.”

The 2ction of the King, by the by, in appoint-
ing the Prince to be Lord Warden of the Cinque
Ports, in place of Lord Curzon, who resigned
that office on his departure for India last fall, is
not without precedent, for during the thousand-
year-old history of the Cingues Ports, the office
of Lord Warden has been filled on no less than
eix different occasions by the helr to the throne,
It has been wise to abandon Walmer Castle as a
place of residence. The foundations and subsoi]
of the place are impregnated, much like & sponge,
with the sewage of centuries, and the attempt to
put the place into a sanitary condition would vir-
tually entall the ‘tearing to pleces and rebuilding
of more than half the castle. Henceforth it is to
be used merely as e sort of museum.

King Leopold, while in the South of France the
other day, gave proof of an immense amount of
presence of mind end of not a little pluck and un-
selfishness. While riding in his motor at a high
rate of speed along the splendid Corniche Road
he suddenly saw in the middle of the road a woman
pushing & perambulator and leading by the hand
a little child.

The big car, shaken from stem to stern by the
power of the reversing lever, slackened speed sensi-
bly, swerved, whirled to one side and tumbled into
the ditch on its side.

A minute or so later an elderly gentleman, with
white hair and long white beard, picked himself
painfully up out of the ditch, wiped the dirt from
bis face and clothing, and then, removing his hat,
courieously endeavored to allay the alarm of the
terror-stricken woman and children.

Of course, King Leopold in ditching his car had
done the only thing to be done under the ecifrcum-
_stances; but few even of the most experienced and
level-headed of motorists would have had the pres-
ence of mind and the courage to do it just at that
particular instant.

LORD MOUNTMORRESS MISSION.

Lord Mountmorres has returned from his trip to
the Congo, which he undertook in behalf of the
London newspaper, “The Globe.” for the pu‘pose of
investigating impartially the stories of Belgian
atrocitiee. He went out to the Congo last June, has
been zlmost as far as the Uganda frontier to the
east, has crossed the French colony of Ubangi,

Congo and Charife, on the north, and has come back |

on the south side of the equator, almost losing hls
life by a severe attack of fever during his tour.

The Viscount has nothing but what is pleasant to
say of those portions of the Free State which are
under the direct contrcl and administration of the
government. But he gives the most shocking ac-
counts of the condition of affairs in those parts of
the Free State that have been leased or conceded to
the infamous Anglo-Belgian India Rubber Com-
pany, which, indifferent to the methods by which
the rubter is obtained, is responsible for all the
eirocities which ‘have been perpetrated in that part
of Africa—atroeities which Lord Mountmorres con-
firms. He declares that the initials of this com-
pany forms the word “Abir,” which throughout
the Congo Valley is synonymous for everything
that is cruel, abominable and inconceivably wicked.
King Leopold owes it to the civilized world to an-
nul these concessions and leases to the Abir, Lord
Meurtmmorres says, even though he sustains heavy
loss ihereby, as onc of the largest shareholders
of thé company.

CAUSE OF CZAREVITCH'S ILLNESS.

It now a2ppears that the indisposition of the young
Czarevitch of Russia, which caused some little
anxiety last month, and which led to the circulation
of repcrts that his life was in danger, was caused
by the necessity of suddenly weaning him. Up
1l then he had been nursed exclusively by his
mother, the Czarina. who would allow no one else
to undertake this maternal duty. But the shock
caused Ly the sudden news of the appalling death
of her brother-in-law, the Grand Duke Bergius,
rendered it impessible for her to continue her self-

This means that the ex-Crown Princess, {f
she attempted to take her child away from Flor-
ence, would be prevented from doing so by the
Italian authorities. In fact. the control of the
hild may be satd to have passed from her to the
talian couses.
Meanwhile fresh complications have arisen
gh the institution of & suit for judicial separa-
tion by the Countess Guicclardini against her hus-
band on the ground of his alleged relations with the
ex-Crown Princess. The countess, who s the
daughter of Don Enrigue Morenn, the Argentine

Now, however, that he
has compromised his name, her own and that of
their children by his attentions to the ex-Crown
Princess, she insists on a full fledged judicial sep-

aration is all that the countess can hope to obtain.

THE DRAMA.

MANSFIELD IN SHAKESPEARE.

‘The Bhakespearian characters included in Mr.

Mansfleld’s repertory are Richard III, Shylock,
Henry V, and Brutus. Last night, at the New
Amsterdam Theatre, he Impersonated Richard III.
This part he “has been accustomed to act, from
time to time, since the spring of 1889, when, In his
s 4 London he made a superb revival
of the historical tragedy In which Shakespeare
has perpetuated, and blasted, the memory of the
last Plantagenet King. His achievement was brill-
fant and powerful in the beginning, and it has
ever since grown in brilllancy and power. His
book of the play is a version devised by himself,—
@ version that preserves much of the original text,
with but little of Cibber, and one that readily
lends itself to diversified and opulent scenic dis-
xflay. Tte action begins with the scene, from
“Henry VL” {n which that miserable monarch re-
celves news of Queen Margaret's defeat at Tewks-
bury, and then passes to a glittering processional,
before the Tower of London, in which King Ed-
ward's radlant Queen is the chief figure. And
thereafter it discovers the murder of the deposed
King Henry VI; Gloster's strange and dreadful
wooing of Lady Anne,—assigned to a rural place in
the road from London to Chertsey; the episods of
the young Princes; the Buckingham plot; the
hypocritical interview of Gloster with the Mayor
of London; the temptation and fa!l of Tyrrel; the
ruin of Buckingham; the march of King Richard to
battle with the rebellious Eari of Richmond; the
vision of the spectres; and the fatal catastrophe on
Bosworth Fleld—where Richard made his last
frantic, splendid charge, and rode bravely to his
death. For stage purposes, at least, in Mr. Mans-
fleld’s scheme, enough of Shakespeare's play is thus
preserved; and through these successive scenes, sg
eloquently illustrative of ambition, craft, and the
rise and fall of a wicked, wretched human being,
Mr. Mansfield as Gloster moves with grisly energy
and sinuous grace, a terrible image of evil force
and a wonderful example of retributive justice in
the moral government of mankind.

Shakespeare’'s portrayal of Richard III which
follows Sir Thomas More's “Life of the Prince,” a
work Inspired, if not actually, to some extent,
written, by Morton, after King Henry VII had
made him Archbishop of Canterbury, is in some re-
spects false, and in other respects dubious. Rich-
ard was guiltless of most of the erimes that have
been imputed to him, and tne proof of his inno-
cence is ample and conclusive. Historians, how-
ever, continue to differ, arnd so the reputation of
the great King remalns darkened with perpetual
blight, and the world perceives him, not as he was
in actual life, but as he stands in Shakespeare's
play—with Cibber's glossary, which makes him a
savage brute. In Shakespeare's play he is a ruth-
less murderer, and, in that sense, a monster of
wickedness, but he is a man of genius, and he
rossesses human attributes. He wreaks himself
upcn life by the power of tremendous will, and he
moves through crime and slaughter to the summit
o¢ earthly dominion: but his heart is corroded with
remorse; his spirit is slowly broken by dread visions
of vague and awful shapes of haunting horror;
and, though audacious and terrible, to the last, in
the delirium of desperation, he is finally vanquished
by retributive justice,—working in the soul itself,—
and he di»s, as he has lived, by treachery and vio-
lence. The thema of the tragedy, accordingly, is
mortal life deflant of divine law, and the omnip-
otence of divine law, operative in the domination
of mortal life. Historically,—no matter by whom
represented —the play is only partly true. Dramat-
fcally, as represented by Mr. Mansfleld, it conveys
a great volume of truth, and conveys it in a won-
derfully impressive way. The old custom, sequent
on the error of taking Gloster's extravagant words
in a literal sense, and showing Richard as a biood-
boltered miscreant, with a bulldog visage, a huge
hump, a spavined walk, and a croaking voice, and
mraking him a loathsome and sanguinary ruffian,
has been discarded by Mr. Mansfleld—if, Indeeq,
it was ever known to him.

The theory of his performance, long ago disclosed,
assumes that a practical consideration should be
given to the lapses of time which may be supposed
to occur in the continuance of Gloster's career, and
that the Prince should be shown as slowly devel-
oped from a youth of evil propensities to a man of
evil deeds, and that as much goodness as possible
should be infused Into the Shakespearian concep-
tion. in order to account for the remorse and to
prelude the collapse. At the time of King Henry's
death in the Tower (the natural death of a broken-
hearted, half-demented prisoner) the Prince was
only nineteen: when killed at the battle of Bos-
worth he was only thirty-three. Mr. Mansfleld dis-
eriminates between several episodes in his life, and
thus ingeniously endeavors to display the reaction-
ary effect that his crimes produce upon his soul,
and consequently upon his body. The theory is
subtle and interesting, and, though the application
of it does not materially affect the substance apd
significance of the actor’s ideal, it certainly does
fmport a diversity into the representation, and per-
haps it deepens a sense of fidelity to nature in the
general effect. The underlying purpose is to make
the character natural. There comes a time In Rich-
ard’'s experience when his will begins to break,
under the affliction of remorse. The greater trage-

dians of the past assiened that change to the
moment when the King's mother, Interrupting
him in his expedition, launches upon him the,

awful terror of her curse. Mr. Mansfleld makes
him a sufferer from remorse, as early as the throne
gcene, and before the King has been apprised that
his little nephews have been murdered. In fact,
almost from the beginning, the existence is indi-
cated of an agonized conflict between active de-
moniac depravity and vague, nameless, human
dread. The effect is subtle, but while it is an ef-
fect of terror it is also one of pity. At first the
demeanor of Gloster is gay and light,—even his
tones belng expressive of a blithe, mocking. jauntily
cynical spirit. Later, when years of evil scheming
and wicked act have desolated his brain and shat-
tered his nerves, this light manner disappears: the
face becomes lined and pallid, the eves are hollow,
the tones are deep and harsh, the person is emaci-
ated, end the demeanor is rapid, ruthless, and des-
perate. The man changes, the essential character
remaining the same, but its condition varying, ac-
cording to the effect of experience. The result of
all this studious care is a splendid consistency of
fresh. swift, vigorous execution: but Richard re-
mains, as he has ever been, a massed type of evil;
as rounded and finished at the beginning as at the
end: a sardonic, scoffing monster of malignity, who
yvet retains some of the attributes of humanity,
and. therefore, while odious in hls success, Is
pitiable in his ruin.

In technical treatment of this ideal Mr. Mansfiald

uses the delicate art of the grimly sarcastic
comedian, as applied to tragedy. The domi-
nant attributes are concentration of intellect

and flexibility of expression. The filne moments are
Gloster's dissimulation with the Mayor of London;
the furtive, stealthy allurement of Buckingham, to
murder the Princes (and that Duke of Bucking-
ham, who lies buried near Salisbury, probably,
knew more about the fate of those royal boys than
anybody else did); the panic, when a blood-red light
smites upon his throne and his guilty hand: the
sinister, moody menace to Lord Stanley: the subtle
indication of impending murfler for Tyrrel, after
that ruffian’s exit; and the awful, hysterical frenzy,
when, in the Tent scene, after awakening from
horrid dreams of the ghosts of his victims, the
King mistakes Catesby for yet another phantom of
the dead, and shrleks with frantic joy at finding
him to be a living man.

MUSIC, -

The Kneisel Quartet.

The Kneisel Quartet, of Boston, brought its thir-
teenth annual series of concerts in New-York to
a close last night with an entertainment in Men-
delssohn Hall which was full of unalloyed de-
light. Two artists came on from Boston to help
Messrs. Kneisel, Theodorowicz, Svecenski and
Schroeder. They were Ernest Schelling, pianist,
who had his introduction to a metropolitan audi-
ence at the concert of the Boston Symphony Or-
chestra last Saturday, and Joseph Keller, violon-
cellist. The evening was given up to melody.
Saint-Saéns's planoforte quartet in B flat, in
which a modern dallles lightly and fantastically
with the severe contrapuntal forms; Hugo Woll's
“Italian Serenade,” in which a youthful German
revolutionary speaks the Itallan tongue, and mixes
its graces with singular and strange idioms, which
lend it an altogether unigque piquancy: and Schu-
bert's quintet for two violins, one viola and two
vicloncellos, in which the master melodist of
the last century frolicked with the Miting
rhythms of the Vienna which he loved and
also soared heavenward In loving imitation
of his father-in-art Beethoven,—these were the
compositions which made up the programme. And
in the performance of these pleces the lovellest
traditions of the guartet werd exemplified, es-
pecially in the slow movement of the quintet.
More perfect chamber music playing than that it
can scarcely be given any one to imagine.

It must linger in the memories of all who heard
it like a benediction at the close of a season that
has been uplifting in all its features. The
“Serenade” of Wolf had been heard at the first
concert of the organization, and it bore repetitior
extremely well, especially since it was given
with even more animation and gayety than
on its first performance, It delighted the audience,
but the climax of the evening was reached in the
Schubert adagio. From that the listeners seemed
loath to depart, and could it have been repeated—so
it seemed—no more music would have been asked.
Over and over agein the applause broke out after
the artists had settled down to continue their
graclious ministrations; over and over again the
players had to rise to bow their thanks for new
outbursts of applause. The pianoforte quartet had
more or less of a perfunctory performance, and its
effect suffered from a want of balance between the
strings and the pianoforte.
