HILLIS AT OPEN AIE MEETING.

Alabama Commission Peremptorily Orders
Southern to Construct One.

Montgomery. Ala.. April 3.—The Alabama Rail-
road Commission to-day peremptorily ordered the
Southern Railway to build at Mobile. Ala., a union
passenger station, to cost approximately $250,«W,
and it is furthermore ordered that actual work on
the structure shall begin not later than forty days
from to-day.

The station had been previously ordered built,but
this had not been done, and Mobile appealed to the
State Commission.

MUST BUILD 1280,000 STATION.

Raise Only About Half ai Great as Was
Predicted, ItIs Now Said.

Pittsburg, April 3.—The much heralded advance
in wages to the employes of the United States
Steel Corporation will not affect as many of the
men as bad been expected, and instead of the wage
list increase amounting to $9,000,000 it will hardly
reach the $4,000,000 mark, according to reports to-
day. The only employes who will be benefited
by the wage increase will be the various laborers
in tbe different plants and mills of the company,
some of the blast furnace workers and a few other
worker*. The Amalgamated Association will take
the matter up at the annual meeting in Detroit
next month.
