On motion of
the Rev. Dr. James M. King, corresponding secre-
tary of the board of church extension, it was final-
lydecided to point a committee of five, one from

each of the four districts of th» conference, and

one at large, to consider the resolution and report

on it to-morrow morning, when final action willbe

taj^n. This committee, appointed by Bishop Ham-

ilton is the Rev. Arthur Thompson. Chancellor

Day of Syracuse University, representing the New-

York district; the Rev. W. F. Compton. of the

Kingston District; the Rev. J. J. Dean, of the New-

burg district, and the Rev. Dr. J. M. King, mem-

Chaaeellor Day declared the implications in the

resolution were the most serious he had ever heard

on the floor of the conference.

to accept the appointment as superintendent of the
Five Points Mission effort. Among those whose
freinds ate conducting a strenuous canvass for the

JCew-York District presiding eldership are the Rev.

Dr. A. J. Palmer, now presiding elder of the New-
burg District; the Rev. Dr. Ezra Squire Tipple, Of

Grace Methodist Episcopal Church, and the Rev.

Dr. George P. Eckman. of St. Paul's Methodist
Episcopal Church. Dr. Tipple's canvass ;s alleged

to be handicapped by the fact that he is in line for
an sjipointment to a professorship soon in Drew
Theological Seminary, the chair of practical theol-
ogy, and that if he obtained the New-York or the
Foughkeepsie district appointment confusion might
result from nis eventual resignation to accept the

Charge City Churche* ttith Forcing
DucriminatioTU.

The session of the N>w-Tork Conference of the
Methodist Episcopal Church yesterday was a lively
one. It was marked by a heated discussion develop-
lnc an element of snarked discord. A stand was
made by the country entireties, declaring that the
I>artshes of thl« city were unfairly controlling: ap-
pointments. A scene of excitement such as one of
these conferences has not witnessed for many years
followed at the business session in the forenoon.

The Rev. Arthur Thompson, of Matteewan. treas-
urer of the conference, started the trouble. He pre-
sented a resolution callin* for the appointment of
%\u25a0 standing committee to be known as the commit-
tee on the rights of the ministry, to safeguard the
rights of the members of the conference. The dls-
cussicn ended without definite action.

Mr. Thompson declared that for sixteen years
the. presiding elders had been selected through the
Influence of the New-York churches, that no repre-
sentative to the General Conference of the Church
had been chosen without the consent and approval
of those churches, and that no preacher could ac-
complish anything in getting better charges, for
the first ten yfais of his ministry, without the aid
of the city churches. Without making specific
charges. Mr. Thompson said it was time the coun-
try churches united to flffht such unjust discrimi-
nation. He declared the bishops had at least coun-
tenanced this. Ifthey had not helped it. This ac-
cusation does not apply, so far as this conference
Is concerned, however, to Bishop Hamilton, as he
makee his first appointments in the conference at
this meeting.

Governor Says MayorIs Not Prevented from
Appointing Civic Societies Men.

Charles Sprague Smith yetterday received a let-
ter from Governor Higgins in reply to one- written
by Mr. Smith, explaining why the support of the
Peopled Institute of the Mayor's water bill had
been withdrawn Governor Higgins. in explaining
why the changes had been made in the bill, said:

result in a failure to give New- York City the
water legislation which it so mu:h desired. Icalled
thft fact to the attention of some of these here
who assumed to represent the Mayor, who later
Informed me that they had been convinced that
the pro-vision was unconstitutional and had had it
stricken from the bill.

This does not prevent the Mayor from carrying
out his pledge to appoint from those societies,
which, ifthe billbecomes a law,Ihope he will do,
as it is in line with recommendations wh:-hIhavi
made.

BROUGHT COMMISSIONERS TO TER:

Former Political Leader Caught
After Sensational Escape.

Elmira. N. V.. April B—Louis G. Rathbun, once
a prominent resident of this city, political leader
and postmaster, is in the county Jail, in Perm Van,
Yates County, for contempt of court, following his
arrest in Rjverhcad. Long Island, and a sensa-
tional escape from the Yates County Sheriff and an
Elmira attorney on the way to New-York City.

Rathbun fa'led to satisfy a judgment of $4,700 se-
cured by the Elmira Mechanics" Society a.s the re-
suir of not paying promissory notes when they
became flue. Supplementary proceedings were in-
stituted, but Rathbun neglected to obey the order
of the court, and finally,after two adjournments.
Judge Knox ordered him committed to the county
jail.It having been established that Rathbun was
financially able to pay the Judgment.

This was in January of the present year. Itwas
then thought Rathbun was in California. This
week it was learned that he was in Riverhead, and
the Yates County Sheriff and an Elmira attorney-
went there and placed him under arrest. On theway to New-York City Rathbun desired to change
his seat in the car, and permission was given, anda moment later he disappeared. He had jumped
off the rear platform of the train. Search for himfailed, and the Sheriff and officer were about to
return when, on the way back to New-York City,
they saw Rathbur. emerge from the toilet room ofthe car they were riding In. Rathbun several
yeas* ago married l^ouise Monte, a chorus girl In
Webtr &Fields's Music Hall, New-York. She di-
vorced him later.

RATHBUN PUT IN JAIL.

Tells Superintendents of Factors in
Coal Prices.

Pottsville, Perm., April B.—Special trains from
every part of SchuylkillCounty carried the super-
intendents and employas of the Philadelphia and
Reading Coal and Iron Company to Pottsville to-
night to hear a lecture by President George F.
Baer of the Reading company. Mr. Baer said, in
part.

Some problems of the coal industry are: The
public wants cheap fuel; the miners and workers
want high wages; the owners want a reasonable
profit on their investment.

This simple statement at once discloses an Irre-
pressible conflict. Iregret to say that the roal
company manager's lot is not a happy one. It Is
nut materially improved by giving him the barren
title of "coa! baron."

The public has a high appreciation either of our
incompetence- or of the difficulties besetting us.
because it is forever advising us how to manage
our business.

In general, because coal is a necessity of our
modern life the owners of coal are under some
kind of obligation to do all within their power to
supply coal to the public in reasonable quantities
and at a fair price. The suggestion that, coal be-
ing- a natural product, in some mysterious way
this public obligation is higher than the duty in-
volved inthe supply of any other necessity of life-
food, for example

—
Is utterly untenable. Relatively,

coal deep in the ground is of no more- use until It
is mined and prepared for consumption than is the
waste field which needs to be ploughed and sown
to produce food. As there is no obligation on the
farmer to cultivate his field and produce food to be
sold at a loss, because the public needs food, so
there can be no obligation on owners of coal mines
to operate them at a loss because the publicneeds
fuel.

Of course, no industry of any kind can be oper-
ated at a loss. It may be for a short time, in the
hope that the near future willreimburse the loss.
But some one willsay that these natural products,
like oil and coal, should belong to the state for
the benefit of all the people. Has it ever occu-red
to i-ou that if the state owned the coal mines the
work incident to mining the coal and marketing
it would still have to be done in exactly the same
way as we are doing in, and at a greater cost?
How much more per ton would the public pay for
coal If government officials, with political pulls
and the accustomed "graft" and notorious ineffi-
ciency of state and municipal management, con-
ducted the work? What mathematical rule do you
know equal to its solution? Would it be an arith-
metical or a geometrical progression?

The economic rule which will satisfy the public
demand for increase in wages, with resulting in-
crease in cost of production, and at the same
time lessen the cost to the public, has thus far
not been formulated with that exactness which is
essential to give it practical effect.

The interest of the wage earner is undoubtedly
to get the highest return for his labor which the
conditions of the business would justify. Every
management is necessarily limited in fixing sched-
ules of wages by the cost of production and the
price obtainable for the thing produced. The
owner is entitled to a reasonable return on his
investment
Ihave stated those simple fundamental things

with a view more clearly to present a few thoughts
on the part we coworkers nave in this business.
We are not the owners of the mines and plants
which we are called upon to manage. The owners
are many, scattered all over the country. They
have selected us to manage their business. From
the highest to the humblest workers among us, we
are servants. We are stewards. You leeail in the
parable, when the several stewards were intrusted
with taients. they who wisely used the talents and
made money for the absent owner were commend-
ed; but the fellow who hid his and made no in-
creased return to his master was condemned.
Now. we are to be wise stewards. The responsi-
bilityis upon us to manage this coal industry hon-
estly and fairly, so as to make it profitable to our
masters. We have no other duty. We must labor
together to produce results. Part of our duty Is
to pay reasonable wages to insure good work. "We
cannot fix wages on any sentimental basis. We can
only pay such wages as the conditions of the busi-
ness will permit. We must make the business
profitable to our masters. We cannot sell coal to
the public on any charitable basis. We must sell
it at a reasonable profit. If we manage so un-
wisely as to bring loss, instead of gain, to our
masters, we will be discharged as unworthy
stewards.

Now. my solicitude i» greater in degree
than your3, because as your chief Iwill
be the first person to receive condemnation
for failur;. Your shortcomings will be just-
ly imputed to me, because it is my business
to see that oniy competent men are employed, and
that the work is well done. This responsibility
parses down the whole line, involving each one of
you inlike responsibility. But every man who fails
to do his duty is injuring his coworkers. The
captains of tenß become- responsible for the men
under them: the captains of hundreds for the cap-
tains of tens; the captains of thousands for the
captains of hundreds, and so in like measure until
it reaches the chief. The coworkers number over
thirty thousand souls. We have our various duties
assigned. Unless we work in harmony we cannot
accomplish good results. We must learn in the be-
ginning the first great law of all organized efforts
of the many —

respect for and obedience to the com-
mands of our superior officers.

All coworkers must be treated kindly. Reaaon-
able allowance must always be made for the dlffer-
enee among men. Whenever it Is possible by kind
words or actions to help a worried, awkward and
dull coworker It ought to be done.

Whenever it is possible to aid in improving the
physical surroundings of our coworkers, to help
them to better and purer ideals of life and living,
let us do It. Iwas proud of the record you made
in the coal investigation. With all the powers
combined in th* attack, special venom, for some
reason being directed against us, no serious case of
wrongdoing to the many thousands of our fellow-
lal)orers was disclosed.
Ibelieve to-day that we have the good will of our

coworkers. and that we will continue to have it
until unfair demands, supported by appeals to pas-
sion and prejudice, shall cause many of them to

forget our kindness and friendship.

BAER TALKS TO MINERS.

Fund for Their Support Discussed
by Newark Conference.

The support of superannuated preachers was dis-

cussed in the executive session of the Newark
Methodist Conference at Newark yesterday. The

Rev. Or. William H. Morgan, of New-York, made
a proposition recommending that the presiding

elders and all active ministers in the conference
make themselves responsible in proportion to the
wealth of their charges for a fund to supply the
absolute necessities of all the superannuated clergy-

men. After discussion, action was deferred.
The question as to the best plan for raising a

debt of $35,000 on the Centenary Collegiate Insti-
tute, of Hackettstown. was discussed. It was finally

decided to lay the question over in the hands of
the commission to furnish the seminary with power,
to present a report some time to-morrow. The
conference stewards' report showed that the total
receipts were $15,211. and that apportionments were
made to twenty-four ministers amounting to $6,355,
and to fifty-three widows of ministers amounting
to $5.635. The stewards recommended an increase
to 10 per cent in the apportionments The* report
was adopted, and there were apportioned to Eliza-
beth. J2.400; Jersey City. 8,360; Newark. $3,840. and
Paterson, $2,400. of the total of $12,000 which was
asked for. President Eugene Noble, of the Hack-
ettstown Centenary Collegiate Institution, mad.' an
appeal for the support of his institution. The Rev.
Dr. George H. Whitney announced that the needed
$35.<J>X» willbe raised.

Goes to Philippines for the Congregation of
the Mission.

The Rev. P. H. McHale, the rector of St. John's
College. Lewis and Willoughby aye?., Brooklyn,

has been appointed visitor extraordinary to all the
institutions in the Philippines over which the Con-
gregation of the Mission has jurisdiction. Father
McHale is the first American priest upon whom this
distinction has been conferred.

THE EEV. M'HALE A VISITOR

Boxes for Hippodrome Opening
Sell forOver $500 Each.

The boxes for the opening night, next "Wednes-
day, of the Hlppidrome, were sold at auction
yesterday afternoon in the new auditorium. Ad-
mission was by card, but nobody had any

trouble in getting a card, and the lower floor
was full when the sale began at 5 o'clock. Not
one of the hundreds of people who entered
was probably prepared for what he saw, for.
big as the building looks from without, inside
the sense of size is enhanced a hundredfold.

The auditorium seems colossal. It does seat

over 5.000 people, and it looks it. The galleries

sweep back, row on row, into dimness. How-
ever, the acoustics seem wonderfully good and
the general reds and golds of the color scheme
rob the interior of the chilliness such size usual-
ly breeds. The decorations are not ornat?, not

overdone. On the whole, the general effect of
the interior is both spacious and pleasing.

The boxes are ranged on either side of the
huge proscenium arch, as in a theatre, and along

the front of th« first balcony. The first three

choices for boxes went at ever $s<X> each. John
W. Gates was a buyer. Box after box went for
sums ranging between $100 and $500, Senator
Depew purchasing two, while the crowd ap-

plauded. An ordinary theatre would be lucky

to make in a week or two what was taken in

for boxes alone yesterday. No seats were sold.
It was noticed that the balcony and gallery

must seat together three-fourths of the audience.
There were many theatrical managers present

who took particular interest in this fact. As tha
gallery and balcony seat 3are to be sold at a
low figure, they feel that the theatrical balcony
patronage, which has been shrinking for several
seasons, will fad# away to the vanishing point

now. at least for a time. They see in the Hip-
podrome a new and powerful rival.
