In Oyster Bay, hong

Island, fifteen stallions and mares of the family

from which the Parley Arabian descended, all that

remains of the family. it is said, in the civilized

world. Walter ivussell and Robert V. V. Seweit.

the artists, and two other horse lovers, bought the

stable. They propose to keep alive the blood of the

—\u25a0nnffhi H~ 1 equine family, from which the

Darley Arabian came, and willnot sell at any price

any animal that would Jeopardize the keeping alive

of this strain.
At the Museum of Natural History yesterday.

S. H. Chubb, an osteologist. was busy mounting the
skeleton of Nimr. an Arabian stallion of the Hunt-
irlgton stud that died some months ago. Mr.
Chubb has visite.l Oyster Bay frequently to study

the characteristics of the Arabian horses there and
to get the skeleton posed as truly Arabian as pos-
sible. The skeleton after it has been mounted will

be exhibited on the fourth floor of the Museum In
the paleontological hall, where there are now half
a dozen mountod skeletons of fossil horses.

Walter Russell informed the reporter that the

Museum would aid him and his associates tn every
way in perpetuating this race of Arabian horses.
Mr. Russell said that since the time of -Mahomet

until about two hundred years ago the northern
part of Arabia was the habitat of the great no-
madic tribe known as the Anazeh. This tribe bred
exclusively a horse, doubtless descended from old
Babylonian stock, so large and powerful that by

his side the horses of the south became- ponies,
and so fleet that the horsemen of Centra! Arabia
legaiued them as prodisioa of speed.

Mr.Russell also said:
The great value of the Arab horse of this family

to the worldat large is for the rejuvenation of the
degenerating lot of mongrelly bred horses and the
development of types. The people of this country
do not realize it,but Europeans do. that all types
of horses to which we look for excellence are cre-
ated by crossing with the Arab horse the English
thoroughbred The. Arabian horse Is the beast by
which all horseflesh is leavened. The English race-
horse was evolved from the Arabian in this man-
ner.

Announced

Gov. Higgins Also Expected .

Itbegins to look as though the statue of General
Slocum, which, swathed in burlap, has presented a
sad spectacle on its pedestal at the Eastern Park-
way and Bedford-aye..

J. H.Canfield Says They Won't AllWant to

Go to Apartment Hotels Then.
James H. Canfield. librarian of Columbia Uni-

versity, took up the cudgel for the teaching of
household arts in high schools and women's col-
leges, at the annual meeting of the Round Table
la^t nipht at Teachers College. "At the men's
colleges," he said, "they have taken in a baker's
doaan of callings now, but the young college

women are given nothing that has a practical
bearing on their futuro. They enter married life
ill equipped to manage a house, so they usually
"put up* at an apartment hotel for the first year,
and the second year about the same thing happens.
