CEDRICS CAPTAIN IN TROUBLE.

The fait that so many Italians congregate in
large cities and overcrowd the ranks of un-
Fkilled labor Mr. Ix>rd contends is somewhat
misleading as to the capacity of the average
Immigrant. Only about one-third of the im-
migrants are without some trade or occupation,

1ut they are forced by their lack of capital to

take the first job that offers, gradually working

out of the ranks into their proper spheres. All
except those from the cities have some knowl-
edge of agriculture, but do not usually seek the
land except where a number of them can settle
together. Where such settlements have been
effected, particularly in th« South, they have
been very successful in raising cotton and rice,
far exceeding the results obtained by negroes
In neighboring sections. On the Austin Cor-
bin plantation at Greenville, Miss., eight families
of Italians in •>,; cleared sums ranging from
$500 to $1,3u0 over all expenses for rent and
living. They excel alto as market gardeners,
being accustomed to the most Intensive cultiva-
tion. Claiming that it is incontestable that
"every hojiest, able, willinglaborer is a material
addition to the working capital— productive
power of an undeveloped country"

—
Mr. Lord

argues that "unless it can be established by
evidence that the mass of immigration from
Italy is not composed of honest, able, willing
laborers, there can be no economic warrant for
any arbitrary resort to exclusion." He adds fur-
ther: "If there are complaints of congestion,
the rational economic resort is betterment of
distribution

—
not the choking off of the pro-

ductive flow." Ina. letter to Mr. Trenor An-
drew Carnegie makes the following statement
of his opinion ii. regard to the Italian In Amer-
ica:

The authors sj>«>ak highly of the Italian's In-
dustry, frugality, rapacity and cheerfulness,

ar.d show by statistics that he is temperate and
honest. The somewhat large proportion of

crimes of violence of which Italians have be?n
convicted is due. ihe authors allege, to the groat

preponderance of males among those who first

came to this country, and the percentage of this
class of crimes appears to be steadily diminish-
ing, as these men are- now bringing here their
wives and children. Itis even stated that there

has been a perceptible diminution of crimes cf

violence In Italy of recent years, through "the
great ct prosperity brought to the country
through returning emigrants, and more pow-
erfully by the more enlightened ideas brought

back by them." If the calming effects of our
institutions are so noticeable on the Italian tem-
perament, no less apparent is the effect of our
school system on the illiteracy of tho immigrant

.—not, o* course, directly, tut in the second gen-

eration. Teachers in East Sid.- public schools
l>ear iiilugaa to the brightness of the children of
Italian parents, and the head of an Italian
church in New-York states that bo rapidly do
they become Americanized that his assistant
priests must be good English scholars if they

Says Son-in-Law Speculated —D. P.
Morgan Weeps in Court.

The action by Mrs. Edith P. Morgan, daughter of
John K. Parsons, for separation from her husband,
D. Percy Morgan, and the custody of her four chil-
dren was resumed yesterday before Justice Keogh
at "White Plains. The case is attracting wide at-

tention. Among- those who attended the trial yes-
terday were Mrs. Herbert Parsons, Mr. and Mrs.
John E. Parsons. Mr. and Mrs. Randolph Klssell
and other neighbors of the Morgans and Parsonses.

Air. Morgan broke down and wept when he testi-
fied how he visited the country place of his wife
last summer to endeavor to have his family live
with him at Radnor, Perm. He said he was sur-
rounded by detectives employed by Mrs. Morgan or

her father, who threw him dov-n and took a pistol
away from him. He said he nad brought the pistol
to defend himself with if any out; trieu to take the
children away from him. Mr.Morgan declared that
his wife reaily deserted him, because she left his
home and went to the adjoining estate to live with
her father on May 2. twenty days before his al-
leged kidnapping of the children. lie said that on
many occasions when there were to be large din-
ners at the Parsons home he was left out, while
his wife received an Invitation and was present.
During ail of Mrs. Morgan's testimony she looked

directly at her husband, and there was it flash in
her eyes when she told of his alleged cruelty. She
said that In IHO3 Mr. Morgan told her to go to her
father's house at Lenox, because he had some dis-
astrous speculations and had lost J.'uO.i.Vi. She
said that she remonstrated with him at the time
for his speculations, and he replied angrily. Mrs.
Morgan said that her husband was fond of re-
minding her that be was master of the house.

Mr. Parsons said that when Mr. Morgan married
his daughter one of the agreements was that he
was not to speculate, but that in 1902, after he
had got him a $12,000 a year position with the
American Sugar Kenning Company, he came to
him and said that he was in a hul<\ as he had
lost 1267,000 and was likely to have trouble. Mr.
Parsons said that 130,000 which he had given his
daughter was partly lost in Morgan's transactions.
Mr Wellman asked Mr. Parsons if he did not
know that with this $50,000 Mr. Morgan had.
through his financial operations, made an addi-
tional $45,000 Mr Wellman also asked Mr. Parsons
ifho knew that Mr. Morgan, through the manage-

ment of his brother-in-law, ran all his estate and
had Increased it to (300,000. "1 do not know any-
thing of the kind." replied Mr. Parsons. "From
the Information Ihave received, Ihave reason to
believe that something of the reverse was the
cape."

J. E. PARSOXS TESTIFIES.

Nephew of Pittsburg Millionaire
Kills Wife, Then Himself.

Pittsburg:, April 19.

A special dispatch from
Mount Yemon, Ohio, this evening tells of a
murder and suicide there this afternoon. Fred-
erick C. Jones, a young railroad contractor,

shot and killed his wife, Alvira W. Jones, and
then killed himself. Jones was a nephew of the
late B. F. Jones, a Pittsburg iron man and
philanthropist, and a son of the late General
C. A. Jones. He was the favorite nephew of
B. F. Jones, who left the young man a sum of
money, giving the murdered woman charge of
the small fortune, which she was to disburse as
she saw fit. with no appeal from her decision.
Over this money the young couple quarrelled
repeatedly. To-day Jones demanded that his
wife- give him $I.(HX>, but she refused. He left
the house In a rage, muttering that he would
return and make himself felt. Mrs. Jones sent
for her brother, saying she was afraid of her
husband when In such a temper. The brother
came and was in the house when the tragedy
occurred.
