PitUburg Is building a huge structure. It will

be known as the terminal warehouse, but as a mat-

ter of fact there will be forty warehouses In one.
The building i* eepedaJly deigned to provide for
the bandltnu of the great variety of freight shipped

Into and out of th* great steel centre. The ware-
housrs are along the banks of the MonongaheU
River, and have Immense wharf and switching

facilities for moving all kinds of merchandise by

rail and water. They cover un area \u25a0'<'•'.< by oH>
feet, are six stories high, and hav< 800.000 square
feet of floor space. Tho first Boor Is arranged us
a terminal station for the Mx tracks entering the
tvjilfiinc. Wide platforms --iv ample room for
nrrrii-ug atui distributing freight, and from these
eievatois tun to the M-patai" Btorehous^a.

enterprise that the warehouses .\u25a0ih«»uld be absolutely
Mrt-pjoof—more co tlian any other building ever
constructed— and extraordinary tests were con-
ducut* to Bnd out just what kinO of materials ana
what form of-construction would give this result.
An interesting feature of the outcome of these
test* was that •!:• designers were forced to the
conclusion that it would be wisest to go back to
ancient Koine for guidance in the building of this
modern structure. Hunir hollow tile and bri?k
were Judged to be the best materials that could be
used, and the tests to which this form of con-
struction hus been put assure users of tho Pitts-
btir«r warehouses th« lowest insurance rates ever
given on .i building of this character

Th- structural plat) U that oi a series of rec-
tangl'-s about twenty by twenty feet, with steel col-
umns at tbe corners and twenty-four inch trtrders
on the sides. On each of these rectangle* In built
an arch of six inch hollow tile, and above that a
concrete tillingfrom four to eighteen inches thick.
To test the fireproof qualities of this form of con-
etruciion. a section exactly like those that make
up the warehouses was built in •• open. On top
of the arch was piled a weight *qu;.l to a floor load
of T.i* pounds to th.- square foot. Fires were built
in this chamber at hol.ow til*,and steel, and a tem-
perature averaging !.Tt«' degrees was maintained
for four boors at a stretch. A. the end of that
time, and while the tiie was still Incandescent, .<
stream of ro;d water was turned on It at short
range without doing nny damage whatever. The
roof and tile prelected girders were In perfect con-
dition after the test, and a load of :.'.«" pounds to
the square foot caused a deflection of less than one
and one-half inches. The cement coating on top
of th* tiles blew off ten minutes after the test
began.
After the testa described C. O. Smith, chairman

Of the National Board of Fire t'liderwriters. said
that "these warehouses will be models of fireproof
construction." This feature, tocether with the ad-
mirable arrangements for handling and transport-
Ing freight, will give Pittsbur* most complete ter-
minal warehouse facilities. The outlay Involved Is
about $2,QW.OiC.

Police Say Man Bought Houses with

Bad Checks. Then Borrowed.
In the arrest of Roderick McNeil, at his hom«\

No. 258 Btone-are., Brooklyn, last night, the
police of that borough believe they have cap-

tured a man who has been causing no end of
trouble to real estate men and property owners

for some months. According to Captain Har-
klii!-. of the Detective Bureau, McNeil has been
in the habit of negotiating for property, giving

bogus checks to bind the bargain, and then on

the strength of the deal borrowing such paltry
amounts as 50 or 85 cents. Probably the man
who is most anxious to ass McNeil is William
H. Edwards, a real estate man. of No UTS*
Nostrand-jive.. who. tenu»orurlly at least, is
out $150, through the operations of the alleged
swindler.

On April t». after much talk. McNeil entered
into an agreement to buy the three-story apart-
ment house, at No. l*ol Xostrand-av».. for
$3,200. To bind the bargain he pave a check
for ?-50 to Mr. Edwards, getting a receipt.

After turning over the check he suddenly found
that he was short of small change, and asked
Edwards for \u2666>."• cents, which was cheerfully
given. Then MvNeil is said to have gone to
the bouse, and, on the strength of the receipt
showing that be had bargained to buy the
house, borrowed 80 flits from one of the ten-
ants named Brown, and a like amount from
another tenant, who was only too glad of an
opportunity of getting on good terms with th*
prospective landlord.

So delighted was Mr. Edwards with his bar-
gain that •:(• immediately went out to Carl-
stadt, N. J.. to inform Theodore Hchmi.lt, for
whom he was acting as agent, that the house
had been sold. Mr. Schmidt was also delighted
when Mr. Edwards gave him a personal check
for $!->», which was th»- amount of the guaran-
tee supposed to have been put up by McNeil,

less a commission of $100. When he got back
to Brooklyn the agent deposited the McNeil
check in his bank. Th* next day he received
word that McNeil had no fund* at the Manu-
facturers' BunJc, on which the check was drawn,

and that the «-heck was worthless.
The police say that McNeil la tho same man

who was arrested in \H'M\, charged with petty
swindling of a similar character. The McNeil
arrested at that time was in the habit of giving
undertakers orders to prepare bodies for burial
at various addresses, and then borrownig small
sums from the undertaker. At that time no
on» would come forward to make a complaint
against him. and as the only char*>» was a tech-
nical one of vagrancy, he waa allowed to go.

Supported on one knee
and holding: a revolver in which only two shots re-
mained, ttonavita made a desperate light for his
life.

A general tight among the animals made it ex-
tremely dangerous for Bonnvita to attempt to
separate the brutes. Faint from loss of blood the
intrepid trainer made effort after effort to curb the
anger of the furUted beasts, who threatened every
moment to tear him asunder. None of the attend-
ants dared to come to Bonavlta'a assistance. The
lions were finally prodded hack. With blood flow-
ing from a number of gaping wounds and his right
hand hanging by a few tendon*:. Bonavita hurried
from his perilous position in the arena to the dress-
ing room, where two fxesblv loaded blank cartridge
revolvers were quicklygiven him.

As Bonavita staggered among the group Balti-
more made another attempt to kill his friend, but
hie attack was met by a fusillade of blank eartri.iee.
-h'-'r". wolch drove him from the arena. Kike a
flock following the leader the remaining lions
dashed into the paßßagewaj leading Into the lion
dens. Bonavita then fell exhausted to the floor.
