ANOTHER GIFT FROM CARNEGIE.
Lancaster, Perm., April 28.

It was announced

to-day by President Stahr of Franklin and Mar-
shall College that a letter had been received
from Andrew Carnegie offering to give the col-
lege $30,000 for the general endowment fund, or
$37,500 for a new building for the academy, on
condition that the college raise an equal amount
for the same purpose. The board of trustees
have decided to accept the $37,500, and willat
once endeavor to raise their share.

ment fund for professors who have grown old
in the service of colleges and universities, strikesme as a very proper philanthropy, provided it
be wisely administered. Itdoes not seem to me

President Butler Says States Supporting
Them Should Emulate Mr. Carnegie.

President Butler of Columbia University, discuss-
ing the Carnegie Foundation, yesterday said:
Iconsider it the most far reaching and important

Of Mr. Carnegie's benefactions. It gives support
where most needed to the whole profession ofteaching in colleges and universities. Not only arp
th«> salaries of teacher* notoriously inadequate butas the cost of living Increases they grow Bteadilyless, measured relatively. Itis quite impossible fora university or college teacher to live in comfort,
to maintain hie family and to educate his children
and at the same time prepare for old age or thecontingencies of illness through disablement or
ucoident.

To secure in the ordinary way a retiring pension
or annuity, as the Carnegie foundation will pro-vide, would probably cost the average collese
teacher from 30 to 25 per cent of his annual salary
This foundation lncreaaee, therefor*, by Just somuch the annual value of the positions held by
those who are eligible for Its benefits. By the
terms of the foundation it in obviously suparepted
to the legislatures of those States maintaining uni-
vereltiea to make the same provision for theirteachers that this foundation makes for teachers
in public institutions that are not tax supported

Dr.McMaster Says There Are Too
Many Carnegie Gifts.

Philadelphia. April L'B.—Much diversity of
opinion was expressed to-day by officials of the
University of Pennsylvania concerning Andrew
Carnegie's gift of $10.<H«o.4M*» as a pension fnnd
for college professors. Members of the admin-
istrative department spoke of the gift in terms
°tPraise. Members of the teaching force viewed
the matter with disfavor.

D«"- John Bach McMaster, who holds the chair
of history at the University of Pennsylvania
and who is one of the best known historians in
the United States, expressed himself as directly
opposed to the principle of the gift, saying:

He was a conspicuous figure in the bat-
tie cf Winchester, on which occasion three horses
,rere shot under him and ho was severely wounded.
After several months epent in the hospital he re-
turaefl to the field, and In March. IKS, he was
placed in command of the entire cavalry corps of
the Arsy of Northern Virginia, Lee displayed
fkiU as -btIIas courage as a cavalry loader. At
Firmvi"e, Bear Appomattox. he led a brilliant
charge, which drove back General Crook's cav-
alry division and htld the key to the situation un-
tilSheridan and Ord arrived with federal rci.iforce-
BMOte and put aa end to the struggle. On the fol-
lOKbtS tey General Robert E. Lea and General
Grar.t Fettled the terms of the surrender of the
Cor-federate forces.

General Pltzhugh Lee witnessed this memorable
jaectir.g between his uncle and Grant, and he fre-
quently expressed bis appreciation of the magna-
jilnity<!.fp!ayrd by the vlctorlooi commander on
that occasion. The fact that Grant refrained from
askir.s for General Robert E. Leo's sword made a
lasttag impression on Fitz: Lee. who subse-
(pwtly raid: "General Grant not only refrained
iron demanding my uncle's sword, as is custom-
ary. bßt he ttcually apologized to General Lee for
sot having his own sword on at tha time."

In President Cleveland's first term he appointed

General uee one of the members of the board ofvisitors at West Point. A mucaal regard sprang up
between President Cleveland and General Lee.
which ripened into a Etrong friendship. When In
April.ZKm. it became necessary to have a new rep-
resentative of this government in Havana. Presi-
dent Cleveland sent for Fitzhuprh Lee and induced
him to take the place. Ger.- Lee was retained
as Consul General InHavana by President McKln-l«=y, because the President and his Cabinet con-
vinced themselves that under the circumstances
they could not get os well equipped a man to take
his place.
InMarch. 3ESS. when relations between this coun-

try and Spain were becoming more and more
strained, the Sagaeta government asked for Gen-
eral Let's rocail. and in April.IS£S. when war with
e;ia.!n appeared to be Inevitable, he was recalled,
alc-::<j with all the other Arneriran consuls.

While the representative cf this country in Cuba
General Lee had b3*n an aggressive guardian of th«.rights of American citizens there, and was Infiuen-
tisJ in eecuring the release from prison of riu-
ir.crous Americans who were confined on charges
cf rebellion. H1& activity in these matters und
constant regard for Americans naturally brought
him freQuen'Jy into unpleasant ralationß with
Spanish ofHcials, though in no case did he exceed
hi? firnple duty to his government.

His conduct of the Ruiz investigation demon-
strated to the Spaniards hla thorough impartiality,
and through th« early part of General Blanco a
rtjr!ir:«be was remarkably euccessful in all nego-
tisttions he undertook. Later, however, he did not
find his work as easy. The Spanish officers found
fault with his blunt, honest opinion?, and he grew
tired of waiting for in* interminable war to end.Nearly two years a close observer of Cuban con-ditions, he could perceive no improvement, and he
came to the conclusion that If the United States
Hinot end the war itwould drag on for years. He
told this to the President on a visit to Washing-
ton, and at that time he was only Induced to re-
turn to his port upon assurances that he would
Sot be compelled to remain there another summer.

In May. IKSS, Lac was appointed major general
cf volunteers arid placed in command of the 7th
Army Corps. After the war, ia January, J893, he
*ac made MilitaryGovernor of Havana, er sub-
sequent! y was placed in command of the Depart-
ment cf Missouri.
