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POWER T0 MAKE RATES.

George R. Peck Says It Should Be
Left to the Railroads.

Washington, April 28 —James C. Lincoln, general
Sreight agent of the Missouri Pacific Railroad, .con-
tinued his statement before the Senate Committee
on Interstate Commerce to-day.

Replying to questions about private car lines, Mr.
Lincoln explained that the American Refrigerator
Transit Company, in which the Missouri Pacific
was a stookholder, operated on that line. This
company had more than four thousand cars. The
railroad made the rates on commodities carried in
the private cars. The private car company made
the charges for refrigeration Owing to the interest
©f the Missouri Pacific in the American Refrigerator
Transit Company it preferred to use the cars of
the latter company, although it did operate other
cars and furnished ice for such cars. There were
complaints of high charges for icing the private
cars of the American Refrigerator Transit Com-
pany and other cars. A. C. RBird, an officer of the
Missouri Pacific and of the refrigerator company,
had charge of the private cars on the railroad.

“Then does he make contracts with himself?”
gsked Chairman Elkins,

“Yes,” veplied Mr. Lincoln.

Chairman Elkins secured the address of Nr. Bird
and it was announced that he would appear before
the committee,

George R. Peck, general counsel of the Chicago,
Milwaukes and St. Paul road, was then heard by
the committee.

Mr Peck insisted that rebates had ceased or
could be corrected under the present laws, and the
proposed legislation, if rebates still existed at all,
would not be effective.

RAMSEY NOT T0 RESIGN.

President of Wabash at Peace with
George J. Gould.

In view of the many definite reports of late in
Pittsburg and this city of the alleged purpose of
Joseph Ramsey, jr., to retire from the presidency
of the Wabash Railroad Company, as a consequence
of disagreement with George J. Gould growing out
of the situation at Pittsburg, Wall Street was sur-
prised yesterday afternoon when a semi-official in-
timation came out, which later was officially con-
firmed, that the differences of opinion between the
two men had been amicably composed, and that
Mr. Ramsey’s resignation in the near future should
not be looked for. This announcement followed the
adjournment of a special meeting of the Wabash
directors,

It had been expected in the Street that Mr. Ram-
sev's resignation would be presented and accepted
at this meeting, and that F. A. Delano. who a few
weeks ago succeeded him as president of the Wa-
bash-Pittsburg Terminal Railway Company, and on
Thursday was elected first vice-president of the
Wabash Rallroad Company, would be chosen presi-
dent of the latter road. Only routine business was
transacted, however, it was said after the meeting.
Mr. Ramsey himself declined to make any state-
ment for quotation, but smilingly admitted that
he was ‘still president, and that he did not know
when he would retire. .

Winslow 8. Pierce, a director of the Wabash Rail-
road Company, last night made the following
statement:

There seems to be a misunderstanding of the
Wabash situation. No friction or disagreement of
any kind exists, and no changes in the personnel
of the management are due to any such reasons.
Published reports in the nature of criticism of the
administration of the property or indicating dis-
appointment with its development are entirely er-
roneous. Mr. Ramsey remains as president of the
company, and while it is and has been for some
time past his intention to go abroad for several
months, the arrangements for his absence have
been made entirely at his own request. There Is
nothing In the Wabash situation involving friction
or {1l will between him and any members of the
board or officers of the company. The personal
relations between him and Mr. Gould are entirely
cordial, and 1 happen to know that their plans for
the summer jnvolve their meeting and being to-
gether In Europe.

His Removal To Be Recommended

—Extra Session Necessary.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Albany, April 28.-—The first test vote that
gave any indication of the attitude of the mem-
bers of the Assembly Judiciary Committee
toward Justice Hooker was taken to-day, and
to-night it is definitely understood that the ma-
jority of that committee concur in charges
against the Fredonia judge, which, they con-
sider, warrant his removal from office. On Mon-
day night the committee will report to the legis-
lature recommending Justice Hooker's removal
by concurrent resolution. To carry out these
recommendations will make necessary an extra
session, which the Governor will call sometime
after adjournment. At this special session Jus-
tice Hooker will receive a hearing before final
action is taken.

The test vote was taken on the question of
fncluding certain evidence relating to Justice
Hooker's acts and was hostile to him. On this
the committes voted, 9 to 2, for the acceptance
of the evidence. The two who stood out for
Justice Hooker were Assemblymen Meade. of
Albany, and Wemple, of Schenectady, both in
the district controlled by State Committeeman
Willlam Barnes, jr., who has lately come out
for Justice Hooker in his paper, “The Albany
Evening Journal.”

Trouble Brewing in Consolidated
Over New-Jersey Proposition.

The possibility of a split in the membership of
the Consolidated Stock and Petroleum Exchange,
growing out of the organization of the New-Jersey
Stock Bxchange, in which many Consolidated
members are interested as Individuals, is engaging
the serious attention of the Consolidated Ex-
change's management. At a special meeting on
Thursday of the board of governors resolutions
were adopted characterizing as ‘“‘grievous and in-
equitable” the new Stock Transfer Tax law, and
providing for the appointment of a committee
of eleven, to which should be referred “the whole
subject of maintaining the unity of the exchange
and of obtaining advice and of concerting meas-
ures for the better protection of the exchange
and of its members under existing circumstances.”

President Randolph of the Consolidated Exchange
in a statement issued yesterday afternoon said:

So far ae establishing an exchange in New-Jersey
is concerned, no cofficial action has at any time
been taken by the Consolidated Stock and Petroleum
Exchange. A few of its members, as Individuals,
considered it probable that the establishment of
such an exchange would become necessary, and
made some arrangements with this in view. What
they did was in their individual capacty. They are,
however, not placing themselves in opposition to
this exchange and are not, so far as can now be
seen, likely to separate from it, It is possible
that, under some clrcumstances, this exchange
may open business in New-Jersey, but at present
there is not only no probability of an early move in
that direction., but there is a lessening probability
that it will be found necessary to start any ex-
change there.

CONSOLIDATED FIRM FAILS,

The suspension of the Consolidated Stock Ex-
change firm of W. H. Clark & Co. was announced
on that exchange yesterday morning.

RAND’S EVIDENCE ALL IN.

NO PATTERSON DEFENCE.

Mrs. Smith Refuses to Buy Freedom
by Answering Questions.

The trial of Miss “Nan" Patterson practically
ended last night, when the prosecution rested
its case, for her counsel, after a conference With
her in the Tombs, announced that there would
be no witnesses for the defence. The session
vesterday was dramatic and sensational. Miss
Patterson's sister was on the stand, and many
questions put to her by Assistant District Attor-
ney Rand, whether answered or not, told against
the prisoner. Objections to questions were sus-
tained by Recorder Goff, time and time again,
and evidence which Mr. Rand fought hard to
present was ordered stricken from the records.

Mrs. Smith told of writing the letter to Young,
saying she would not be responsible for her sis-
ter because of her grief over Young's refusal to
marry her. Young had paid the expenses of the
prisoner’s divorce from her husband, Martin, she
said. Mr. Levy, of the prisoner’s counsel, took
the witness for a moment to bring out the fact
that Young had asked Miss Patterson to meet
him the morning of the shooting. Then Mr.
Rand asked Mrs. Smith if she had been in this
city June 8, and if she had then possessed all
the information she had since given in testl-
mony. Mrs. Smith refused to give an answer,
on the ground that it might tend to degrade and
ineriminate her, she now being under indictment
on a conspiracy charge.

“1 promise,” said Mr. Rand. “if ycu will con-
sent to answer the question, on next Monday I
will move to have the indictment against you
quashed.”

Mrs. Smith consulted with her counsel. *“I
must stick by my sister,” she then told the pros-
ecutor.

Mr. Rand then tried hard to impeach the
credibility of Mrs. Smith as witness by show-
ing she had registered at a Hoboken hotel with
her husband under assumed names the night of
June 8. Efforts were then made to show the
Smiths had fled from Toronto on learning that
Stern, ‘he pawnbroker, had identified the re-
volver with which Young was shot, and a let-
ter to her sister, Harriet Howell, was shown.
Mr. Rand tried to get the witness to say the
letter S in the epistle referred to Stern. She
would not do this, even in the face of Mr.
Rand’s repeated offer to have the indictment
against her quashed, which caused Mr. Levy
to ask the court to admonish Mr. Rand against
badgering the witness.

At recess Mr. Limburger, Mrs. Smith's coun-
sel, was approached by Mr. Rand, who wished
him to induce Mrs. Smith fo answer his ques-
tions. Mr. Limburger promised to take the re-
quest “under advisement,”” but told the proge-
cutor he would get the indictment quashed with-
out his help.

In the afternoon Mr. Rand made his last
effort to show that the Smiths had visited
Stern’s pawnshop the day the revolver was
purchased. Mrs. Smith admitted her husband
had pawned several articles of jewelry, but de-
clared she ¢id not know he had pawned them
the morning of June 3. The tickets shown in
court were renewal tickets, dated Octobher 4,
1004, and October 21, 1904, The original tickets
were not shown, but Mr. Rand asserted the
articles had been pawned by Smith on June 3,
1004, The witness again refused to answer Mr.
Rand’'s question if she had any reason to leave
Toronto the day Stern arrived there.

After Mrs. Young had been recalled and not
allowed to state whether she and her husband
had ever discussed a legal separation, Mr. Unger
made the ysual motion to dismiss, which was
g«-nled. The case will be summed up on Mon-

ay.

Mr. Limburger, counsel for J. Morgan Smith
and his wife, yesterday argued the motion for
the quashing of the conspiracy indictments
against them, and Judge Foster said he agreed
with him as to lack of evidence in the case. He
sald he would take the motion under advise-

ment, inasmuch as the District Attorney had
submitted a brief.

BIGELOW STILL TRUSTEE.

Acknowledges That He Owes the

Brodhead Estate $150,000.

Milwaukee, April 28.—Frank G. Bigelow's sup-
plementary schedule of llabilities and assets to
his petition in bankruptcy will probably not be
filed within a week or ten days. Mr. Bigelow
did much of his private buginegs from memory,
and it is this circumstance which is delaying
the completion of the schedule.

No action has been taken by the heirs of the
Brodhead estate looking to the removal of
Bigelow as trustee. In this connection it is said
that Judge Carpenter, in the County Court, will
take steps within a short time to remove Bige-
low from the various trusts which he holds by
virtue of testamentary appointment.

Mr. Bigelow acknowledged to-day that he

owed the Brodhead estate an amount not to
exceed $50,000 in addition to the $100,000 in the
list of unsecured creditors.

BELMONT RAISES

PAY,

Gatemen and Guards Have Wages
Increased; to Take Effect May 1.

The gatemen and guards on the elevated and
subway lines will receive an increase of wages
beginning May 1. This Increase had been de-
cided on before the strike.

This announcement was the result of a recent
conference between President Belmont, Vice-
President Bryan and General Manager Hedley,
The following circular was sent to the men:

Effective May 1, 1905, the rate of pay of all
the first year gatemen will be increased from
$140 to $150 a day.

All first yvear guards on the rolls on May 1,
1905, will be advanced to second year rate, $1 70
a day. Men employed as, or promoted to,
guard after May 1, 1905, will receive $155 a
day, the regular first year guards rate.

Mr. Hedley said last night that there had been
an apparent attempt to create the impression
that after the strike the wages would be lower.
This was altogether wrong.

“On the contrary,” he said. “the company in-
tends to pay the highest wages paid for the
same occupations in the country. The right of
senfority will prevail without discrimination ™
