COI<inCBABIt7MB OF THE XOBILITT.
The Catholic Church is. however, much less strict

about this than people generally imagine, and only
the other day one of the most distinguished gen-
erals of the German army. General yon Xylander.
was accorded full funeral rites by the Catholic
clergy In Germany, in spite of the disposal of his
remains by cremation, in accordance with his direc-
tions. Indeed, it la only since IS&S that cremation
has been prohibited by th« Roman Catholic Church
ma» In certain cases, and among- the principal
reasons which prompted Leo XIIIto take this step
wa? the fact that Incineration had been adopted
by the atheists of Continental Europe as a feature
of their funeral rltea for the special purpose of
giving a public expression to their disbelief in the
doctrine of the resurrection. Leo likewise took the
ground that the ordinary form of Interment ha»
been, so to speak, coeeecreted by usage ever since
the foundation of tbe Christian faith, that it has
been accepted from time immemorial as forming
part and parcel of the religious ceremonies of the
latter, and that the old fashioned form of Christian
burial may be said to have become one of the moat
solemn features of the rites of th« Church, a con-
BOlaUon alike to the dying and to the bereaved. The
Catholic Church, however, permits cremation in
cases where owing to infectious maladies the de-
struction of the body by means of are is rendered
politic, and also in certain other Install imAy
add that there are a number of PretsetaiH denomi-
nations, Including the Lutheran state churches of
Denmark.

CREMATION THE FASHION*.

Cremation is becoming- more and more the fash-
lon among the aristocracy of England, and the
majority of the British peers of the realm and of
the members of their families who have been gath-

ered to their fathers In recent years have been
cremated, in accordance with explicit directions
contained In their wills, the only instances in which
testamentary Instructions of this kind were ignored
being in the cases of the late Duke of Argylland
of the late Marquis of Bute. There was a dispute
in connection with the disposal of the body of
the old duke, and the best legal advice wan taken
as to whether testamentary commands of this
nature were obligatory upon the heirs and execu-
tors, the reply being in the negative, and the result
was that th» duke was embalmed, Instead of cre-
mated.

With regard to the late Lord Bute. the "Lothair"
of Beaconsfield's novel of that name, his will di-
rected that his heart should be removed from his
body and conveyed to the Holy Land for Interment
on the Mount of Olive*

—
a mediaeval notion, if ever

there was while, on the other hand, he ex-
acted that his body should be cremated In Scotland.
a desire that created the utmost amazement on the
part of those who were aware of his profound de-
votion to the Roman Catholic Church, and tho
latter's prohibition of this up to date mode of dis-
posal of human remains. Had his Instructions been
complied with and his body been cremated In the
usual ultra modern manner, it would have been at
that time difficult for th« Roman Catholic Church,
to accord to him Its customary funeral rites, which,
it may possibly be remembered, were withheld In
the ca&e of Anton Seldl when he died in New- York
because he had instated on his body being cremated
after death. At the same time. th« family and
executor* felt that they were morally obliged to
comply with the testamentary instructions of the
marquis. 80, by way of a compromise, the coffin
containing hi* body was filled with quicklime,
this being regarded as the nearest canonical short
cut to the fulfilment of his directions.

Remains of the "Last of the Barons"
atLength at Rest inFamily To-mb.
At last the ashes of Sir John Huddleston. popu-

larly known as "the last of the Barons." have been
consigned to a tomb In consecrated ground In the
family vault of the ducal house of St. Albans at

Bestwood. For the laat fifteen years they have
constituted, in a silver urn, one of the principal
features of th» bric-a-brac that 'lied the boudoir
of his widow at The Grangre. her pretty place at
Ascot, rear Windsor.

At the time when Sir John married the sister of
th« late Duke of St. Albans. Lady Diana Beau-
clerk, who had been the most stately and beauti-
ful of all the bridesmaids of Queen Alexandra
nine years previously, sh<» was twenty-eight and
he verging on sixty, and in spit* of his great repu-

tation for wit and culture it was generally pre-
dicted that his union to bo high-spirited and self-
willed a woman as Lady Diana would turn out
unhappily, owirig to the great disparity of years.

In spite of this the marriage proved a great sue-
•BS I^ady Diana and Sir John became the most
