RUSSIANS FORCED BACK.

Attacks on East and West May

Mark Opening of Battle.

Feng-Hus-Sien, May 6.—Field Marshal Oyama
seems to be ready to assume the offensive on a
large scale, and activity has already begun

i against General Linevitch’'s left. This may be

the prelude to another battle. The Japanese
have concentrated heavy columns on the Liao
River and their advance divisions have been in
contact with the Russians, who are holding
the main road from Fakomen to Ba-Shien-
Chen.

On Thursday the Japanese cavalry suddenly
attacked the Cossacks In overwhelming force,
forcing them to retire. Then, supported by in-
fantry, the Japanese advanced and drove the
Russlan infantry out of the viilage ot Pali-
toun.

A Russian reconnolitring party twenty miles
further west ran into an ambush and all except

RUSSIANS BURN VESSEL.

Destroyers, Off Hokkaido, Steam
Away Toward Vladivostok.

Tokio, May 6.—Four Russian destroyers from
Viadivostok appeared westward of Hokkaido,
off Subu, yesterday. They seized and burned a
small sailing vessel, imprisoned the captain and
disappeared to the northwest. They were evi-
dently roturning to Vladivostok. There i= a
possibility that they have destroyed other small
craft. although no reports to that effect have
been received. The object of their visit is not
clear. It is thought that probably they hoped
to torpedo the Japanese patrol at night.

It is also suggested that the larger Vladi-
vostok vessels are planning a diversion to as-
sist the fleet of Admiral Rojestvensky. It is
doubted that the torpedo boats would venture
across unescorted in the heavy sea which was
running.

All the crew of the burned vessel succeeded
in landing, but a steamer dispatched to the
rescue of the burning derelict was forced to re-
turn on account of the storm. The torpedo
boats have not been reported to-day.

A TSING-CHAU RUMOR.

Thirty-nine Russian Warships Re-
ported Sighted.

Hong-Kong, May 6.—A dispatch from Tsing-
Chau says that twenty-flve Russian warships
have been sighted off Van-Fong and that four-
teen cruisers were off the Three Kings on May 3.

French battleships have been observed leav-

fng Van-Fong.

The maps available do not locate Van-Fong or
the Tlree Kings,

WARSAW AGAIN QUIET.

Socialists Order a Return to Work,
Pending Call to Arms.

Warsaw, May 6.—The city was decorated to-
day in honor of the nameday of the Empress.
A number of flags were torn down, but there
were no serious disturbances.

The Polish Socialist party has issued a mani-
festo calling on the workmen to return to work
and declaring that, while never in the history
of the world had a city witnessed a more im-
pressive demonstration of united workers than
did Warsaw on May Day, the time had not yet
arrived to start a revolution. Therefore the
workmen should prepare themselves for the
final struggle for freedom and return to work.

The manifesto also declares that the “work-
men desired to maintain order on May Day, and
the bloodshed was occasioned solely by the bru-
tality and stupidity of the hirelings of despot-
ism."”

ZEMSTVO CONGRESS AGAIN MEETS.

Police Apparently Unable to Break Up Ses-
sions at Moscow.

Moscow, May 6.—The second zemstvo con-
gress, which opened here yesterday, resumed {ts
sessions to-day. The following greeting from the
St. Petersburg zemstvo was presented to the
assemblage:

We are on the eve of great reforms as the re-
sult of the national misfortunes which have
brought home to Russia the realization that
the present order of things must end. Eguality
must be the basis of the future organization,
and we hope this principle will prevail with
steadfastness through the zemstvos, which dur-
ing forty years’ persecution have labored inces-
santly for the good of the country and people.

ALLEGED RUSSIAN SPY SENTENCED.

Singapore, May 6.—Vladimir Antonovitch, the
alleged Russlan spy, who carried a passport
made out in another name and was arrested on
the fortified island of Brani, and arraigned in
Singapore on April 256 on the charge of being on
government property without authority, was
sentenced to-day to three months’' imprisonment
for trespassing and was fined $250 for having
sketching materials in fortified place.
