FIGHT FOR FINE ROAD.

Many Protests Against Any Change
in Boulevard Loop.

The public hearing ordered by the Hudson County
(N. J.) Frecholders on the petition to change the
boulevard loop line was held yesterday and brought
out many protests. The present route sweeps above
the brow of the Palisades at Block House Point.
Beneath it a company has been quarrying.

The blasting has been heavy and has damaged
the county boulevard retaining wall until the esti-
mated cost of repairing it is $100,000. The blasting,
too, has affected the property owners nearby, who
declare it to be an insufferable nuisance and a
menace to their property. The company which
owns the land adjacent to the boulevard, as soon
as the agitation began over the destruction of the
retaining wall of the county road, submitted a
proposition to the Board of Freeholders that the
route of the boulevard loop be changed and moved
further inland. This aroused intense opposition, as
it would mean the loss of Block House FPoint
with its history and the view of the river and
harbor,

The Freeholders had fixed the hearing for yester-
day, but, yielding to public sentiment, they did not
wait for the hearing, but acted. A committee was
sent to make an investigation, and on its report
the board several days ago directed its counsel to
take legal action to stop the blasting, and also
proceed against the quarry company to recover for
the damage done to the boulevard loop. Ex-Judge
Abel 1. Smith represented the petitioners who desire
the change of route. He said that objections based
solely on sentiment could not stand {n the way ot
the advance of commerce,

Colonel Stevens, of Hoboken, sent a letter in
which he explained that he was Instrumental in se-
curing for the county gifts of considerable property
for the loop: that the property was given for a
specific purpose and he questioned the right of the
Freehnlders to remove the road.

The Freeholders made no announcement, but the
legal action they had ordered indicates that they
will continue the loop where it is and endeavor to
stop the further injury to the tall retaining wail.

SMELTERS AMEND NAME.

Big Propertics Taken Qver by
American Securities Company.

The stockholders and directors of the recently
organized American Smelters’ Exploration Com-
pany, at a meeting held yesterday, by vote of the
entire stock issue, amended its name and capital-
izatlon. The Exploration company was incorpo-
rated at Trenton on March 30, with an authorized
capital of $54,000,000. The American Smelters’ Sa-
curities Company, which will succeed to the busi-
ness of the Exploration company, has a capital of
£77.000,000, divided into $17,000,000 of preferred
stock, series A, 6 per cent; $30,000,000 of preferred
stock, guaranteed 5 per cent, and $30,000,000 com-
mon stock. The American BSmelters’ Securities
Company will be controlied and managed by the
American Smelting and Refining Company, and
the officers of the two companies will be almost
identical. The principal properties which have
been taken over by the American Smelters’ Securi-
ties Company are:

The Selby Smelting and Lead Company, at San
Francisco, the annual business of which exceeds
$35,000,000. The Tacoma Smelting Company, of Ta-
coma, operating lead and copper smelters, to
which has recently been added a copper electrolytic
refinery, and plans are now in formation for the
crection of copper rolling mills and wire mills to
supply the growing demand for these manufactured
products on the Pacific Coast. The plant of the
Puget Sound Reduction Company, at Everett, on
Puget Sound, this piant consisting of a lead smelter
and a lead refinery.

With these smelting plants has been se-
cured a twenty-five year contract for the en-
tire output of the Bunker Hill and Sullivan

mines, which produce aboui 50,000 tons of pig lead
a year. These mines are the largest single lead
producers in the United States and Mexico. Under
the original organization of the American Smelters’
Exploration Company there was taken over from
the Guggenheim Exploration Company practically
all of its property interests, To these &lioper!lu
has recently Leen added, at a cost of $1,600,000, the
Central Smelting Company, of Missourl.

THF PHILIPPINE TRIP.—There is a prospect
that the governmental trip to the Philippines will
be much smaller than originally intended. There
Is also a possibility that Miss Roosevelt will not
be of the party and that Speaker Cannon will re-
main at home. It is noticeable that the War De-
partment is in receipt of a decreasing number of
applications from people, prominent and otherwise,
who wish to go on the trip with Secretary Taft.
Perhaps the announcement made by the Secretary
of War the other day in regard to the expense to
be incurred by the individuals has had a discour-
aging effect. ~ At any rate, the expenses to be
borne out of the insuiar funds are somewhat mea-
gre and will be confined strictly to those connected
with the government. The women who attend will
not be included in the list of those carried at gov-
ernment expense. Instructions to the disbursin
officer, Captain J. K. Thompson, of the Genéra
Staff, are very specific on this point.

A GRATIFYING CRUISE.—Rear Admiral Evans,
commanding the North Atlantic station, with Cap-
tain Pillsbury, his chief of staff, came up to Wash-
ington to-day, leaving his flagship, the Maline, In
Hampton Roads, and had a long talk with Secre-
tary Morton and Admiral Converse, chief of the
Bureau of Navigation, regarding the recently com-
pleted West Indlan crulse of the big battleship
squadron. They reported that the results of the
cruise were gratifying in every respect. In the
prime matter of target practice this was especially
true. Modifications of the firing regulations in-
augurated for the first time on this cruise in the
interest of safety to the gunners and guns would,

RECEIVER FOR BROKERS.

Bay State Woman Acts Against
Haight & Freese.

Boston, May 0.—The Haight & Freese Com-
pany, stock brokers, of No. 85 State-st., this city,
went into the hands of receivers to-day, and
their offices In this State are ciosed. The con-
cern has branches scattéred throughout New-
England. James D. Colt, an attorney, i receiver
of the company, which i{s a New-York corpora-
tion. The concern was peétitioned into receiver-
ship proceedings by Mrs. Anna L. H. Weiss, of
Needham, Mass., administratrix of the estate of
her husband. In her petition Mrs, Weiss set
forth that her husband, who was a stockholder,
advanced funds, which were to be invested by
the corporation. She brought suit demanding
an accounting, and, falling to get satisfaction,
petitioned for a receiver. .

The Haight & Freese Company was reor-
ganized about a year and a half ago, when most
of the men idantified with the old concern re-
tired. The corporation did not belong to either
the New-York or Boston Stock Exchange. The
appointment of Mr. Colt as receiver was made
by Judge Le Baron Colt, in the United Circuit
Court in this city.

At the ofMces of the company, Doane and State
sts.,, the doors were open, but few pérsons were
permitted to enter, although customers crowded
the corridors. The board rocms were closed and
the wires were idle. Receiver Colt was in charge
of all the property. He is empowersd to hold
the property of the Haight & Freese Company,
whether standing In its name or in the name of
Charles H. Poor, junior manager; Willlam G.
Canklin, Willlam H. Little, vice-president and
treasurer, Cashler Beardesley, George G. Turner
or Harvey Watson, directors.

At the close of a conference with counsel to-
day, the managors issued a statement that the
appointment of a receiver had been made with-
out notice of any kind, and that all claims of

Mrs. Welse, as administratrix, had been settled.
In view of the alleged appointment without
notice, as well as on the ground that the per-
son seeking the appointment was not a creditor,
it was stated the company would immediately
apply for the cancellation of the receivership.

New-Haven, Conn., May 9.—The Haight &
Freese Company has branch offices In this city,
Hartford, Bridgeport and New-London. At the
branch in this city it was said that the Con-
necticut branches had received no notice to
close.

The Bridgeport and Hartford branches of the
concern also continued business as usual
throughout the day. In both places the receiver-
ship was declared to be only a temporary mat-
ter, which would not affect the local patrons of
the firm. In Neéw-London the local manager
received an order from Boston to suspend busi-
ness late In the day, but sald that he confidently
expected to resume to-morrow as usual,

Worcester, Mass.,, May 9—John F. Carroll,

Freese Company, has been advised that the
Worcester office of the company I8 to reopen for
business as usual to-morrow morning.

Alleging the larceny of thousands through a clev-
erly arranged “wire tapping’’ game, John F. Kuhne,
a grocer, at No. 2,737 Broadway, yesterday caused
the rearrest in the Tombs police court of three of
four men who were arrested last Friday on the
complaint of Arthur Whipple, a wealthy English-
man visiting in New-York. Kuhne swears he be-
came acquainted with F. H. Chase through a news-
paper advertisement telllng of a way to get rich
suddenly, and Chase told him that he had a friend
who was an assistant of a teleph ex-
change and could get early racing Information.
With the sure winner thus secured Kuhne was told
he could multiply his money by placing it down on
horses indlicated at the nearest poolroom. ' He was
taken to a bullding in 42d-st., he sald, and later was
steered by George Martin to a poolroom in Lexing-
ton-ave., where John J. Muccia admitted him.

On the first day he went to this place, Kuhne
swears, he placed $10 on a horss named by Martin,
and won the bet. A day or two later he placed
$3,000 on a horse, but this time he did not win. He
lost $4,000 more before he became suspicious, and
quit the game,

RECEIVERS HERE ALSO.

Local Banks and Trust Companies
Restrained from Paying.

Judge Lacombe, in the United States Cireuit
Court, yesterday afterncon signed an order ap-
pointing J. D. Colt, of Boston, and Walter D. Ed-
munds, of No. 31 Nassau-st., this city, ancillary
recelvers of the Haight & Freese Company, fixing
their bond at $10,000. The court also granted an
order restraining New-York banks and trust com-
panies from paying out any money deposited in the
name of the alleged bankrupts, or that of William
H Lillis, George G. Turner, Harry Watson, Charles
B. Poor, jr., Willlam G. Conklin, — Beardesley,
John Deoe and Richard Roe.

The appointment of the recelvers was secured
by Roger Foster, of No. 15 Broad-st., who filed with
the court three affidavits, which contain charges
against the company. One, made by Ridgeway
Bowker, of Camden, N. J,, states that he depesited
$.600 with the concern's Philadelphia offices, and
alleges he was [nduced by George W. Turner to
permit a man named Daniels to manipulate his ac-
oount, He further alleges that on January 11, 1903,
his account was without warning closed out. Bow-
ker swears that the concern bought and sold no
stocks whatsoever, and made up fictitious accounts
of alleged stock transactions which were given to
fts customers. The Haight & Freese Company,
the affidavit declares, had more than five thousand
customers, whose claims amounted to more than

000,000,

An _aﬂd|\1t made by Arthur M. Johnson, of No.
802 West 152a-st., stated that he had been employed
by the ccmpany in various capacities and in a
number of the offices. Johnson also swore that no
stocks were hought and soid on margins for cus-
tomers and explained at great length the method
employed by the managers in making up the alleged
fictitious sales accounts so that each customer
would a loser. A similar affidavit, made by
John M. Warwick, another employe, purported to
corroborate the statements of both Bowker and
Johneon as to the methods employed by the con-
cern.

Receiver Edmunds late in the afternoon took pos-
seseion of the company’s jocal offices, at Broandway
and Exchange Place. Mr. Foster, who is counsel
for the receiver, sald later that the appointment of
a receiver had been asked for on the ground that
the H“éfh" & Freese Companv wis Insolvent and on
the additional ground of fraud.

“It is charged.” continued Mr. Foster. “‘that the
brakerage business of Haight & Freese was entirely
fietitious. The firm took orders to huy and u-?l
stocks for customers and never exccuted these
orders. The orders, in other words, were buck-
eoted. Fraud on customers and abstraction of assets
by officers are chnrfed. Every customer who ever

ve an order to this firm can be a creditor of the

rm.

““Some assets haye been found in the Seaboard
and in the Consolidated National banks, but they
will not meet the debts. Bowker, I understand,
made his trades through the Philadelphia office of

the concern, but that does not affect the issue in
any way."
The offices of the Haight & Freese Company

were crowded all the morning, but toward noon,
when news of the Boston court proceedings be-
came known, a line of customers formed to with-
draw their accounts. Harvey Watson, the local
manager, sald early in the afternoon thut steps
were being taken to get the Doston receivership
vacated,

“We do not know why this sult for a recelver
was brought, ' added Mr. Watson. “It {s evidently
a matter of spite. Mrs. Welss formerly had an ac-
count with the Boston house, but we gettled with
her some timeé ago, and she signed a release. No
claims were made upon us. and we do not know
what she wants. Our counsel In Boston tells us
that the court must have been imposed on in get-
ting the receivership. Here in New-York, and
everywhere else, we are paying all claims made
upon us, Some of our customers here, whén they
heard about the trouble in Boston, came to us for
their money, and we have paild them prompty,

e of them have reopened accounts with us
since they have talked with us over the matter,
We have been here fifteen years. and we have al-
ways pald every just claim. I understand llum
main éxecutive ce in Boston is making a f
statement.”

The Haight & Freese Company has been well
known for years as a broker in stocks and grain on
margin. It advertises extensively, and has
branch offices and correspondents >
country. It was formerly a member of the Consoli-
dated Exchan:o. but now has no local exchange
connections. -~

TRAIN HITS “AUTO” PARTY

Mrs. Willard C. Fisk Seriously In-
jured, but May Recover.
